Seminarians Search for Elijah (2 Kings 2:15-18)
· Elijah had a history of disappearing and reappearing: The seminarians had a point.
· They searched for three days with no success.
· Elisha establishes his authority: He told them not to go.
Unpleasant water purified. (2 Kings 2:19-22)
· Jericho is the city in question.
· The contaminated water had caused death and infertility.
· First miracle of significance.
Don’t make fun of my baldness (2 Kings 2:23-25)
· The word translated “small boys” probably refers to late teenagers or young men.
· Term of disrespect. 
· Is this an appropriate response?

The Lord’s Supper
Luke 22:7-23; 1 Corinthians 11:23-32
· The Lord’s Supper, Communion is an extension of the Passover Meal/Seder Meal.
· The Passover was instituted as a memorial of God’s deliverance of his people from Egypt.
· A Biblical theme going back to the garden, Abraham’s sacrificing of Isaac.
· The unleavened bread is associated with Jesus’ body.
· The wine is associated with Jesus’ blood: a New Covenant in my blood.
· Jesus was the final lamb sacrificed for our sins. 
· The meal is a memorial of what Jesus did on the cross.
· Paul’s warning in 1 Corinthians. 
· They were making a mockery of the Lord’s supper.
· Many were weak, sick, and some died. 
· He calls for a period of self-examination before the Lord.
