Why do we get distracted and lose focus when it comes to our service to God?

Paul’s testimony was: “We walk by faith not by sight.” 2 Corinthians 5:7
· Walk by faith
· Focus on God
· Recalibrate and Renewal every day.
· Prayer for wisdom.

1. Elijah’s Question: “How long will you go limping between two different opinions? If the LORD is God follow him, if Baal then follow him.” (18:20-21). Key verse 21
2. Elijah’s Challenge: 1 vs. 450 prophets, 2 bulls, 2 altars, 2 piles of wood, no fire. (18:22-29) Key verses 23-24
3. Elijah’s Response (18:30-35)
· He repairs the altar by taking twelve stones representing the 12 tribes of Israel.
· He digs a trench that will hold two seahs of seed (approximately 8 gallons.)
· Fill 4 jars with water—perhaps from the sea. Three times instructs the people to pour four jars with water over the burnt offering and wood so that the trench filled with water.
4. Elijah’s Prayer: simple. Contrasted with the 6-hour circus of the prophets of Baal. Key Verses 36-37
5. The LORD’s Miracle: Fire and Rain. (18:38-46)

6 So we are always of good courage. · YHWH The Tetragrammaton: Sacred name not pronounced by Jews: Adonai substituted. English translations in all caps: LORD
· Adonai
· Elohim
El Shaddai (אֵל שַׁדַּי) — "God Almighty" or "All-Sufficient One" (Genesis 17:1).
El Elyon (אֵל עֶלְיוֹן) — "God Most High" (Genesis 14:18–20).
El Roi (אֵל רֹאִי) — "The God Who Sees" (Genesis 16:13).
El Olam (אֵל עוֹלָם) — "Everlasting God" or "Eternal God" (Genesis 21:33).
YHWH Yireh (יְהוָה יִרְאֶה) — "The LORD Will Provide" (Genesis 22:14).
YHWH Rapha (יְהוָה רֹפְאֶךָ) — "The LORD Who Heals" (Exodus 15:26).
