President’s Comments

We’ve Come This Far By Faith is the theme for our 60" Annual Family Reunion that
began as a cookout at Farquhar Park in York, PA on Labor Day Weekend September 6,
1959.

This was a challenge because hotels are filled for
people to attend the new Sight & Sound play, “Jesus,” that we recommend you buy a discounted group ticket to
see on Thursday evening. We were able to secure the Lancaster Host & Resort at the best rate available during
peak season at $129/night + tax. This is $50 more/night than the original hotel. To keep hotel costs close to
the original cost, we will cover the hotel cost difference of $111 if you stay 2 nights and if you stay 3 nights or
more, we will pay one hotel night including tax of $143.19. This reduction will be shown on your bill at the
time of hotel checkout.

This hotel is in the final stage of renovation. All rooms are renovated but the lobby may not be finished before
check-in. We ask for your patience on this point. We have a wonderful 60" Reunion planned.

Activities will be held at nearby locations in Lancaster with shuttle options available for Thursday play, Friday
cookout, and Saturday banquet.
