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How to write a review.

First, make sure the book you are reading is one in a genre that you prefer. Second, just because
an author is an Indie Author or self-published does not mean that the book isn’t good or even great.

As a professional reviewer that has been reading and reviewing hundreds of books since 2014, |
have experience with writing a review, and my process as evolved over the years. Each author has
their own writing style. Each author writes in their own way, in the environment of their choice.
Whether a book is fiction or nonfiction, it is telling a story, and if it’s nonfiction, it’s a true story,
even if it is a self-help or technical manual.

As a reviewer, | would recommend that as a reader, you read the books that are in the genre you
are familiar with and that you enjoy. It’s not to say that you shouldn’t read books of a genre you’ve
never read before, but if you don’t enjoy the genre, don’t put a negative review just because you
read a genre you are unfamiliar with or do not enjoy reading. Also, if you read a book, and it
reminds of you another book, feel free to compare it to that book.

Enjoy your read. Read the book in its entirety. Then, look at the synopsis of the book, and see if it
matches what the author says the book is about, or if it is in the genre that the author has categorized
their book.

After you’ve read the book, think about the author’s writing style, did it match the story or genre?
Did the characters seem realistic? Did the plot seem plausible (even if it is impossible, did the
author make it sound like it could be plausible? The environment is also a character, how did that
meet the story’s needs? What characters did you like? What character or characters did you love
to hate? These and other questions will be under each of the books that are recommended by Amy’s
Bookshelf Reviews, to help you, the reader, write your own review.

Audiobook Reviews: If you like reading the print book and then listening to its corresponding
audiobook, or if you just like listening to audiobooks, there are a few extra things that should be
considered when writing a review. The story and plot, and how the story is told is important but
so is the narration of the story. Is the voice fitting for that particular type of genre? Does the narrator
have a voice you want to listen to? Is the author the narrator or is it another person? Those are just
a few other things to consider. If when going through the journal, if the book is also on audiobook,
and you listen to it, add some notes about the narration.
