


Ellon Gibbs is a self-taught painter who is based in Bushwick, Brooklyn. His work has previously 
shown at 57 W. 57th Arts in NYC, and NADA Miami. He was recently written about in the 
publication Cult Classic Mag, and his most recent solo show at EUROPA Gallery You Cry A Lot 
When You're Alone, Don't You? ran from June 7 - June 9, 2023.
