Matthew 4:23-24

23Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, proclaiming the good news of
the kingdom, and healing every disease and sickness among the people. 24 News about him
spread all over Syria, and people brought to him all who were ill with various diseases, those
suffering severe pain, the demon-possessed, those having seizures, and the paralyzed; and he
healed them.

Matthew 6:1-18
“Be careful not to practice your righteousness in front of others to be seen by them. If you do,
you will have no reward from your Father in heaven.

2“So when you give to the needy, do not announce it with trumpets, as the hypocrites do in the
synagogues and on the streets, to be honored by others. Truly I tell you, they have received
their reward in full. 3 But when you give to the needy, do not let your left hand know what your
right hand is doing, 4 so that your giving may be in secret. Then your Father, who sees what is
done in secret, will reward you.

5 “And when you pray, do not be like the hypocrites, for they love to pray standing in the
synagogues and on the street corners to be seen by others. Truly | tell you, they have received
their reward in full. s But when you pray, go into your room, close the door and pray to your
Father, who is unseen. Then your Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward

you. 7 And when you pray, do not keep on babbling like pagans, for they think they will be heard
because of their many words. s Do not be like them, for your Father knows what you

need before you ask him.

9 “This, then, is how you should pray:

“Our Father in heaven,
hallowed be your name,
10 your kingdom come,
your will be done,
on earth as itis in heaven.
11 Give us today our daily bread.
12 And forgive us our debts,
as we also have forgiven our debtors.
13 And lead us not into temptation,
but deliver us from the evil one.’

14 For if you forgive other people when they sin against you, your heavenly Father will also
forgive you. 15 But if you do not forgive others their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins.

16 “When you fast, do not look somber as the hypocrites do, for they disfigure their faces to show
others they are fasting. Truly | tell you, they have received their reward in full. 17 But when you

fast, put oil on your head and wash your face, 18 so that it will not be obvious to others that you
are fasting, but only to your Father, who is unseen; and your Father, who sees what is done in
secret, will reward you.

Matthew 6:25-34

25 “Therefore | tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or drink; or about your
body, what you will wear. Is not life more than food, and the body more than clothes? 26 Look at
the birds of the air; they do not sow or reap or store away in barns, and yet your heavenly
Father feeds them. Are you not much more valuable than they? 27 Can any one of you by
worrying add a single hour to your life?

28 “And why do you worry about clothes? See how the flowers of the field grow. They do not
labor or spin. 29 Yet | tell you that not even Solomon in all his splendor was dressed like one of
these. 30 If that is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is here today and tomorrow is
thrown into the fire, will he not much more clothe you—you of little faith? 31 So do not worry,
saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or ‘What shall we drink?’ or ‘What shall we wear?’ 32 For the pagans
run after all these things, and your heavenly Father knows that you need them. 33 But seek first
his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well. 34 Therefore
do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble
of its own.

Matthew 7:15-23

15 “Watch out for false prophets. They come to you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly they are
ferocious wolves. 16 By their fruit you will recognize them. Do people pick grapes from thorn
bushes, or figs from thistles? 17 Likewise, every good tree bears good fruit, but a bad tree bears
bad fruit. 18 A good tree cannot bear bad fruit, and a bad tree cannot bear good fruit. 19 Every
tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire. 20 Thus, by their fruit you
will recognize them.

21 “Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,” will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only the one
who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. 22 Many will say to me on that day, ‘Lord, Lord,
did we not prophesy in your name and in your name drive out demons and in your name
perform many miracles?’ 23 Then | will tell them plainly, ‘I never knew you. Away from me, you
evildoers!’””

Matthew 7:24-27

24 “Therefore everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them into practice is like a wise
man who built his house on the rock. 25 The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds
blew and beat against that house; yet it did not fall, because it had its foundation on the

rock. 26 But everyone who hears these words of mine and does not put them into practice is like
a foolish man who built his house on sand. 27 The rain came down, the streams rose, and the
winds blew and beat against that house, and it fell with a great crash.”

Matthew 18:21-35
21 Then Peter came to Jesus and asked, “Lord, how many times shall | forgive my brother or
sister who sins against me? Up to seven times?”

