A valid passport and vaccination
record must accompany all horses.

Please pick up all litter and droppings.
Please keep all accesses clear.

No refund of entry fees is given unless the event is cancelled by the organisers. In the event of
cancellation by the Organisers we reserve the right to retain £3 of the entry fee.
