1.1 Title

1.2 SCOpe

The Dlstrict Plan will be a tool for the Municipalities to use to achieve thelr future goals. It
provides guldelines, dirvection and aligns the policies for each municipality tn regards to future
growth for the District and most bmportantly the sustainability of the Qu Appelle valley. The
planning capacity of the area is contlnuously being tmproved by the cooperation and
information sharing by the members. The objectives anol policies apply to the entive area within
the boundaries of the Calling Lakes Planning district. if a member municipality does not
have an Official Community Plan, this District Plan is deemed to be the municipalities
Official Community Plan for the purposes of the Planning and Development Act, 2007,

1.3 Pu[pose

The Calling Lakes Planning Commission has authorized the preparation of this district Plan
pursuant to Sectlon 102 of 7he Planning and pevelopment Act, 2007, No development or
subdivision of land within the boundaries of this district, within the jurisdiction of the member
municipalities, shall be approved which does not conform to this District Plan.




1.4 History of the valley

With its rich historical backgrowund, the Calling Lakes Planning District is full of places to see
anol things to do. With a small population of permanent residents, the district has a vich
cultural and historical presence that is vecognized throughout the province. There arve a Lot of
cultural activities velated to the arts such as pottery, local artists guild, swmmer art festival
and even music lessons. There ave also a variety of vestaurants, an active farmer’'s market,
and local enthusiasm about the valley district tn general.  n addition to the many cultural
activities, there are nuumerous historical lanomarks and sites of significant importance to the

people Ln the Dlstriet.

The Valley of the Qu’Appelle

Ages ago, the geologists say, there was a great inland sea covering what now are the prairies. Much
later a glacial ice cap pushed down from the north levelling the terrain and as the glacier melted it
formed a great lake. When the water receded the mighty rivers were born and it is said in time the
height of land below diverted the flow of the southern river at Elbow to join the northern river,
leaving the Qu'Appelle to continue to develop on its own. We see the results today in the beautiful
chain of lakes which grace the one hundred and sixty mile course of the Valley to its junction with
the Assiniboine at St. Lazare.

The Cree and the Saulteaux, nomads of the prairies, no doubt knew the valley well in pre-history
time in their search of the buffalo, which found shelter in these wooded coulees during winter. de Ia
Verendrye is the first white man in authentic record to have seen the western plains in 1738. Whether
or not he viewed the valley is not recorded.

‘The first to refer to the Qu'Appelle Valley were the fur traders. Daniel Harmon of the North-West
Company made mentionof the valleyinhisjournal in1804. John McDonald, another employee of the
Company, visited the area about the'same time-Thegreat explorer, David Thompson, mapped the
valleyshowing thelocation of thetrading postsof theNorth-West Company at.the then turn of the
centurys North-West T raderswereactivein'the area long before the Hudson’s Bay Company had
moved beyond the Red River.

It is recorded that Abbe Provencher from the Red River visited the valley iﬁ_,1819. The Abbe a few
years later was named the first Archbishop of the Roman Catholic Church in the West. Records also

show that the Anglican missionary Rev. John West visited the lower valley in 1822. In 1823 Abbe
Picard from Pembina visited this area and stayed for a while with John McDonald of the North-West
Company. Palliser and Hind spent some time in the Valley in 1857 and 1858.

There are many interesting legends surrounding the naming of the valley. Pauline Johnson in her
hauntingly beautiful poem “The Legend of the Qu’Appelle” tells the Indian Legend of how the valley
got its name. The name likely derived from the Cree name “Kahtapwao” which in that language
means “What is calling?” The Indians gave the name to the last intehichainoffour lakes (no known
as Lake Katepwa) for tradition had it that spirits in habited the shore of the Take and old time
Indians North-West Company,and the translation of “Kahtapwao” to “Qu’Appelle” was quite
natural.

1.8 The Need for a Plan
Multiple voles arve needeot when managing future growth of the District as the District is rural
agriculture, vesort, urbawn, residential, and

recreational. It is very bmportant to balance and F

manage appropriate development for the future of the
District. Without the approprinte balance there is a
risk of Losing some of the natural resources anol
beauty of the valley and possibly missing out on
Lmportant economic bnvestment or tourism
opportunities.

Recent and historteal tssues that have artsen tnclude:

*  The competing demand and supply of water
anol Land for vestdentinl, agricultural,
commercial and recreational uses.

o The vapid deterioration of water quality and quantity accompanied by abundant
growth of algae in the lakes.

* Increases in the damage caused by floods.

o The protection of environmentally sensitive areas, wildlife and vegetation.

o Slope instability and steepness of the valley
walls.

e Potentinl for extreme weather events such as
storms anol flooding,.

