


Born on the vibrant island of Curaçao,
Alexandra Demi is a singer, songwriter, and
multidimensional artist whose music is
rooted in her Afro‑Caribbean, Hispanic, and
Indian heritage. At 18, she moved to
Amsterdam, where she explored new creative
landscapes and performed live as part of the
reggae girl group Rudegyal Shuffling.
Eventually, she returned to Curaçao, where
her sound continued to evolve and became
shaped by both homegrown influences and
global rhythms.
Now based in Jamaica through her personal
journey and marriage to a reggae musician,
Alexandra’s heart still beats with the rich
cultural fusion of Curaçao, a source of endless
inspiration in her music.
Blending genres like Kizomba, Afrobeats,
Reggae, Reggaeton, and more, 
Alexandra creates a vibrant sound that
weaves together themes of love, self-
awareness, her journey, and life, crafted with
melodies that reflect her unique blend of
Caribbean, Latin, and Afro influences.
Her debut single, “Enamorá” (January 2024),
marked the beginning of her solo journey.
Rooted in the sensual rhythms of Kizomba,
the track explores the profound emotional
and spiritual bond between lovers, an ode to
chemistry, mutual respect, and soulful
alignment. It also reflects Alexandra’s
personal growth and evolving understanding
of love as both a human and sacred
experience.
Her second single continues to explore the
sensuality of Kizomba, while upcoming
releases will expand into other genres such as
Reggae, Reggaeton, Afrobeat, revealing more
dimensions of her voice and her music.
Whether singing about relationships,
empowerment, or consciousness, Alexandra’s
music is a reflection of her journey:
vulnerable, vibrant, and full of intention.
In December 2024, she returned to Curaçao to
perform live at the FokkerVibe Festival,
bringing her sound full circle and sharing her
energy with a crowd that reflects the very
cultural mosaic that inspires her.
For Alexandra Demi, music is more than
sound. It’s a spiritual practice, a celebration of
her identity, and a tool for transformation.
Each song is an offering, a space to slow
down, tune in, feel and let the music speak
for itself.
