The Student2Student mentoring program, sponsored by SkillsUSA,
connects young people to personal growth and development, as well as economic opportunities, by
supporting chapter mentoring programs!
Student2Student recognizes SkillsUSA chapters that are involved in a mentoring program in their
communities. To apply for chapter recognition, submit your mentoring project plan, description and
project outcomes. The winning chapter will be recognized at the National Leadership and Skills
Conference and will receive a plaque and a $500 check for the chapter to use to expand next year’s
mentoring project.

The 2021 Summer Immersion Program (SIP) offered by “Girls Who Code” is a FREE two-week virtual
program for 9-11th grade girls and non-binary students who want to build a coding portfolio, meet
industry employees, and build community with other peers. Girls Who Code is committed to ensuring
equity and diversity across all of their programs, which is why over 50% of the students they serve
are from historically underrepresented groups.
Current 9th-11th grade girls and non-binary students are eligible to apply. The final deadline is March
19. Students from underrepresented groups in tech are strongly encouraged to apply early, including
Black, Latinx, and students from low-income backgrounds.
