Take Action to Increase Perkins State Grant Funding
SkillsUSA’s friends at the Association for Career and Technical Education have requested your help
in ensuring an increase this year in Perkins Basic State Grants.
In June, the House passed its appropriations bills for fiscal year (FY) 2020, which included a $47
million increase for Perkins grants — potentially bringing the new total to $1.31 billion. After years of
declining federal support for career and technical education, the past two federal budgets (FY 2018,
FY 2019) have included modest increases for the Perkins program. Your advocacy has been critical
to securing these increases, and so we need your help again to keep the momentum going.
To ask your senators to support an increase in Perkins CTE funding in the FY 2020 appropriations
bill, go to: www.acteonline.org/advocacy/take-action/#/34.
You can also call the U.S. Capitol switchboard at 202-224-3121. An operator will then connect you
with your requested Senate office.
We need to continue to raise awareness with policymakers to ensure they understand the many
benefits associated with high-quality career and technical education programs. The Senate
Appropriations Committee plans to consider funding for education programs for FY20 as soon as
next week. Your advocacy makes a difference and encourages policymakers to take action, so
please contact your senators today.
 

Become a SkillsUSA Career Essentials Certified Teacher

Are you using or planning to use SkillsUSA Career Essentials: Experiences courses and their
associated assessments? If so, consider joining SkillsUSA’s virtual opportunities for Career
Essentials Certified Teacher training in September.

At present, there is one option for completing the training in one four-hour online session, and there
are also several options for completing the training in four one-hour online sessions. In addition, there
are opportunities to set your own date for on-site training of a teacher group (for groups of 12 or
more) or your own date for virtual training of a teacher group (for groups of five to 20).

Virtual training sessions require a minimum of five registrants, and a maximum of 20 will be
accepted for any one given date.

SkillsUSA Career Essentials Certified Teacher training is designed for teachers who are currently
using the Experiences courses or who are planning to. Contextual information about the SkillsUSA
Framework and basic resource information is assumed to be known by individuals participating in
this training. If additional contextual information is needed for trainees prior to participating, our
trainers will work with you as needed.
