      Ephesians 4: 11-15 Here, Paul discusses 
different gifts and encourages believers to use 
them according to the grace given to them. 
These would be the “Five-Fold” ministries: 
Prophecy, apostles, evangelists, pastors and 
teachers equipping saints for ministry.

4. Which spiritual gifts do you feel God may 

be developing in you, and how will you 



nurture them? 

(Encourages prayer, self-awareness, and 

spiritual growth.)
