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NOMAD ANTIQUES

As part of her retirement, Eddy Boudreaux decided to open an
antique store in Foley. Referring to her store, Boudreaux said, “I
have always loved antiques and decorating and being around that
kind of stuff. So, it kind of seems like a good fit for me.”

She and her co-owner and life-time friend of 20 years, John So-
derberg, opened the Nomads on Eddy’s birthday in April of 2024.
Eddy’s daughter said to her when she was talking about opening
an antique store, “You and John are like a couple of nomads, trav-
eling around the world collecting stuff.” That’s where they came
up with the name of the store.

The antiques in the store form an eclectic collection of unique,
vintage, and rare pieces, including furniture, wall hangings, paint-

ings, jewelry, crystals, China sets, and more. “I don’t have two of
any one thing,” said Boudreaux. “I'm very utilitarian. I also like to
collect pots and pans, things made out of metal, and rolling pens.”
Her customers are likely to find something of interest or possibly
that rare item they have been looking for at the Nomads store.

In the back of the store, Eddy and John have set up a library of
vintage books, magazines, newspapers, cards, including photos,
vinyl, and CDs. Also, in the back, there is an area called the man
cave, full of fishing and hunting memorabilia, race car and motor-
cycle books and publications, and golf items.

Boudreaux’s store inventory has stemmed from the inheritance
of family and friends who have donated items from downsizing
or from deaths in their family. Boudreaux says, “I don’t collect

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for resale, I collect things that I love.” The store is full of beautiful
antiques.

During the summer, Boudreaux says, “The tourists buy small
things that will fit in their suitcases to take back home, like salt
and pepper shakers.” She says she gets repeat business from tour-
ists. In the winter months, the local customers will buy the larger
items.

Over the years, Eddy has found a change in the antique world.
She said, “The attitude is changing. People are looking more for
that rare, unique piece, and not so much for the crystals, and fancy
China sets.”
