MISS MONTANA SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM
PRINCESS GENERAL RULES

· Must be between the ages of 6 through 9 before the program dates.
· Enjoy being on stage and in public and meeting new people.
· Be age appropriate in actions and attire.
· All problems, concerns or complaints must immediately be reported to the Miss Montana Scholarship Program Princess Director or her adult helpers. No matter who or what it is about and regardless of how small or large a complaint, please report it. Only report it to the director or her helpers, do NOT report it to any other pageant personal or board members. If unable to contact the director or her helpers then contact security and the will be able to go get the director backstage to come speak with you. A PROBLEM CANNOT BE SOLVED IF THE DIRECTOR DOES NOT KNOW ABOUT IT. 
· Princesses must be able to follow directions and mind their manners and obey immediately when given directions without argument. They must be able to interact politely with each other and their adult helpers and be respectful of their adult helpers and the other Princesses at all times. Disrespect and talking back will not be tolerated. Any Princess whose conduct is deemed unbecoming by the Miss Montana Scholarship Program Board or the Miss Montana Princess Program Director will be asked to withdraw from the Princess program without a refund.

· Princesses must attend every mandatory event and must be checked in NO LATER than 10 minutes BEFORE every mandatory event with the Miss Montana Scholarship Program Princess Director, or her designee as according to the schedule. Princesses must be checked in fully dressed and prepared for each event. A late princess may result in the princess missing out on that activity at that time. Parents need to maintain clear communication with the director at all times.  Only the director can approve any tardiness or absences. Habitual tardiness and no shows may result in removal from the program. At every mandatory event a check in sheet will be available and parent/guardian must completely fill out the form when checking in their princess.
· All Princesses must be picked up and checked out immediately after each scheduled event. If a Princess is not picked up immediately after each scheduled event, appropriate authorities may be called. Per Miss Montana Scholarship Program rules, parents/guardians will not be contacted to see where they are at. A sign out sheet will be available and parent/guardian must completely fill out the form when checking out their princess. A Princess will not be allowed to leave with someone other than those listed on the registration and/or release forms. Individuals who are listed on the release form must be prepared to show an ID if asked to do so (not all the helpers will necessarily know who everyone is by recognition).
· Transportation, Housing and Meals – You must provide your own transportation, housing and meals while participating in the Miss Montana Scholarship Princess Program. Due to increase in costs of running the program some healthy snacks and drinks MAY be provided for the princesses but it is highly encouraged for parents/guardians to also donate healthy snacks and drinks for the entire group. 
· No one is permitted backstage at any time, except Security, Stage Personnel and Pageant Officials.  No one may enter to the Princess area at any time, except authorized personnel.

· The application fee covers 1 (ONE) ticket for each night of the competition for a parent/guardian as well as 1 (ONE) adult free admittance to the Royal Tea Party. I understand that additional tickets must be purchased to attend the Royal Tea Party.  
· Princesses will need to have at least one party dress with straps (either knee or ballerina length, NOT floor length), closed toed flat shoes and white anklets (wearing of pantyhose is discouraged). Heels are NOT allowed as the floor is slick, or no athletic shoes or acrylic junior heels. Gloves and purses will NOT be allowed on stage.  Jewelry should be simplistic for example pierced (stud or button style) earrings. Capes and hoop skirts are discouraged. Princesses may not wear any head adornments other than simplistic barrettes for these may interfere with the wearing of the tiara.

· The Princesses will have their own dressing room and bathroom facilities for the program. They may not to leave the group or enter any other room without supervision from the director or her designated helper. 

· I understand that the princesses will receive a Miss Montana Princess Program T-shirt, princess sash and an official Miss American Scholarship Program tiara. Sashes and tiaras will be left with in the designated princess room each night. The director and her helpers’ will help the princesses put on the tiaras and sashes when they arrive for each event. After the final night the sashes and tiaras are the princesses to take home. 
· I understand that when submitting the photo of the princess for the Miss Montana Scholarship Program Book the photo can be color or black & white. The photo in the program book will be reproduced in black & white. The photo must be a .JPEG format. Photo can be submitted on a flash drive with the application or emailed as an attachment to holdenmissmt@gmail.com. Please be sure the photo is of high resolution. A photo that is texted or sent via facebook or other social media will NOT be accepted.
· The only time photos are allowed to be taken by family is following the mandatory parent meeting with the contestant. Per Miss Montana Scholarship Program regulations and rules, photos are NOT allowed to be taken during the performances. There will be an opportunity to have professional photos taken with the contestant the princess is assigned to. 
· I Understand that the princess program director and her helpers have nothing to do with the professional photos so any and all questions, thoughts, and concerns must be directed to the photographer.

· I understand that clear and open communication with the Princess Program Director is vital and I will maintain clear and open communication with her at all times. I understand that information and all updates and changes in schedule, etc.. can be obtained on the Miss Montana Princess Program Facebook Page as it comes available.
· I understand that the schedule provided is tentative and may change at any time. I will ensure that my princess will be checked in no later than 10 minutes before every mandatory event.
· I understand that it my responsibility to maintain a copy of the schedule and familiarize myself with it.
·  I understand that any schedule changes will be announced/posted on the Miss Montana Princess Program Facebook Page or when signing in or picking up my princess. It is my responsibility to be aware of any and all schedule changes.

· I understand that it is an honor and privilege to serve as a Princess of the Miss Montana Scholarship Program.

· IMPORTANT!!!! At least 1 parent/guardian MUST attended the mandatory parent meeting if they want their daughter to participate in the program. If unable to attend then those individuals who are listed and authorized on the registration and release forms to pick up the princess may attend the meeting in their spot. Regardless if it is a parent or authorized person someone must be at the meeting. No exceptions.
