EMS Billing Received — EMS Billing received for the month of June $41,385.06

More discussion on the fire truck as to making a large payment on the loan. The biggest concern is
that the board is asking for another levy and residents questioning the amount of carryover. The
money that is currently in the Star Ohio account is making money. The Star Ohio account received
$39,515.56 in interest for 2025 as of 11/30/2025. The interest for 2026 on the fire truck will amount to
$27,985.61. The board feels if the district is making money from what is invested, they should keep
making it. The board does not feel they are costing the tax payers any money.

When the new levy comes around then they should discuss paying off the truck. It was stated that the
County Auditor has the authority to cut the levy if the carryover is too high. There was also the
suggestion of a Capital Equipment Fund.

Mr. Hardwick moved to adopt Resolution No 12.17.2025 A Resolution of Necessity to Levy a
Renewal Tax. Mr. Cochran seconded the motion. In the affirmative: Mr. Cochran and Mr. Hardwick.
In the negative: Mr. Dickerson

They also discussed the possibility of making a lump principal sum. Mr. Cochran requested that the
fiscal officer get the information of the amount owed on the truck, what is in the Star Ohio account.
