Notes from Fr. Vincent:   

2nd Sunday in Ordinary Time  
“Jesus is the true Lamb who takes upon Himself 
the sin of the world and by His obedience restores 
humanity’s communion with God.” (Pope Bene-
dict XVI, Jesus of Nazareth) 

One day a saintly African Christian told his congre-
gation about a vision he had had the night before. In 
the vision he was climbing up the hill to the 
Church. Suddenly he heard steps behind him. He 
turned and saw a man carrying a very heavy load on 
his back, climbing that hill. He was full of sympa-
thy for this man and spoke kindly to him. Then he 
noticed that the man’s hands were scarred. Sudden-
ly he realized that this was Jesus. He said to him, 
“Lord, are you carrying the world’s sins up the 
hill?” “No,” said the Lord Jesus, “not the world’s 
sins, just yours!” [Roy Hession, The Calvary Road, 
(Fort Washington, PA: CLC Publications, 1950), p. 
55.] Jesus’ atoning sacrifice reaches out to the en-
tire world, but it begins very personally with me 
and you. 

When John the Baptist points to Jesus and says, 
“This is the Lamb of God,” he reveals the heart of 
our faith. Jesus is the true Paschal Lamb, offered 
not by force but by love, whose sacrifice takes 
away the sin of the world. In every Eucharist, we 
echo these same words before Communion, recog-
nizing that the Lamb once offered on the Cross is 
now present on the altar for our salvation. To be-
hold the Lamb of God is not only to adore Him, but 
to follow Him—humbly, obediently, and willing to 
offer our lives in love for others.  

The statement of John the Baptist about Jesus is a 
powerful testimony to Jesus’ power to take away 
sins. St. Peter reminds us “Remember, the ransom 
that was paid to free you…it was paid not in silver 
or gold, but in the precious blood of a Lamb with-
out spot or stain, namely Jesus Christ” (1 Pet 1/18-

19) 

Do I appreciate and thank Jesus for shedding His 
precious blood for me? Am I aware that I am pur-
chased by the precious blood of Jesus? 

Prayer: Lord Jesus, Lamb of God, I thank You 
for redeeming me with Your precious Blood, 
poured out in love for my salvation and everlast-
ing life.

We don’t always get what we ask for. Sometimes it is hu-
man error, but sometimes it is because we aren’t asking for 
the right things. In the First Letter of Saint John today we 
read the words, “We receive from him whatever we ask, 
because we keep his commandments and do what pleases 
him” (1 John 3:22).   
What happens when we don’t keep His commandments or 
do what pleases Him? 

While I strive for holiness, I often simply ask for what I 
think I need at the moment. Heal this, solve that—I don’t 
ask so much as plead when I feel overwhelmed. Drowning 
in my commitments, bills, or worries, my focus is less on 
His commandments and what pleases Him, than on what 
I think I need in order to escape the current situation. Ra-
ther than trying to fix it, what if I could recognize His pres-
ence with me in the struggle, practicing gratitude for that 
unity with Him and the opportunity to grow through it all?   

God wants to walk the journey with us. A sure companion 
as we travel a road with twists and turns and hills and val-
leys, He wants to accompany us along the way. When we 
keep His commandments and fix our focus on what pleases 
Him, all we want is what He wants for us. When we are 
finally able to search our hearts, we discover that we desire 
unity to His will—not a solution according to our 
will.   Have you felt disappointed? Tell Jesus about it and 
allow Him to comfort you. 
Hannah was Tuesday’s First Reading and she was loved by 
her husband yet she knows grief. She pours out her trou-
bles to the Lord, offering Him, incoherently, the deep sor-
row and misery she can no longer contain (see 1 Samuel 1: 
15-16). Have you been maligned nor misunderstood like 
Hannah. Have you known the empty pain of not being 
enough?  Have you bargained with God: If You answer my 
plea, I’ll  give You everything! Please, please, please grant 
my desire! But God does not answer my prayer the way I 
desire. I’m dismayed, and ask, Why hasn’t Jesus granted 
my plea?   
Jesus’ clear answer jolts me: “Are you envious because I 
am generous?” (Matthew 20:15b) The question lays bare 
an uncomfortable truth that when I hear of His goodness 
toward others, envy sometimes crowds out the loving re-
sponse of joy He desires for me. Humbled and contrite, I 
pray. I’m so sorry! How desperately I need You! Lord Je-
sus Christ, Son of the Living God, have mercy on me, a sin-
ner. I see now that Hannah and her Samuel are gifts to me 
too, teaching me humility and trust. 
Our loving God desires our open hearts. He wants us just 
as we are, and loves us too much to leave us sick and 
wounded. It’s God’s prerogative to heal us in His way and 
in His time. We can trust Him with everything, including 
our  messy prayers. 
So be messy in your prayers and let Him into your “mess” 
to heal and live you as you are.
