Residential Sticker Parking Program

Other Parking Restrictions

Parking for more than 24 hours is prohibited
Parking is prohibited at yellow painted curbing.

Accessible parking spots are available for those
displaying a valid placard on a first come first
served basis, and are not subject to meters, time
limits or residential sticker parking restrictions as
a courtesy

Motorcycles are prohibited from parking on the
sidewalks at all times. Up to four (4) motorcycles
may be parked in one metered parking space
There are limited motorcycle only parking spaces
located throughout the City.
