9  The meat offering and the drink offering is cut off from the house of the LORD; the priests, 
the LORD'S ministers, mourn. 
 
 4. The ___________________ industry is destroyed (Joel 1:10-12) 
10  The field is wasted, the land mourneth; for the corn is wasted: the new wine is dried up, 
the oil languisheth. 
11  Be ye ashamed, O ye husbandmen(a worker of the land not an ___________________); 
howl, O ye vinedressers(worker of the ___________________), for the wheat and for the 
barley; because the harvest(reaping of the ___________________) of the field is perished.
