Revelation 9:1-21

5. The Fifth Angel with a Trumpet
1 And the fifth angel sounded, and I saw a star fall from heaven unto the earth: and to him
was given the key of the bottomless pit.
2 And he opened the bottomless pit(abyss - deep bottomless pit); and there arose a smoke
out of the pit, as the smoke of a great furnace; and the sun and the air were darkened by reason
of the smoke of the pit.

a. Unnatural Locust
3 And there came out of the smoke locusts(locust) upon the earth: and unto them was given
power, as the scorpions(serpo = peirce) of the earth have power.
4 And it was commanded them that they should not hurt the grass of the earth, neither any
green thing, neither any tree;

b. The Seal of God

4b but only those men which have not the seal of God in their foreheads.
Revelation 7:2-4
2 And I saw another angel ascending from the east, having the seal of the living God:
and he cried with a loud voice to the four angels, to whom it was given to hurt the earth
and the sea,
3 Saying, Hurt not the earth, neither the sea, nor the trees, till we have sealed the
servants of our God in their foreheads.
4 And 1 heard the number of them which were sealed: and there were sealed an
hundred and forty and four thousand of all the tribes of the children of Israel.
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Revelation 14:1 And I looked, and, lo, a Lamb stood on the mount Sion, and with him an
hundred forty and four thousand, having HIS FATHER'S NAME written in their
foreheads.

Ezekiel 9:1-2

1 He cried also in mine ears with a loud voice, saying, Cause them that have charge over
the city to draw near, even every man with his destroying weapon in his hand.

2 And, behold, six men came from the way of the higher gate, which lieth toward the
north, and every man a slaughter weapon in his hand; and one man among them was
clothed with linen, with a writer's inkhorn by his side: and they went in, and stood
beside the brasen altar.

Ezekiel 9:4-11

4 And the LORD said unto him, Go through the midst of the city, through the midst of
Jerusalem, and set a mark upon the foreheads of the men that sigh and that cry for
all the abominations that be done in the midst thereof.

7 And he said unto them, Defile the house, and fill the courts with the slain: go ye forth.
And they went forth, and slew in the city.

8 And it came to pass, while they were slaying them, and | was left, that I fell upon my
face, and cried, and said, Ah Lord GOD! wilt thou destroy all the residue of Israel in
thy pouring out of thy fury upon Jerusalem?

9 Then said he unto me, The iniquity of the house of Israel and Judah is exceeding
great, and the land is full of blood, and the city full of perverseness(distortion): for
they say, The LORD hath forsaken the earth, and the LORD seeth not.

10 And as for me also, mine eye shall not spare, neither will I have pity, but I will
recompense(apply it) their way upon their head.

11 And, behold, the man clothed with linen, which had the inkhorn by his side, reported
the matter, saying, I have done as thou hast commanded me.

c. Length of time
5 And to them it was given that they should not kill them, but that they should be tormented
five months:

d. Tormented of by scorpions
5b and their torment was as the torment of a scorpion, when he striketh a man.
Ezekiel 2:6-7
6 And thou, son of man, be not afraid of them, neither be afraid of their words, though
briers and thorns be with thee, and thou dost dwell among scorpions: be not afraid of
their words, nor be dismayed at their looks, though they be A
REBELLIOUS(bitterness) HOUSE.
7 And thou shalt speak my words unto them, whether they will hear, or whether they
will forbear(fail): for they are most rebellious.
This seems to implicate that the looks along with the behavior of Israel classifies them as
rebellious

e. No Death Allowed
6 And in those days shall men seek death, and shall not find it; and shall desire to die, and
death shall flee from them.
Isaiah 2:19-21
19 And they shall go into the holes of the rocks, and into the caves of the earth, for fear
of the LORD, and for the glory of his majesty, when he ariseth to shake terribly the
earth.
20 In that day a man shall cast his idols of silver, and his idols of gold, which THEY
MADE EACH ONE FOR HIMSELF TO WORSHIP, to the moles and to the bats;
21 To go into the clefts of the rocks, and into the tops of the ragged rocks, for fear of
the LORD, and for the glory of his majesty, when he ariseth to shake terribly the
earth.

f. The Locust Described (Link to the 10 plagues of Egypt)
7 And the shapes of the locusts were like unto horses prepared unto battle;
Joel 1:4 That which the palmerworm hath left hath the locust eaten; and that which the
locust hath left hath the cankerworm eaten; and that which the cankerworm hath left hath
the caterpiller eaten.



Joel 2:4 The appearance of them is as the appearance of horses; and as horsemen, so
shall they run.

Joel 2:25 And I will restore to you the years that the locust hath eaten, the cankerworm,
and the caterpiller, and the palmerworm, my great army which I sent among you.
Exodus 10:4-6

4 Else, if thou refuse to let my people go, behold, to morrow will I bring the locusts into
thy coast:

5 And they shall cover the face of the earth, that one cannot be able to see the earth: and
they shall eat the residue of that which is escaped, which remaineth unto you from the
hail, and shall eat every tree which groweth for you out of the field:

6 And they shall fill thy houses, and the houses of all thy servants, and the houses of all
the Egyptians; which neither thy fathers, nor thy fathers' fathers have seen, since the day
that they were upon the earth unto this day. And he turned himself, and went out from
Pharaoh.

