The Denton Program

The Denton [Amendment] Program is a Department of Defense (DOD) transportation program that
moves humanitarian cargo, donated by U.S. based Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs| to
developing nations to ease human suffering. The approved cargo is transported by DOD land, air or
sea assets on a space-available basis. The program is authorized by statute (10 U.S. Code 402) and is
managed by the U.S. Department of State (DOS) and DOD.

The Denton [Amendment] Program is authorized by U.S. Statute (10 US.C. 402). The actual
transportation portion of this program is contractually managed by USTRANSCOM utilizing a
contractor operating out of Joint Base Charleston, SC.
