Born along the rugged borderlands of
England and Scotland, the Border Terrier
was bred to keep pace with horses and
hounds while pursuing foxes to ground.
Compact, tough, and endlessly determined,
it’s a worker through and through—but
never without warmth. With its wiry coat
and bright, knowing eyes, the Border
carries the quiet confidence of a dog that
simply gets the job done. Its grit and good

nature remain hallmarks of the breed.
