Permanent Order of Protection 
may be granted for up to 10 years.

If the Respondent has been 

served and is not in Court, 

the Default Order will be 

granted.  

NOTE: STOPDV may be 

appointed for court 

hearings for those who 

qualify. A STOPDV 

attorney cannot 

represent in divorce, 

custody, or criminal 

cases.
