The growing tension
between the judiciary and the
legislature came to the fore on
Sunday (April 8) with prime
minister Manmohan Singh and
Chief Justice of India K.G.
Balakrishnan trying to shield
their respective domains from
being encroached up on by the
other."While the Prime Minister
said that the Judiciary should
not breach thin line dividing the
two wings, the Chief Justice
asserted that the perceived
tension between courts,
legislature and the executive

" was a natural and inevitable

corollary of a healthy democracy.
The two constitutional heads
gave vent to their feelings on a
common platform-the conference
of chief ministers and Chief
Justices of High courts at
Vigyan Bhavan — in the presence

of several legal lumindries.

While Singh spoke at
length, virtually advising the
judiciary against out reaching it
self, justice Balakrishnan,
whose speech preceded
Singh’s inaugural address, left
no stone unturned in asserting
the judiciary’s independence
and particularly its power to
review the action of parliament
and legislatures. “The
application to judicial review to
determine constitutionality of
the legislation and to review the

" executive decision sometimes

create tension between the
judge and the leqislature or the
executive head. Such tension is
natural and to some extent
desirable”, justice Balakrishnan

observed. Noting that the
judiciary’s independence was
essential to the ruie of law,
Justice Balakrishnan said
Judicial review was an
extraordinary legal remedy” that
seems “deceptively simple, but
it is one of the most baffling
legal devices”.

Manmohan Singh, who
spoke later, cautioned the
Judiciary against substituting its
power of mandamus with the
takeover of the functions of
other organs. “The dividing line
between the Judicial activism
and Judicial overreach is a thin
one. A takeover of the function
of another organ may, at times,
become a.case of overreach”,

Mr. Singh said. -

The prime minister’s
remarks came in the backdrop
of plethora of legislation being
struck down by the apex court,
the latest being the
constitutional validity of
Schedule-ix and the stay
granted on implementing the
27 percent quota for OBC’s in
elite educational institutions.

Maintaing that the Judiciary’s

primary <obligation was to
enforce the rule of law, uphold
the constitution and enforce the
discharge of obligations by any
Authority of the state, singh
said this conferred enormous
power on the Judiciary.
However, at the same time,
singh said the Judiciary can not
substitute its power of
mandamus to take over the
functions of-another organ i.e.
the . legislature and the
executive. '

Muslims do not
enjoy minority
status

Mr. Justice S.N. Srivastava, a
single Judge of Allahabad'High
Court, declared that Muslims in
Uttar Pradesh do not constitute
minority since there population
comprises 18.5 percent of the

state’'s population of 16.6 crore

against the National figure of 13.1
percent of Muslim population. The
Court stated in its Judgment
delivered on April 5, 2007 that
“Muslims are not entitled to be
recognized as a religious minority.”
The Judge said in his decision
that based on the census reports
of 1951 and 2001, which amply
demonstrate that Muslims had
ceased to remain a minority. After
applying the twin criterion of
population and strength of a
religious community as laid down

by the founding fathers of the

Indian constitution, as is clear
from the proceedings of the
Constituent Assembly, the court
finds that Muslims have ceased to
be a religious minority community
in Uttar Pradesh,” the Judge said.

In a writ petition filed by
madrassa Noor — Ul — Islam,
Ghazipur the petitioner had
challenged the validity of the list of
educational institutions entitled to
receive grant — in — aid from the
state government as arbitrary and
in the alternative to include the
petitioners name in the list so that
it could receive the grant — in — aid
from the state government. The
Judgment created a wide stir in the
political circles particularly in the
backdrop of the ongoing assembly
election.

The Samajwadi party
Immediately filed a Writ Appeal
before a division bench of the court
challenging the single Judges
verdict. The division bench
comprising Mr. Justice S.R. Alam
and Mr. Justice Krishan Murari
stayed the Judgment of the
Single Judge. Now all eyes are
aftracted towards the outcome of
the Writ Appeal.

Compensate the Claimant

Often it is seen that in the matter of payments/ refund
substantial delay is caused resulting in avoidable hardship to the
litigants. Though a reasonable delay is expected to be involved
in such matters i.e. between the time of deposit and payment
made to the litigant the court is unable to explain the unusual
delay on its part in making such payments. It is to be noted that
in the usual course the court will get interest on such deposits
but the same is not passed on to the payee -when abnormal
delay is caused due to official apathy. :

At the first instance the court is unable to explain the in
ordinate delay involved in honouring the refund voucher filed by
the claimants. it is taken for granted that the courts can do no
wrong. It is also causing undue hardship to claimant for no fault
of his. The courts think they are not answerable to the claimant
even when the delay in payment is due to its bureaucratic red-
tapism.

It is possible due to the fact that the judicial officers or the
authority entrusted with the task of refunding the amount to the
claimant is not showing the requisite diligence. Whether such an
incongruouse situation should be allowed to continue or should

it be remedied is an important aspect. One of the methods,

which would go a long way in improving the situation would be

to provide for payment of interest to the claimant when unusual

delay is caused due to the negligence in honouring the refund
vouchers.

