Seminar on

POTO

All India Advocates Associa-
tion, Karnataka Chapter, had
organised a seminar on POTO on
22.12.2001 Mr. Justice M. Rama-
krishna, Former Chief Justice of
Jammu & Kashmir High Court who
spoke on the occasion explained
that POTO is the need of the hour
as terrorists have spread their
activities across the globe. “There
is nothing to worry about POTO
because judiciary is strong enough
to prevent its misuse”, he said.

0O Section 35 of the Advocates
Act, 1961 - Misappropriation of
Client's money - imposition of life
ban;

In a judgment delivered on
January 8, 2002 a bench of the apex
court comprising Mr. Justice K. T.
Thomas and Mr. Justice S. N.
Phukan imposed life ban on an
Advocate of Uttar Pradesh. Terming
misappropriation of Client's money by
an Advocate as the gravest offence
the court imposed the life ban.
"Among the different types of
misconduct envisaged for a legal
practitioner, misappropriation of
client's money must be regarded as
one of the gravest", the court
observed. The facts of the case is
that the Advocate not only took away
Rs. 8,118 due to his client from the
court but also forged a settlement
paper between himself and client
after the latter filed a complaint
against the lawyer before the Bar
Council of Uttar Pradesh. The
Disciplinary Committee of the Bar
Council of India after finding the
Advocate guilty, had ordered his
suspension from the rolls for 3 years.
The apex court felt that the
punishment given to the Advocate by
the BCI as insufficient and
consequently life ban was imposed.

O Article 30 of the Constitution -
right of the state government to
impose restrictions on the un-aided
religious minorities educational
institutions;

In an order made during the 2nd
week of January 2002 the Supreme
Court has ruled that the State Govern-
ment cannot impose restrictions on
the unaided religious minorities edu-
cational institutions on the basis of
provincial considerations.The court
overruled a Karnataka Government
order which stipulated that the
unaided minorities institutions must

. provide admission to the state's

students belonging to the minority
community. The Islamic Academy of
Education which runs a medical
college in the state had challenged
the impugned government order as
ultravires of the constitution which
guarantees freedom for the religious
minorities institutions to manage an

Hateful Delay

Every person concerned with the courts know that undue delay is
caused by the offfice in drawing up decrees / awards. As a result the
Appeals cannot be filed as expeditiously as an Appellant desires.
Consequently interlocutory applications seeking interim orders by the
Appellant would not be considered by the Appellate court in the absence
of the Appeal memorandum. Order XLI Rule 1 CPC requires that every
Appeal shall accompany the certified copy of the decree and in a large
number of cases Appeals cannot be presented expeditiously due to.non-
availability of the certified copy of the decree.

In the case of claiming professional fee from the institutional clients
Advocates cannot send their bills again due to non availability of the
certified copy of the decree/award. Execution cases cannot also be filed
in the absence of the decree/award. When certified copies of judgment
and decree are applied the same is not granted eventhough the
judgment is ready. In cases of MACT the insurance companies are
unable to deposit award amounts due to non-availability of the certified
copy of the award. '

With the introduction of compurters in courts it is now possible to
immediately take a print-out of the decree/award without loss of time.
Readymade formats can also be stored in the computers and by feeding
the factual particulars in the blank columns decrees/awards can be
instantaneously secured. Thus certified copies of judgments along with
decrees/awards can be furnished to the applicants without loss of time.
Would the authorities apply their mind on this problem and find solution
to genuine grievance of the people concerned?

Extra teeth to POTO

The Union Government is to give extra teeth to the controversial
prevention of Terrorism Ordiance (POTO) by introducing extra - territorial
jurisdiction in POTO to cover foreign-based organisations and would
soon have an enabling legislation to effect the change.

Enlarging the scope of POTO, the Government also proposes to
make acquisition of police uniforms as an act of terrorism, inviting the
same punishment as any other terrorist act. Once the extra-terrotorial
jurisdiction is added in POTO, India can seize accounts of 168 terrorist
organisations which have figured in the list of US Federal Bureau of
Investigation (FBI) and sought by the US to be acted against. Currently
India does not have a provision or legislation by which authorities here
can act against foreign-based organisations acting against the interests
of "Friendly Countries".

POTO in its present form suffers from extra-territorial jurisdiction as
it has not brought under its provisions acts of terrorism in another
country against interests of that country. POTO has, largely, defined
terrorism as an act against unity and integrity of the country, excluding
terrorist activities against other countries. Already 23 organisations
allegedly operating against "Indian interests" have been notified as
terrorist organisations under POTO.

The proposed change in POTO would help Indian authorities to ban
Jterrorist outfits like Algaida without affecting the "sovereignty" of the
country where the outfit may be based. It would also empower India to
handover or deal with terrorists based in India but operating against
other countries. POTO as promulgated last year could be implemented
in entire India.