22 Jesus answered, ‘I tell you, not seven times, but seventy-seven times.
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23 “Therefore, the kingdom of heaven is like a king who wanted to settle accounts with his
servants. 24 As he began the settlement, a man who owed him ten thousand bags of gold was
brought to him. 25 Since he was not able to pay, the master ordered that he and his wife and his
children and all that he had be sold to repay the debt.

26 “At this the servant fell on his knees before him. ‘Be patient with me,” he begged, ‘and | will
pay back everything.’ 27 The servant’s master took pity on him, canceled the debt and let him go.

28 “But when that servant went out, he found one of his fellow servants who owed him a hundred
silver coins. He grabbed him and began to choke him. ‘Pay back what you owe me!’ he
demanded.

29 “His fellow servant fell to his knees and begged him, ‘Be patient with me, and | will pay it
back.’

30 “But he refused. Instead, he went off and had the man thrown into prison until he could pay
the debt. 31 When the other servants saw what had happened, they were outraged and went and
told their master everything that had happened.

32 “Then the master called the servant in. “You wicked servant,” he said, ‘| canceled all that debt
of yours because you begged me to. 33 Shouldn’t you have had mercy on your fellow servant
just as | had on you?’ 34 In anger his master handed him over to the jailers to be tortured, until
he should pay back all he owed.

35 “This is how my heavenly Father will treat each of you unless you forgive your brother or sister
from your heart.”

Mark 1:21-28

21 They went to Capernaum, and when the Sabbath came, Jesus went into the synagogue and
began to teach. 22 The people were amazed at his teaching, because he taught them as one
who had authority, not as the teachers of the law. 23 Just then a man in their synagogue who
was possessed by an impure spirit cried out, 24 “What do you want with us, Jesus of
Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? | know who you are—the Holy One of God!”

25 “Be quiet!” said Jesus sternly. “Come out of him!” 26 The impure spirit shook the man violently
and came out of him with a shriek.

27 The people were all so amazed that they asked each other, “What is this? A new teaching—
and with authority! He even gives orders to impure spirits and they obey him.” 28 News about
him spread quickly over the whole region of Galilee.

Mark 4:1-20

Again Jesus began to teach by the lake. The crowd that gathered around him was so large that
he got into a boat and sat in it out on the lake, while all the people were along the shore at the
water’s edge. 2 He taught them many things by parables, and in his teaching said: 3 “Listen! A
farmer went out to sow his seed. 4 As he was scattering the seed, some fell along the path, and
the birds came and ate it up. s Some fell on rocky places, where it did not have much soil. It
sprang up quickly, because the soil was shallow. s But when the sun came up, the plants were
scorched, and they withered because they had no root. 7 Other seed fell among thorns, which
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grew up and choked the plants, so that they did not bear grain. s Still other seed fell on good
soil. It came up, grew and produced a crop, some multiplying thirty, some sixty, some a hundred
times.”

9 Then Jesus said, “Whoever has ears to hear, let them hear.”

10 When he was alone, the Twelve and the others around him asked him about the
parables. 11 He told them, “The secret of the kingdom of God has been given to you. But to
those on the outside everything is said in parables 12 so that,

“they may be ever seeing but never perceiving,
and ever hearing but never understanding;
otherwise they might turn and be forgiven!”

13 Then Jesus said to them, “Don’t you understand this parable? How then will you understand
any parable? 14 The farmer sows the word. 15 Some people are like seed along the path, where
the word is sown. As soon as they hear it, Satan comes and takes away the word that was sown
in them. 16 Others, like seed sown on rocky places, hear the word and at once receive it with

joy. 17 But since they have no root, they last only a short time. When trouble or persecution
comes because of the word, they quickly fall away. 1s Still others, like seed sown among thorns,
hear the word; 19 but the worries of this life, the deceitfulness of wealth and the desires for other
things come in and choke the word, making it unfruitful. 20 Others, like seed sown on good soil,
hear the word, accept it, and produce a crop—some thirty, some sixty, some a hundred times
what was sown.”