To protect and properly manage Land and water vesources
within the calling lakes Planning District, policies had
to be put bn place to accommodate appropriate existing
and future uses of the area. Development neeols to be
carried out tn a way that protects the natwral beauty and
function of the valley.

1.9  History of the Commission -How We Began

The calling Lakes Planning Commission members
started casually meeting in December 200€. At this
tlme they were not yet a commission but rather a group
of concern municipal representative as well as vesidents
of the valley. The goal was to meet about once a month to
talk about development Lssues that surroundeo the
valley. nthe winter of 2010 the group was host to a
development workshop where meuniceipal, provineial and
federal representatives participated to discuss the issues

surrounding development and preservation of the valley. The group played a key role in the
discussion and brought many ideas and possible solutions to the table. It was at this meeting
that the slogan “4 lakes, 4 seasons, 4 everyone” was created.

n the spring of 2010 the Government of Saskatchewan announced that funding had been
allocated for tnter-municipal planning and cooperation through the Planning for Growth
Progiram. It was at this thme that the group started to think about becoming a formal group as
they wanted to apply for the available funding. The group applied under the name of the
calling Lakes Planning Commission with the intention of creating a Planning district and a
District Plan. The Commission was approved for funding and the work ow this District Plan
began.

In 2011, six of the municipalities signed a Memorandum of Agreement to offictally establish
the calling Lakes Planning district Commission; a Minister's Order formally established the
Comwmission on Janunry 109, 2012.

Significant increases in the number of subdivision applications, developments and tnput from
public meetings were some of the main reasons that sparked the need for the Municipalities to
worle together. Because of the various policies and guidelines that ench Municipality had, the
Commission realized that a common course of action was needed to sustain the QuAppelle
valley from Pasqua to Katepwa Lake (east to west).

Sustainable water quality and gquantity was another significant challenge identified by the
District. The District and avea is home to a variety of reereational uses such as beaches,
campgrownds and cottage developments. The Commission did a thorough review of the
existing regulations and gulidelines and identified that better stewardship of the valley and
lakes was needed.

110  History of Planning in the valley
Although this Planning Commission is new,
there is a long history of development
planning in the area. n 1977 the Qu Appelle
valley was organized tnto six Special
Planning Areas. (n 1982 the Minister at the
thme ordered that these Speclal Planning Avens
be converted into Planning Districts. Policles
were developed to protect the environment and
to properly manage the land and water
resources of the valley. As a result a
development plan was prepared and adopted by
the menber Municipalities. n the mid 1920's,
the Provincial Government discontinued
funding for the Fishing Lakes Planning
Commission was discontinued.

The passion for cooperating ano working together stems from two common values- the
sustatnability of the environment and the beauty of the valley. The magnificence of the lakes
ts why many of the residents have chosen the area as thelr home and why many businesses
have decloed to Locate in the area. without the lakes many of the activities of the valley would
not be able to endure. Through this Plan, the Planning District will preserve the environmental
integrity of the valley and protect it from damaging development and misuse. Through the
District Plan the Commission hopes to achieve the viston of 4 Lakes, 4 seasons, 4 everyone.

The District is home to an abundance of wildberry bushes, grasslands, wetlands and wildlife
such as deer, moose, fish, birds, foxes, racoons, beavers, minks, coyotes which residents and
visitors enjoy as part of the valley backdrop. There are also areas with flora and fawna unioue
to the valley as well as sites of important archaeological, geological, historical and pre-
historical significance. The District lies within Saskatchewan’s Moist Mixed Grassland Eco
reglon which can be characterized as won-arable pasture Lands, wheve spear grasses and wheat
grasses grow naturally and shrubs like chokecherry, snowberry, rose and wolf willow are

Crown Lands - The following is a map of Crown Lands in the District (quarter sections have
been outlined in green).
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These Lands have beew vetained by the Province to ensure they are protected. Some of these
landls are occupied while some have been Left vacant. This District Plan will gulde

municipalities to not Limit or alter the use of Crown lands and renewnble resources.

Slopes - Like all valley areas, the Calling Lakes Planning District is not unigque in the fact
that it has slopes and therefore has to deal with topographical issues during development.
Although development may be difficult due to the topography, there are also many
aesthetically pleasing benefits of slopes, such as views of the valleys and hills and privacy.
The challenge becomes finding a balance between preserving the valley wall and allowing
residents anol businesses to benefit from being located in the beauty of the valley. The
cumulative effects of liuproper slope development can have long lasting negative effects on the
scenic beauty of the avea, decreased Lake and water quality, tncreased downstream runoff due
to land clearing and flooding problems. There is also an tnerensed visk of Losing sensitive
habitats, creating conditions for erosion which may Lead to slope fatlures, five hazavds, high
utility costs, lack of safe access for emergency venicles, and high costs for maintenance of
roads and other municipal or public lmprovements. This extensive List of negative results is
not something the Calling Lakes Planning Commission wants to see happen tin the
community. Therefore policies will be set to ensure development of buildings and
infrastructure does not Lead to any of the above.