7b and on their heads were as it were crowns like gold, and their faces were as the faces of
men.
8 And they had hair as the hair of women, and their teeth were as the teeth of lions.
Joel 2:7 They shall run like mighty men; they shall climb the wall like men of war;
and they shall march every one on his ways, and they shall not break their ranks:

9 And they had breastplates, as it were breastplates of iron; and the sound of their wings was
as the sound of chariots of many horses running to battle.
Joel 2:4-6
4 The appearance of them is as the appearance of horses; and as horsemen, so shall they
run.
5 Like the noise of chariots on the tops of mountains shall they leap, like the noise of a
flame of fire that devoureth the stubble, as a strong people set in battle array.
6 Before their face the people shall be much pained: all faces shall gather blackness.

g. Five months of torture
10 And they had tails like unto scorpions, and there were stings in their tails: and their power
was TO HURT MEN FIVE MONTHS.
e The Jewish calendar has 30 days

12 ONE WOE IS PAST; AND, BEHOLD, THERE COME TWO WOES MORE
HEREAFTER.
Revelation 8:13 And I beheld, and heard an angel flying through the midst of heaven,
saying with a loud voice, Woe, woe, woe, to the inhabiters of the earth by reason of the
other voices of the trumpet of the three angels, which are yet to sound!
Revelation 11:14 The second woe is past; and, behold, the third woe cometh quickly.
Revelation 12:12 Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe to the
inhabiters of the earth and of the sea! for the devil is come down unto you, having
great wrath, because he knoweth that he hath but a short time.

6. The Sixth Angel with a Trumpet
13 And the sixth angel sounded, and I heard a voice from the four horns of the golden
altar(altar of Incense) which is before God,
14 Saying to the sixth angel which had the trumpet, Loose the four angels which are bound
in the great river Euphrates.
Genesis 2:14 And the name of the third river is Hiddekel: that is it which goeth toward
the east of Assyria. And the fourth river is Euphrates.

a. 4 Angels
15 And the four angels were loosed, which were prepared(to prepare) for an hour, and a day,
and a month, and a year, for to slay(to kill) THE THIRD PART OF MEN.

b. Army of horsemen
16 And the number of the army of the horsemen were two hundred thousand(myriad)
thousand: and I heard the number of them.



A myriads(10,000 in the Greek language)'"; two hundred millions, or twenty
thousand brigades of ten thousand each)

17 And thus I saw the horses in the vision, and them that sat on them, having breastplates of
fire, and of jacinth(deep blue stone), and brimstone: and the heads of the horses were as the
heads of lions; and out of their mouths issued fire and smoke and brimstone(sulfur).

¢. % of men were killed
18 By these three was the third part of men killed, by the fire, and by the smoke, and by the
brimstone, which issued out of their mouths.
e One-fourth (25%) of humanity killed under the fourth seal
e One-third (33%) under the sixth trumpet,
e Adding up to over half the world's population dying during these judgments

19 For their power is in their mouth, and in their tails: for their tails were like unto
serpents(snake), and had heads, and with them they do hurt(injure).

d. Men still refused to repent
20 And the rest of the men which were not killed by these plagues YET REPENTED NOT of
the works of their hands, that they should not worship devils, and idols of gold, and silver, and
brass, and stone, and of wood: which neither can see, nor hear, nor walk:
21 NEITHER REPENTED THEY of their MURDERS, nor of their SORCERIES, nor of
their FORNICATION, nor of their THEFTS.

And round about the throne were four and twenty seats: and upon the seats I saw four and
twenty elders sitting, clothed in white raiment; and they had on their heads crowns of gold.
We know that Christians will receive their rewards (crowns) at the rapture

2 Tim. 4:8

Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous
judge, shall give me at that day: and not to me only, but unto all them also that love his
appearing.

THE ELDERS COULDN'T RECEIVE THEIR CROWNS UNLESS THE RESURRECTION
(RAPTURE) HAS TAKEN PLACE.

Holy ones are already with Jesus in heaven (Zech. 14:5, Rev. 19:14)

The armies in heaven, clothed in fine linen, follow Jesus out of heaven at His second
coming

Rev. 19:14

And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen,

white and clean.
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Zech. 14:5

And ye shall flee 7o the valley of the mountains; for the valley of the mountains shall reach unto
Azal: yea, ye shall flee, like as ye fled from before the earthquake in the days of Uzziah king of
Judah: and the LORD my God shall come, and all the saints with thee.

When Christ, who is our life, shall appear, then shall ye also appear with him in glory.

These are not angels because

Rev. 19:8

And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: for the fine
linen is the righteousness of saints.

TELLS US THE FINE LINEN IS THE RIGHTEOUSNESS OF THE SAINTS. IN
ORDER TO COME OUT OF HEAVEN WE FIRST HAVE TO GO IN, INDICATING A
PREVIOUS RAPTURE.
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Revelation 20:1-10

I And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having the key of the bottomless pit and a
great chain in his hand.

2 And he laid hold on the dragon, that old serpent, which is the Devil, and Satan, and bound
him a thousand years,

3 And cast him into the bottomless pit, and shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that he
should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled: and after that
he must be loosed a little season.

4 And I saw thrones, and they sat upon them, and judgment was given unto them: and / saw
the souls of them that were beheaded for the witness of Jesus, and for the word of God, and
which had not worshipped the beast, neither his image, neither had received his mark upon
their foreheads, or in their hands; and they lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years.