Judiciary is not super
organ of the siate

Peeved at Judiciary donning the role of Executive in several
cases, Loksabha speake'r Somnath Chatterjee, warned of
“Serious implication” if this trend continues. Asserting that no one
should behave as a super organ of the State, he said. The lines
demarcating different organs of the state are getting blurred,
Chatterjee said in the backdrop of the growing impression of
confrontating between the Judiciary and the legislature. Delivering
the K.N. Katju memorial lecture on “Separation of powers under
the constitution and Judicial activism” on April 26, 2007 at New
Delhi Chatterjee asked the Judiciary to remind itself that its task
does not include an amorphous supervision of the government.
Chief Justice of India K.G. Balakrishnan was also present on
dias. ;

Elaborating the theme Chatterjee said “Nowadays there
have been umpteen cases where Judiciary had intervened in the
matters entirely within the domain of the executive, including
policy decisions” despite the constitution according preeminent
position to the legislature.” The contention that the Judiciary
should take on itself the onerous responsibility of the Governence
of the Country, in matters, which the constitution has imposed
on either the executive or legislature, has serious implications,”
he said. Pointing out that in a democracy the executive authority
is accountable to the people the speaker wondered whether the
Judiciary is accountable to any one if it interferes with policy
decisions of the executive and takes decisions clearly of
administrative nature.

A View on cauvery water Dispute

The famous sanskrit saying is “Jalam Jeevanadharam”.
Water is a prime natural resource, a basic human need and
precious national asset. Agriculture is the backbone of our
country, as well as Karnataka. Interlinking of rivers in India is
expected to greatly reduce the regional imbalance in the
availability of water in different river basins. Surplus water which
flows waste to the sea would be fruitfully utilized. It is assessed
that the interlinking of rivers will provide additional irrigation
benefits to 25 mha from surface water and an additional 10 mha
from increased ground water recharge which will be over and
above the ultimate irrigation potential of 140 mha envisaged from
the conventional irrigation projects. Hydro power could also be
generated on a massive scale by the storage dams proposed
under the interlinking of rivers. Unfortunately the Government of
India has kept such a clearance in abeyance owing to the lack
of political will. Until interlinking of rivers of country is done, the
present Cauvery Water Dispute Tribural's order should not be
published in the gazette.

The Cauvery water dispute between Tamil Nadu and
Karnataka goes back to 150 years both having entered into two
agreements one on 18-02-1892 and the second on 18-02-
1924. The river Cauvery takes birth in Coorg and the
Krishnarajasagar dam has been built by Karnataka by spending
a huge amount. The state of Karnataka is higher riparian state,
it has got right to utilize the water for its irrigation, drinking,
industrial and other purposes.

The then Maharaja of Mysore committed a mistake in
entering into two agreements i.e., in the year 1892 and 1924 and
turther the then Dewan of Mysore committed a mistake in
agreeing to the ctause that if any dam or reservoir is to be

.constructed, the Karnataka government has to take permission

from Tamil Nadu. It amounts to curtailing the rights of Kamnataka,
No doubt the interstate water dispute can be amicably settled
and a lower riparian state will get their proportionaie water without
affecting the rights of the higher riparian state. '

It appears that recent treaty between Canada and the United
States with regard to the Columbia basin has discredited Harmon
doctrine. Also in other international disputes in respect = of
sharing of water of rivers flowing from the territory of one nation
to another, treaties have been entered into which shows that
different nations have adjusted their differences. The Indus
Treaty of 1960, between India and Pakistan is an example.

In Halsbury’s Laws of England, Fourth Edition, Volume 49(2)
in.paragraph 121 it has been said thus:

“121. Rights and duties as to quantity of water. The right of
riparian owner to the flow of water is subject to certain
qualifications with respect to the quantity of water which he is
entitled to receive. The right is subject to the similar rights of
other riparian owners on the same stream to the reasonable
enjoyment of it, and each riparian owner has a right of action in
respect of any unreasonable use of the water by another riparian

a riparian owner must not use and apply the water so as to
cause any material injury or annoyance to his neighbours
opposite, above or below him, who have equal rights to the use

of the water and an equal duty towards him.”

Law on building byelaws

A.P. Housing Board Act,. 1956
part of the land earmarked for
lung space was encroached for

A

_construction of a commercial

complex -no illegality is involved;

Even if a part of the land
earmarked for lung space
encroached no illegality can be
attributed if the authorities had
complied with the layout plan, the
supreme court ruled while allowing
construction of a commercial
complex. “when the provisions of
the Act have been followed and
the land which is required to be
used as per layout has been-used
strictly in consonance with such
layout, it cannot be said that by
doing so, the Housing Board has
committed. any illegality”, a bench
of the Apex court comprising
Justice C.K. Thakker and Justice
L.S. Panta held while setting
aside the order of A.P. High Court
on the basis of a PIL. The High
court had restrained the A.P.
Housing Board from constructing
commercial structures on a plot
spread over 45 acres of land in
Vengal Rao Nagar, Hyderabad.

Allottees of housing plots
filed PIL challenging the
construction of commercial
structures in the area earmarked
as “green area’ as promised by
the Housing Board. Before the
High court the Board took the plea
that about 2 acres out of the 45
acres of land initially setup for the
green area whereas the commercial
complex was coming up at
another place where it was
earmarked as per the sanctioned
layout and scheme envisaged by
the A.P. Housing Board Act, 1956
and therefore the two cannot be
inter linked. The High court while.
rejecting the said contention
ordered that ther commercial
complex can be constructed only
after providing for the green area to
the residents Upholding arguments
of the Board the apex court held
that no objection can be taken
against such a course and the
High Court was not justified in
interefering with the lawful action
of the Board.