The change in POTO would fill the gaps and give an alternative
mechanism to Indian investigators in the cases where India does not
have an extradition or Mutual Assistance Treaty. The key amendment

-apart, the Government is also considering imparting training to terrorist

organisations as an act of terrorism. Punishment for both the acts would
be as harsh as for carrying explosives, weapons, destruction and
kidnapping “for blackmailing the government".

Giving any kind of support for a terrorist organisation, fund raising,
holding "proceeds of terrorism" is already declared as an offence under
POTO.

Sec.37 deals with recovery of
possession in case of tenancies
for a limited period.

Sec.38 deals with special
provision for recovery of
possession in certain cases.

Sec.39 deals with a case where
the landlord desires to construct
additional structures. The Court
can permit him to do so under
certain conditions.

Sec.40 deals with special
provision regarding vacant
building sites.

Sec.41 provides for vacant
possession in
premises for which an order is
made by the court and it is
binding on all persons who are
bound by the court order. Similar
provision is there in the old act
also.

Sec. 42 provides for procedure to
be followed by the court. There is
a new provision providing for
certain special procedure to be
adopted by the court. However,
as far as may be practise and
procedure of courts of Small
Causes should be followed.
There is also stipulation as to the
number of adjournments to be
granted unless reasons are
given to give more time. The
provision has also been made for
manner of service and the right
of a tenant to contest by
obtaining special leave etc. The
ideal seems to be to have quick
disposal of the case.

Sec. 43 provides for decision in
the matter of dispute between
landlord and tenant. There is also
a new provision in Sec. 44 en-
abling the court to promote nego-
tiated settlement of disputes.

Sec.45 provides for deposit and
payment of rent during the
pendency of proceedings for
eviction. More or less similar to
Sec. 29 of the old Act. The
provision for Revision has been
made under Sec. 46 which is
more or less similar to Sec. 50 of
the old Act.

Chapter VI which contains three
Sections viz., 47, 48 & 49
provides for special obligations
of landlords and tenants
including the cutting off or
withholding essential supplies of
service and controller is given
the power to deal with the cases
under Sec. 49.

Then there is Chap. VIII with
miscellaneous provisions viz bar
of jurisdiction of civil courts in
respect of certain matters
(Sec. 50), proceedings by or/
against legal representatives
(Sec. 51) which is similar to
Sec. 51 of the old Act, regarding
offences and penalties etc.
among the other sections.

Then there is Section 69 provid-
ing for transfer of pending cases.
All cases pertaining to matters in
respect of which the controller

shall have jurisdiction under the

Act pending in court the old Act
shall stand transferred to the
controller and vice verse.

Sec. 70(2) of the Act mentions as

.to what happens to the

proceedings pending before the
courts and other authorities. The
cases and proceedings pending
in respect of premises to which
this act does not apply shall as
from the date of commencement
of the act stand abated.

Sec.70(3) also makes provisions
of Sec.6 of the Karnataka
General Clauses Act, 1899
applicable subject to certain
conditions mentioned therein. In
the new Act the provisions of part
VA of the old Act are absent in
the new Act - voluntary
declaration and regularisation of
the occupation.

Part VI of the old act which deals
with hotels and lodging houses
are absent in the new Act.

The new Act is stated to be
based on the Model Rent Control
Law formulated by the govern-
ment of India which is in turn
stated to be based on the recom-
mendations of Economic Admin-
istration Reforms Commission
and the National Commission on
urbanization. There is substantial
change in the new Act in the mat-
ter of coverage under the Act and
the grounds for eviction, the con-
tents therein is heavily loaded in
favour of the landlord. A reading
of the ground for eviction will
show that the legislature has
tried to clarify certain matters by
following the interpretations
placed by the courts in the matter
of the contents of such grounds.
The ground Sec.27(2) (r) in the
new Act which is referable to
Sec. 27 (1) clause (h) of the old
Act is substantially different from
the old provision. The expression
in the old Act, viz., '‘premises are
reasonably and bonafide re-
quired by the landlord' is absent
in the new provision. The contro-
versy as to whether in a particu-
lar case clause (h) applies or
clause (j) applies or both can be
combined is set at rest by the
legislature itself. No doubt, the
earlier provision is authoritatively
interpreted by SC in this respect
which is accepted by the legisla-
ture. Now the only requirement is
that the landlord or other person
has no other reasonably suitable
accomodation. An affidavit by

-the landlord that the premises

are required by him for occupa-
tion, raises a presumption as to
requirement in the new Act (Ex-
planation 1). There are other ex-
planations and provisions which
clarify certain matters and partial
eviction is permissible, if the
landlord is aggreeable to the
same. Similarly a number of
other grounds in the new act are
materially different in content,
apart from the fact there are cer-
tain new grounds mentioned as
already stated.

under section 498A |PC while
allowing the criminal appeal filed by
the state and setting aside the
acquittal of the Respondent Moorthi
Pungi by the Sessions Judge of
Mandya the High Court convicted the
Respondent and sentenced to two
years Rl.