Mark 4:35-41

35 That day when evening came, he said to his disciples, “Let us go over to the other

side.” 36 Leaving the crowd behind, they took him along, just as he was, in the boat. There were
also other boats with him. 37 A furious squall came up, and the waves broke over the boat, so
that it was nearly swamped. 38 Jesus was in the stern, sleeping on a cushion. The disciples
woke him and said to him, “Teacher, don’t you care if we drown?”

39 He got up, rebuked the wind and said to the waves, “Quiet! Be still!” Then the wind died down
and it was completely calm.

40 He said to his disciples, “Why are you so afraid? Do you still have no faith?”

41 They were terrified and asked each other, “Who is this? Even the wind and the waves obey
him!”

Mark 6:31-44
31 Then, because so many people were coming and going that they did not even have a chance
to eat, he said to them, “Come with me by yourselves to a quiet place and get some rest.”

32 So they went away by themselves in a boat to a solitary place. 33 But many who saw them
leaving recognized them and ran on foot from all the towns and got there ahead of

them. 32 When Jesus landed and saw a large crowd, he had compassion on them, because they
were like sheep without a shepherd. So he began teaching them many things.
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35 By this time it was late in the day, so his disciples came to him. “This is a remote place,” they
said, “and it's already very late. 36 Send the people away so that they can go to the surrounding
countryside and villages and buy themselves something to eat.”

37 But he answered, “You give them something to eat.”

They said to him, “That would take more than half a year’s wages! Are we to go and spend that
much on bread and give it to them to eat?”

38 “How many loaves do you have?” he asked. “Go and see.”
When they found out, they said, “Five—and two fish.”

39 Then Jesus directed them to have all the people sit down in groups on the green grass. 40 So
they sat down in groups of hundreds and fifties. 41 Taking the five loaves and the two fish and
looking up to heaven, he gave thanks and broke the loaves. Then he gave them to his disciples
to distribute to the people. He also divided the two fish among them all. 42 They all ate and were
satisfied, 43 and the disciples picked up twelve basketfuls of broken pieces of bread and

fish. 44 The number of the men who had eaten was five thousand.

Mark 10:13-16

13 People were bringing little children to Jesus for him to place his hands on them, but the
disciples rebuked them. 14 When Jesus saw this, he was indignant. He said to them, “Let the
little children come to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of God belongs to such as
these. 15 Truly I tell you, anyone who will not receive the kingdom of God like a little child will
never enter it.” 16 And he took the children in his arms, placed his hands on them and blessed
them.

As Jesus was leaving the temple, one of his disciples said to him, “Look, Teacher! What
massive stones! What magnificent buildings!”

2“Do you see all these great buildings?” replied Jesus. “Not one stone here will be left on
another; every one will be thrown down.”

3 As Jesus was sitting on the Mount of Olives opposite the temple, Peter, James, John and
Andrew asked him privately, 4 “Tell us, when will these things happen? And what will be the sign
that they are all about to be fulfilled?”

5 Jesus said to them: “Watch out that no one deceives you. s Many will come in my name,
claiming, ‘l am he,” and will deceive many. 7 When you hear of wars and rumors of wars, do not
be alarmed. Such things must happen, but the end is still to come. s Nation will rise against
nation, and kingdom against kingdom. There will be earthquakes in various places, and famines.
These are the beginning of birth pains.”

.... 32 “But about that day or hour no one knows, not even the angels in heaven, nor the Son, but
only the Father. 33 Be on guard! Be alert! You do not know when that time will come. 34 It’s like a
man going away: He leaves his house and puts his servants in charge, each with their assigned
task, and tells the one at the door to keep watch.

35 “Therefore keep watch because you do not know when the owner of the house will come
back—whether in the evening, or at midnight, or when the rooster crows, or at dawn. 3s If he
comes suddenly, do not let him find you sleeping. 37 What | say to you, | say to everyone:
‘Watch!””

Mark 14:61-62
61...Again the high priest asked him, “Are you the Messiah, the Son of the Blessed One?”

62 “l am,” said Jesus. “And you will see the Son of Man sitting at the right hand of the Mighty One
and coming on the clouds of heaven.”