As depleted in the image below the wajority of slopes of the valley wall in and around the
Lakes ave at a degree of 15-20%. The areas shown tn yellow north of Pasqua Lake and south of
Fort @uAppelle have slopes ranging from 9-15%. However, the majority of lands have minor
slopes ranging from 2-5% and sowme, including Fort uAppelle have Little to no slope and
range from 0-2%.
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/N Rural Municipaiities
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Slope steepness is a tool that the Planning Commission will use to determing how a particular
site can be developed. Slope is determined using rise over run. A 1% slope is a 1 metre
difference tn elevation bn a horizontal distance of 100 m.

The wmost concerning slopes are those grenter than 15% as these lands are naturally wnstable
and are more vulnerable to damage resulting from site disruption. Also, development on these
landls has wore detrimental effects on the Lakes; the greater the steepness of the slope, the faster
rain water and debris will travel dowwn the slope as it doesn't have time to infiltrate. Sedlment
and pollution on the lands, tncluding fertilizer, pesticides, herbicides, ete., will travel into the
lakes. According to information obtained from Agriculture and Agri-food Canada, sotl
dratnage tn the District s very vapld in some arens arownd the valley wall and well to
moderately well tn the other areas of the District.

Like most lake and valley reglons, there are particular challenges from the bupact of
development on nature.. This Plan will outline the natural limitations for these Lands and
establish requirements for development for these areas

wetlands - The Four Lakes are of course the significant water source in the District. There are
also pockets of wet lands scattered throughout the District. wetlands are those areas that are
frequently flooded in the spring and may contain water throughout the year. own agricultural
lands these areas are often seem as wasted Land as they can't be used for agricultural
production and may cause a nuisance during field work. However, these avens can be cruclal
for the survival of critical wildlife habitats. They are not to be ignored during the development

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water uallty and uantity- The Calling Lakes Reglon bncorporates Pasqua, Mission, Echo
and Katepwa Lake. The Commission, tncluding the residents of the area believe that the
quality and quantity of these lakes tncluding other rivers and water bodies are essential to the
ecosystems health as well as the soctal, cultural, and economic viability of the avea. The
Commission will work with other government agencies including the Lower u Appelle
Stewardship Group to ensure the sustalnability of the lakes and surrownding water systems
for the future of the aven.

Flood Proofing- All structures and developments that are proposed tn the flood fringe will
require flood proofing, Bngineered flood proofing solutions are supported throughout the
district and may tnclude but are not Limited to: raising buildings on mounds or piles
(stiltling) or other techniques wheve structures are designeo to flood such as wet flood proofing.
Avens Ldentified n Maps A1, A2, Az, and A4, where a development Ls belng proposed, the
appropriate provincial agency (Les) including the saskatchewan water Security Agency, will
be contacted prior to a municipality providing a decision on the development.

Lands Unsultable for Development - Within the Calling Lakes Reglon, enmpty) sites exist which
may wot be suitable for future development due to environmental reasons or servicing
constinints. Municipalities will require professional reports to ldentify any risks dealing with
flooding, slope instability, dainage and slumping. Soil sampling will be required prior to
wndlertaking professional geotechnical studies. if sand pockets have been fownd during the
sotl sampling, thew development will be vestricted. Where suitnble services such as roads, sewer

No new development shall be permitted on an unstable slope area without undertaking
slope stability investigations, which includes the requirement for drill holes to conduct
a proper investigation. Development shall be setback from slopes tn accordance with the
recommendations of a qualified professional engineer.
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5. wWhere a development or subdivision is proposed on lands that are designated hazarol
Land or what may be suspected as hazardous Lands, the developer shall submit a study
and/or veport prepared by a qualified professional. The study and/or report will include
the process, method of testing, number of test holes and outputs of the assessment and
conditions for development if it is vecommended that development proceeds. The study
and/or report will assess environmental hazards such as:

a. Geotechnical suita bLLLt@ of the site which incluoles the susceptLbLLLtB to flooding,
slumping and steepness of the slope including possible slope tnstability and the
degradation of the valley topography over time;

b. Drainage, storm water run-off and possible pollution; and

c. (nclude any other memct that the devetopmew’c Mmay cause on the natural
environwment along with recommended mitigation measures.