Luke 4:43
43 But he said, “I must proclaim the good news of the kingdom of God to the other towns also,
because that is why | was sent.”

Luke 7:41-43

41 “Two people owed money to a certain moneylender. One owed him five hundred denarii, and
the other fifty. 42 Neither of them had the money to pay him back, so he forgave the debts of
both. Now which of them will love him more?”

43 Simon replied, “I suppose the one who had the bigger debt forgiven.”
“You have judged correctly,” Jesus said.

Luke 18:1-8

Then Jesus told his disciples a parable to show them that they should always pray and not give
up. 2 He said: “In a certain town there was a judge who neither feared God nor cared what
people thought. 3 And there was a widow in that town who kept coming to him with the plea,
‘Grant me justice against my adversary.’

4 “For some time he refused. But finally he said to himself, ‘Even though | don’t fear God or care
what people think, s yet because this widow keeps bothering me, | will see that she gets justice,
so that she won’t eventually come and attack me!’”

6 And the Lord said, “Listen to what the unjust judge says. 7 And will not God bring about justice

for his chosen ones, who cry out to him day and night? Will he keep putting them off? s tell you,
he will see that they get justice, and quickly. However, when the Son of Man comes, will he find

faith on the earth?”

Luke 19:11-27

11 While they were listening to this, he went on to tell them a parable, because he was near
Jerusalem and the people thought that the kingdom of God was going to appear at once. 12 He
said: “A man of noble birth went to a distant country to have himself appointed king and then to
return. 13 So he called ten of his servants and gave them ten minas. ‘Put this money to work,” he
said, ‘until | come back.’

14 “But his subjects hated him and sent a delegation after him to say, ‘We don’t want this man to
be our king.’
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15 “He was made king, however, and returned home. Then he sent for the servants to whom he
had given the money, in order to find out what they had gained with it.

16 “The first one came and said, ‘Sir, your mina has earned ten more.’
17 “Well done, my good servant!’ his master replied. ‘Because you have been trustworthy in a
very small matter, take charge of ten cities.’

18 “The second came and said, ‘Sir, your mina has earned five more.’
19 “His master answered, ‘You take charge of five cities.’

20 “Then another servant came and said, ‘Sir, here is your mina; | have kept it laid away in a
piece of cloth. 21 | was afraid of you, because you are a hard man. You take out what you did not
put in and reap what you did not sow.’

22 “His master replied, ‘Il will judge you by your own words, you wicked servant! You knew, did
you, that | am a hard man, taking out what | did not put in, and reaping what | did not

sow? 23 Why then didn’t you put my money on deposit, so that when | came back, | could have
collected it with interest?’

24“Then he said to those standing by, ‘Take his mina away from him and give it to the one who
has ten minas.’

25 “‘Sir,” they said, ‘he already has ten!

26 “He replied, ‘I tell you that to everyone who has, more will be given, but as for the one who
has nothing, even what they have will be taken away. 27 But those enemies of mine who did not
want me to be king over them—bring them here and kill them in front of me.”

John 12:23-28

23 Jesus replied, “The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified. 24 Very truly | tell you,
unless a kernel of wheat falls to the ground and dies, it remains only a single seed. But if it dies,
it produces many seeds. 25 Anyone who loves their life will lose it, while anyone who hates their
life in this world will keep it for eternal life. 26 Whoever serves me must follow me; and where |
am, my servant also will be. My Father will honor the one who serves me.

27 “Now my soul is troubled, and what shall | say? ‘Father, save me from this hour’? No, it was
for this very reason | came to this hour. 28 Father, glorify your name!”

Then a voice came from heaven, “I have glorified it, and will glorify it again.”

John 12:44-48

44 Then Jesus cried out, “Whoever believes in me does not believe in me only, but in the one
who sent me. 45 The one who looks at me is seeing the one who sent me. 46 | have come into the
world as a light, so that no one who believes in me should stay in darkness.
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47 “If anyone hears my words but does not keep them, | do not judge that person. For | did not
come to judge the world, but to save the world. 48 There is a judge for the one who rejects me
and does not accept my words; the very words | have spoken will condemn them at the last

day.”

John 18:37