&. Each zoning bylaw will contain development standards for development on or near
hazard Lands bncluding:

a. No development shall take place in the floodway of the 1:500 year flood elevation
of any water body or watercourse.

b. Flood proofing techniques shall be vequirved for all development in the flood
fringe.
c. Developments that are proposed within the flood Lines on Maps A1, A2, Az, and

A4 will require further tnvestigation to determine the 1:500 elevation including flooo
fringe or flood way identification.

d. Conditions for mitigating weasures for development in the flood fringe shall
include the following and shall be included in the Zoning Bylaw of each
Mundieipality):

. Services to the development shall be designed to withstand flooding
(. Dratnage arveas shall be protected at all thnes
. There shall be no development or opening elevations, such as windows,
allowed below the kmnown flood Levels.

7. The Calling Lakes Planning District Commission will work with govermment and non-
government organizations, agencies and other communities to mprove the water

with the Lower Qu Appelle Stewardship Group and other organizations to ensure the
Mumlaipmities are up to date with current provinetal and federal polictes.

During the subdivision process where environmentally sensitive areas ave determined to
be unsuitable for development, the calling Lakes Planning Commission will encournge
the Mundicipality to designate these avens as Bnvironmental Resenve during the
subdivision process. This includes pareels that may contain:

a. RAVINES, coulees, Swamps, water courses;
b. Land that is flooo prone or wunstable;
c. Land needed to prevent pollution, preserve banks, or protect against floods.

Development that results bn the cutting tnto the hillsides and/or valley walls will be
restricted. To minbmize damage on the valley walls, no vertical cuts shall be greater
thaw 10 ft.; appropriate landscaping and retaining walls will be required.
Municipalities will regulate the cutting tnto hillsides by requiring permits and
undertaking tnspections.

Each member munielpality shall tncorporate the following into thelr Zoning Bylaw:

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2.2 Infrastructure: Transportation, Utilities and Services
Safe and efficlent roao systems as well as sustainable, affordable utilities and services are
bmportant to the success of the District.

Due to lts unique recreational setting/nature and the size of the District the need to travel is
essential. When travelling by motorizeo vehicle Highway 10 is the major transportation route
through the District. This ls also the conmnection to the District from major centers such as the
City of Regina from the west and the Cities of Melville and Yorkton from the north-east.
Needless to say it is a busy Highway and the need to expand and matntain this thoroughtfare
is essential for the future of the District. Other major transportation routes tnclude Highway
56 which is used to travel north west from Fort QuAppelle along the north side of Echo Lake to
the Resort Village of Fort San and to travel east of Fort u/Appelle along the north side of
Mission Lake and Katepwa Lake to the Village of Lebret and the District of Katepwa. The RM
of North Qu'Appelle matntains Highway 727 which runs east through the reglon.

The Commission will encowrnge, where possible, the development of non-automobile alternates
such as walking paths, bicycle paths, and ATV paths throughout the District. There is a need
to provide resioents and visitors with public space so that the beautiful qualities of the District
may be exploved. Other types of green space may include parks, baseball diamonds,
community centres, vecreational centres, bivd watching areas, and pienic areas. For this
reason, Municipal and Environmental Reserve dedication will be an bmportant aspect of the
development review process.
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The lmage below shows an aerial view of development along the lake. Development of non-
automobile alternatives would be of great benefit to the members of the community as they
would not have to rely on the roads to visit nelghbours and explore thelr community.

Wwaste water and storm water management is a priority for the district. The protection of the 4
Lakes Ls the main concern. Proper waste water and storm water management divectly relates
to the sustainability of the lakes.  There is a Sask. Water Lagoon tn 21-21-13-W2M with a 2
cell evaporation pond. The lagoon Ls fairly new and the capacity is good.  The district of
Katepwa uses the RM of Abernethy No. 186 Lagoow, which is at copacity.

ndividual vesidents and businesses are responsible for ensuring they have the proper Liquid
waste disposal systewms in place. For the most part, municipalities tn the district are unaware
of the condition of the indivicdual systems. There is an lssue of lack of veporting, monitoring,
and checking of the life of the system.  The Planning Commission realizes out-dated or
damaged systems are detrimental to the environment and member municipalities will work
together to find solutions to the potentinl waste water problems.

qarbage (solid waste), for the wost part, is dealt with at the reglonal Level through the North
valley waste Management Assoctation. There is a landfill (located on NW 21-21-12-W2M)
and transfer station for the citizens and businesses in the District. This landfill will be able to
accommodate garbage from future developments and is tn good condition. Compost and some
recycling ave also accepted at the landfill. Recyceling is also offered ot SARCAN. The District
of Katepwa has its own landfill with a 5-10 year copacity.
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Emergency services are mostly centralized in Fort Qu/Appelle. The Flrst Nations Healing
Hospital is a Llarge contributor the services within the area. The R.C.M.P. and a volunteer fire
department assist with emergencies in the region. There ave also services available from
Balearves and ndian Head. This plan encourages municipalities to explore opportunities to
contribute to the emergency services, such as through servicing agreement, off-site fees and
onsite fire suppressants for future subdivisions and commercial oevelopments.

Library services and post offices ave Located in For Qu Appelle. There Ls also a post office in
Lebret. Bach municipality has thelr own municipal office and employees, aside from Fort San
and the RM of North @u'Appelle which share & municipal office and adwministrator.

The District will work together to provide reglonal utility and services for the District, wherever
possible. To minimize costs of services to
individual municipalities, the Commission will
look at effictent management mechanisms for
reglonal sewer and water services and facilities
as well as garbage disposal.  The Commission
Wil also ensure that appropriate servicing
agreements are entered intko at the thme of
subdivision through consultations with
individual municipalities.

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3.2 Cultwral, Historical and Heritage

With a small population of approximately 4000 permanent residents, the District has a
cultural and historical presence that is recognized and respected throughout the province and
beyond. There are cultural activities related to the avts such as painters, stain glass artisans,
pottery, local artist’s guild, an arts centre, summer art festival, musie store and lessons, ete.
Theve are also a vaviety of restawrants, an active farmer’s market, and local enthustasm about
the @u'Appelle valley reglon tn general. Besides the beauty of the valley, the cultural,
historical and heritage significance of the Qu/Appelle valley s one of the biggest attractions
for visitors to the District. Through this Plan, member municipalities will be given tools to
enhance, protect and share thelr resources.

(n addition to the many cultwral activities there ave also historical and heritage landwmarks
and sites of significant mportance to the residents and businesses in the district. To
maintain the historical and cultural importance tn the commumi’cg this Plan will allow the
District to protect the aesthetics of the valley and lakes. There has also been some tnterest in
downtown rejuvenation, public art, ete. in Fort QuAppelle to enhance the quality of life and to
attract people to the aven (vesidents, tourists and businesses). This will be further enhanced b5
a cultuwral plan preparved in addition to this plan which is a projec’c both Fort Qu Appelle and the
District of Katepwa ave involved in.

A leading volee in Canada on cultural planning ts Dr. Gord Hume, who says one of o
mmcapmt@/ s main priorities is to generate commum’c@ prosper’utg, build and re-shape
‘community’, and have quality public services at affordable prices. Municipalities need to find
their niche and go with it. Nature and the natural amenities is the niche of the u Appelle
valley and the Planning bistrict will evaluate and pursue thelr specific market needs within
the reglon.

Heritage Properties within the District - Heritage properties arve those properties or objects that
have architectural, historical, cultural, environmental, archaeological, paleontological, aesthetic
or sclentific value. The Provincial Heritage Property Act allows a property to be registered as
elther a municipal or provinceinl heritage property. There are also sites and building designated
as National Historle Sites by the Government of Canada. Recognized sites are famdiliar
Landmaries to communities and they symbolize the history of the community and many
continue to serve the public in various ways. With public involvement, municipal
determination ano provincial support these sites and buildings will continue to provide future
generations a view of the past and provide a connection to the history of the community.

As part of the calling Lakes Economic Partnership the member Municipalities will
tdentify ways to encourage ano promote more historical, heritage and cultural
initinotives in the District.

Where a member Municipality would Like to preserve or promote the wnique physical
character of o heritage or historie building or avea of Land, o Hevitage Overlay District
may be implemented through thelr tndividual zoning bylaw.

At the time of subdivision, environmental veserve and/or municipal reserve may be used
to protect and preserve cevtaln portiows of land that may have any cultuwral and/or
heritage significance.

To ensure the protection of significant heritage and/or cultural resources on lands
which are belng proposed for development, the appropriate provincial agencies shall be
consulted prior to the development or subdivision recelving any form of approval.

To preserve hervitage buildings, if & municipal Cownceil finds it desivable to exereise
control over the demolition of a residential building, the following guidelines shall be
used:

a. The Zoning Bylaw can designate a demolition control district by using the
control symbol “DC” in conjunction with any other designation and a
development permit will be required for the demolition of any part or all of the
building tn this district.
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b. The Zoning Bylaw will need to outline development standards for the
dewolition of buildings.

To presenve heritage buildings, iof a municipal Council finds it desivable to exercise
control over the architectural details of a building, the following guldelines shall be
used:

a. The Zonlng BYylaw can designate an architectural control district to preserve the
physteal character of an avea or to provote an established theme for an area by
using the control symbol “AC” in conjunction with any other designation. A
development permit will be vequired for any development in this district.

b. The Zoning Bylaw will need to outline development standards for the
architectural control of buildings.

Municipalities will encourage the re-use and restoration of heritage buildings for
housing, business and tourism.
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2.4 Collaboration and Cooperation

The calling Lakes Planning district Commission will work together to provide economies of
scale anol to provide policies that will benefit the District as a whole as well as the individual
municipalities. Bven though this Plan only applies to the municipal members of the Planning
Commlission who form the District, the intent is to benefit the reglon as a whole. The District
Planning Commission will also work with other government anod non-government
organizations that may be affected by development in the valley and the First Nation and
Metis Communities that share boundaries with municipalities tn the District bn order to

tolentify solutions and address issues on a reglonal basis.

The philosophy of the Planning Commission has been, and will continue to be, if anyone
wants to joln the Commission at the table to discuss development ssues tn and arownd the
valley they are more than welcome to do so. Flrst and foremost the menmbers of the
Commission are resioents of the broader community who want to see thelr nelghbours succeed
and they want development to occur in a way that does not Lmpede or hinder the natwral
Landscape or beauty of the valley.

Flrst Nation and Metls Community Bngagement

Although there Ls no Flrst Natlon or Metls Community divectly tnvolved with the Planning
Commlission (at the thme of Plan creation) the Commission knows that First Natlon ano Metis
Communities adjacent to District contribute to and make wp a Llarge part of the broader
community. The history of the @u’Appelle valley would not be as it ts without these

ndigenous and settler communities.

1. The Calling Lakes Planning district Commission will update and inform one another
on new developments, issues, infrastructure and servicing requirements and any other
velevant information that may be beneficial for all member municipalities.

2. The Calling Lakes Planning District Commission will assess the needs of the menber
municipalities ano jointly tdentify and collaborate on ways to address tssues dealing
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with:  infrastructure, the environment, economic development, heritage preservation

soctal/cultural and  wunicipal services and utilities.

The Calling Lakes Planning District Commission will engage with other
organizations, businesses and communities to Loentify areas for collaboration to
avolo duplication of services and/or efforts.

Where a certain development may affect an adjacent munieipality or First Nation or
Metis Community, Council will consult and discuss the development with that
community. The Calling Lakes Planning Commission may provide assistance tn the
consultation process, if requested by any Council.

3.5  EBeonomric Development

The Calling Lakes Planning district is kinown for its rolling landscape, vich culture and
Lakeshore communities. Its diverse economy ranges from recreation- commerctal based to
agricultural velated services. Local businesses are an mportant aspect to the District’s
economy. To grow Lnto an avea that attracts entrepreneurial activity, both economic
development and business viability is buperative for the Calling Lakes Planning district
Commission. Experience has showw that recreational based economies often see businesses that
are short Lived. The Commission believes that by promoting and highlighting what the area
has to offer, stakeholders will recognize the Calling Lakes avea as an attractive place to tnvest
for the long term. The intent of the Commission is to encowrnge new opportunities and expand
ow existing economic activities that enhance and tncrease tnvestment b appropriate areas
throughout the District without any negative mpacts on the environment. As economic
development encompasses a range of priovities anol subjects such as recreation, tourism and
infrastructure, policies have been ntegrated throughout the district Plan that will contribute to

the economic goals of the Commission.

The Commission WILL contlinue to encourage and promote a strong tourist, cultural and
heritage sector by supporting numerous programs, festivals, fatrs and events in
municipal bylaws.

Economic development will Ldewt’uﬁj reglonal promotiowm oppormmties and educational
oppormmties.

wWheve applicable, coordination between municipalities and neighbouring communities

will be encounraged for cmthaL Lmprovement and/or deveLopmewt projects.

Municipal Bylaws will support the development of tourist related accommodations,
facilities and visitor attractions that are compatible with and are not detrimental to the

envlromment ano arvea.

The Commlssion will worlke to d&veLop a reglonal economic strategy.
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3.6 Recrtation and Tourlsm

The wide range of recreation and tourism opportunities are an limportant aspect of Living in the
District and are a major attraction for visitors. The four Lakes provide space for many water
activities, including year fishing while their banks and shores provide Land for beaches,
plenicking, camping, hiking, watching sunsets, observing wildlife, among other things. AlL
four Lakes offer public boat launching locations; Echo valley Provincial Pavie is used to access
Pasqua and Echo Lakes, Hoaffner Beach in Lebret s used to access Mission Lake anol Katepwa
Polnt Provincial Park tn Katepwa s used to access Lake Katepwa.

The Comumission believes that by offering diverse veereational opportunities, the quality of Life
for vesidents and visitors will be enhanced. There are a wuamber of public and private developed
vecreation facilities that cater to the public and special vecreational groups. Some of the
facilities nclude campgrounds, sports facilities, boating facilities and institutional or group
camps. As the population of the District contlnues to grow, the need for more vecreational
opportunities will alsp bnerense. The Municipalities believe that the potential to develop more
vecreational facilities exists. Thus, the Commission finds it necessary for the member
Municipalities to work together to develop facilities and optimize the use of land for various
types of recreational activities while maintaining the aesthetics and envirommental quality of
the valley. Existing recreational aveas ave toentified on Map B- Recreation Map which also
includes areas that the Commission flnds suitable for future veereational development.

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CHAPTER FOUR: Land Uses - Rural Resort and Lrban

Theve ave three obvious land uses within the Calling Lakes Planning District; Rural Lano Use,
Resort Land Use anol Urban Land Use. This plan provides each of the three Land uses with
objectives and policies. Each municipality within the Planning district will be required to
observe these policies and align their municipal bylaws accordingly. mdividual municipal
zoning bylaws will provide guidance to Council’s, Landowners and tnvestors regarding the

specific uses allowed on Lands.

Each type of land use is considered a policy area. They are each unique and provide features
not found in other parts of the District. Land uses and Lot development will be quite different
in each of the three policy areas and the Calling Lakes Planning District will work together
with the munlicipalities to divect future uses to appropriate Lands.

4.4 Rural Land Use PoLi,cg

Rural Lands are those outsiole of the boundaries of urban and resort aveas. AlL vural Lanols
within the calling Lakes Planning district are within the Rural Municipality of North
Qu/Appelle No. 127, The rwral Lands within the district are primarily used for agriculture;
however there are some non-agricultural uses such as commercial and tndustrial uses
(including natural vesources) and restdentinl subdivisions. The vural lands ave an essentinl
element of the Planning district as they provide space for viable economic activity and
contribute to the overall nesthetic qualities and beauty of the valley.

In addition to the large tracks of lands needed to carvy out agricultural uses, Lands within this
policy area provide for Large vestdential lots (small acrenges), with rural water and sewer
services, which s something that is not available anywhere else in the district. This type of
vesidential use ks an important part of the Planning district; larger Lots allow residents to
carry out activities such as the keeping of antmals, which s not a use allowed tn the resort
areas or urbaw arens.

The policy area also provides Lands for commercial and industrial uses that ave better suited
outside of urban and resort areas either because of thelr size, the nature of the development
and/or service to the travelling public.

Each Mumc’upatit@ within the calling Lakes Planning District that has vural lands will

designate areas approprinte for different rural land uses and individual zoning bylaws will

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4.2 Resort Land L4se PoL’wg

Resovt Lands ave those that provide various types of residentiol uses including year-rownd and
seasonal vesiodences as well as accompanying recreational uses and small commercial and
institutional uses. Resort areas are encouraged to provide efficlent municipal services,
relnforce community tdentity and to conserve the natural Landscape surrounding the center.
Therefore the Calling Lakes Planning District will make it a priority to rvestrict development
that may hinder positive growth and renewal of existing resort areas. New resort avens proposed
in the District will only e allowed by if the developer can prove the demand for the use.

The resort Land use policy refers to the organized hamlets of Pasqua Lake and Taylor Beach,
the Resort Village of the District of Katepwa, the Resort Village of Fort Sawn, the Resort Village
of B-Say-Tah and the Village of Lebret.

The organized hawlets of Pasqua Lake and Taylor Beach are within the boundaries of the RM
of North @u Appelle 187, The Hawmlet of Pasqua Lake is on the north side of Pasqua Lake and
the Hawmlet of Taylor Beach Ls on the west side of Katepwa Lake. Both hamlets are vesidentiol
developments that are maole up of a wmix of seasonal anol permanent homes.

For t Sawn (s located on the north shore of Echo Lake just a short drive from Fort u/Appelle.
Fort San was nameol after the Fort QU Appelle Sanatorivm which was a center for tuberculosis
patients in the early 1900's

The District of Katepwn is Located on the NE side of Katepwa Lake on Highway 56 adjacent to
Katepwa Polnt Provincial Park. Katepwa stretches along the lakes shoveline, with wmost of the
development belng seasonal cottages. There has been a growing trend of year vound residences
being established tn the community, and this trend is expected to continue. It is the desive of
the District to maintain the residential nature of the community.

B-Say-Tah is located on the south shove of Echo Lake along Hwy 210, between Echo valley
Provincial Park and Fort Qu'Appelle. Development of cottages began in the early 1900’s tn a
Linear fashion along the lake. There has been a growing trend of year round residences being
estoblished in the community, and this trend is expected to continue. It is the desire of the
resort village to malntain the vesidential nature of the community.

Lebret is Located on the NE shore of Mission Lake about & kilometres from Fort u/Appelle.
Lebret is known for its picturesque location adjacent to the lake, the lmpressive Sacved Heart
Chureh and Stations of the Cross that ave on the hill overlooking the Village. The Village has a
strong Catholic history and was once an bmportant religious and educational center for the
province of Saskatchewan.

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4.3 urban Land Use Poticg

WUrban lands are the lands within the Town of Fort @uAppelle. Urban lands provide
vestdential, commercial, vecreationnl, soctal, and cultwral uses and prove to be the gathering
polnt of the Planning bistrict. Due to the dense population, lands within this policy areas are
able provide amenities and services not found within the rural and resort Land use policy areas.

Fort Qu’Appelle serves as the hub of activity for the Calling Lakes Planning District. Fort
QuAppelle has a vich history as it was the crossronds of a nwmber of historie trails that
traversed the North-West Territories.t The Toww s the destination for shopplng, services and
institutions for the District's cottagers, farmers, travelers and visitors as well as the Flrst
Nation communities near the Town such as Standing Buffalo and Pasqua First Nations. The
municipalities in the District rely on the Town to be the hub of activity, which benefits all
tnvolved.

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CHAPTER FIVE: IMPLEMENTATION

This plan is a statement of the goals, objectives and policies of the planning district with
vespect to the future use and development of the land. This district plan must be bmplemented
using the individual zoning bylaws, subdivision approval process review, development and
servicing agreements and the dedication ano development of reserve lands. Municipalities
may also choose to adopt an individual Offictal Community Plan to provide additional policies
in thelr own jurisdictions.

The Zoning BYylaw provides the tools required to implement this district plan. The controls
will be the vesponstbility of each tndividual community and should establish zowes, uses of
Land and structures and regulations on uses.

52  Subdivision

The Director of Community Planning, a branch of Saskatchewan Government Relations, is
the approving authority for Lands within this avea. owne of the requirements for an approval of
an application for subdivision is that the proposal has to conform to this district plan, an
approved official commuv@tg plan (i applicable) and zoning bgtaw. The mumcipautg has the
opportunity to comment on the proposal, on the basis of the best interest of the avea and in
accordance with the plans in place. n this manner the subdivision approval process helps
ensure that the future development of Land tn the area is consistent with the goals, objectives
and policies of the planning district and each municipality.

when a mumcipautg vecelves a subdivision referval from Oommuwﬁt@ Planning Branch, the
munteipality will veview the proposal with the Planning Comwmission. The Planning
Comummission will provide comments on the proposal for the municipal Cowncil to consider when
they are responding to the referval.

53  Stricing Agreements

Each municipality is encouraged to enter into a Servicing Agreement with the developer of a
subdivision. The municipality may refer the Servicing Agreement to the Planning
Commission for comment.

The Servicing Agreement should give consideration to the following:
1. The desion, installation, and maintenance period for engineered roads, culverts,
drainage system, walkways and trails, street and traffic signs, street Lights, water

supp%, sewer oiisposm sgs’cems, sollo waste d’usposm sgs’cemg, uttlities, medscmpmg
and other services deemed necessary bg the mumci}:mi’cg.
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2. Seeurity or guarantee bond to cover the cost of the services, or to the satisfaction of the
munielpality

2. The developer shall hold an insurance policy against any Linbility for the developer or
the municipality

4. The developer shall pay the municipality fees to cover the cost of legal, engineering and
planning services required to carry out the servicing agreement and subdivision

54 Development Levy Agreements

Each municipality is encouraged to enter into a development levy agreement for the purpose of
carrying out the provisions of the district Plan and municipal development levy bylaws. The
purpose of the agreement s to bmpose and provide for the payment of development levies at the
tlme of development to cover all or part of the capital costs incurved by the municipality as a
vesult of the proposed development.

55  Dpedicated Lands

When dedication of Land is wnecessary or undesirable, money in liew of Land may be
requirved or dedication may be deferved. n order to provide for the development of public access
and public facilities in lakeshore aveas, municipalities are encouraged to establish a public
reserve account, to be used in accordance with provincial regulations.

56  Plan Review and Amenddment

Amendments to the plan shall be weade tn accordance with Section 25 to 38 of 7The Planning
and pevelopment Act, 2007, ach member municipality must adopt, by bylaw of Council, the
District Plan. Ownce approved by all municipalities, the Commission will send the District Plan
to the Minister for approval. ALl amendments to the plan will follow the same process.

57  Enforcement

ndividual municipalities ave responsible to ensure the policies in this plan are achieved.
Municipal Zoning Bylaws will need to provide regulations to help the policies of this District
Plan come to fruition. [t is expected that all provincial developments Lead by provineial
departments take into consideration the policies contained in this plan. The Planning
Commission will request the provincial department to consult with the menmber municipalities
prior to development.
