“Mechanism to
deal with
'deviant' judges

The Central Law Ministry is in
the final stages of conceiving a
new mechanism to deal with "devi-
ant behaviour" on the part of some
High Court Judges in a more effec-
tive manner. Addressing a press
conference in New Delhi on Janu-
ary 28, the Union Law Minister
Jana Krishnamurthy said that the
new mechanism would be under
the control of the judiciary and the
executive would have obsolutely
no role to play. The currently avail-
able system only had the force of
moral authority.

Regarding the new mecha-
nism two options being studied :
Whether to amend the existing
Judges Inquiry Act or to bring in
new legislation. The Government is
proposal to soon convene an all
party meeting fo discuss the set-
ting up of a National Judicial Com-
mission for selection and transfer
of judges. The Law Ministry is also
working speedily to set up an
alernate dispute resolution system
involving arbitration, conciliation
and mediation to dispose of civil
cases, which involved merely
questions of fact and not law. The
new system would seek to address
the two main factors that presently
inhibit litigants from taking their
cases for arbitration lack of trained
and competent arbitrators and
hefty arbitration fee.

Letter to 'CJ

The President of the AAB,
Mr. K. N. Subba Reddy, has
written to- the Chief Justice of
Karnataka High Court about the
inconveniences that may affect
Advocates when the newly
extended court hours come into
effect from March 1. It will affect
Advocates practising at the district
and taluk levels in particular.
Advocates were not consulted for
the extension, Subba Reddy said
and requested the court to make
Saturday a non-working day.
Requests to establish more civil
courts; five sanctioned criminal
courts, and to give importance to
PILs have also been made in the
letter. .

Amendment
- sought

The National Human Rights
(NHRC) has
underlined the need for amending
the Advocates Act to provide for a
mechanism to deal with complaint of
sexual harrassment in.the legal
profession. The commission has
suggested that till such time the Act
is amended the Bar Council of India
and State Bar Councils could set up
disciplinary committees consisting of
a senior woman Advocate as
chairperson to deal with complaints
of sexual harrassment. The recent
NHRC initiative is considered to be a

"sequel to the Supreme Court

judgement in the case of Vishaka Vs
State of Rajasthan prescribing
guidelines to prevent sexual
harrassment in workplaces. The
commission has also received a
complaint about a recent suicide of a
women lawyer in Hyderabad due to
the alleged sexua! harrassment of
some fellow and senior lawyers.
Complaints from various NGOs
were also received by the
commission prompting it to suggest
each stages. :

NHRC Chief

The former Chief Justice of
India Dr. A. S. Anand, has been
appointed as the next Chairman of
the National Human Rights

. Commission of India. Dr. Anand

replaces Mr. Justice J. S. Verma,
who . completed his tem of

appointment. The former chief '

secretary to the Madhya Pradesh
Government Nirmala Buch and
retired Supreme Court Judge Mr.
Justice K. T. Thomas have also been
appointed as the members of the
commission in the five member
body.

Anti-sleaze law

The British government plans
to introduce new anti-sleaze laws to
clean up political life. Under the new
law, MPs will no longer be protected
by the right of parliamentary
privilege, a centuries-old rule which
them immunity from
allegations that they acted corruptly
in Parliament.

SC to hear on
securitisation Act

On January 7, the Supreme
Court transferred to itself a batch
of petitions from Becmbay and
Rajasthan High Courts
challenging the validity of the
Securitisation and Reconstruction
of Financial Assets and
Enforcement of Security Interest
Act. A Bench comprising Mr.
Justice R. C. Lahoti, Mr. Justice
Ashok Bhan and Mr. Justice A. R.
Lakshmanan issued the order on
petitions filed by the State Bank of
India and the Centre. It directed
them to be listed along with
petitions filed by Mardia chemicals
and others challenging the
legislation even at the stage of the
ordinance.

The apex court had earlier
made it clear that the secured
creditors - the financial institutions
- could proceed against the
borrowers and take over the units
in the wake of their failure to pay
the dues but they shall not
dispose of the assets.

Tehelka Panel

On Jenuary 3 the Central
Government has appointed
Justice S. N. Phukan, a retired
Judge of the Supreme Court as
the new chief of the Tehelka
enquiry commission. He succeeds
Justice K. Venkataswami, who
resigned on November 23 last
year. Mr. Phukan, Who retired last
April, hails from Assam and now
heads the State Human Rights
Commission.

Steep Hike

Revision of subscription to
Indian Law Reports (Karnataka
series) for the year 2003 from its
previous subscription rate of Rs.
450 (for despaich by Certificate of
Posting) to Rs. 710 has come as

" a rude shock to subscribers. By

percentage point the increase
is 58%  a [a the previous
subscription rate. However, the
Karnataka Law Reporting Countcil
(the publisher) has not informed
the subscribers reasons for such
a steep hike. Obviously the
publisher has acted authoritatively
disregarding the sentiments of
subscribers.

The Publisher asserts that
the publication brought out under

the Government qgf Karnataka and -

therefore it was natural that the
views of the subscribers having
been solicited prior to revision of
subscription and the reporting
council should have considered all
such views. Needless to state that
Indian Law Reports are not
commercial publications but are
intended to dissemine knowledge
about the judgements and orders
of the highcourts and the apex

court. In other words Indian Law

Reports have a social obligation
towards .its subscribers. The way
subscription rates are revised
from time to time gives an
impression that Indian Law
Reports have forgotten its
obligation to the legal fraternity
and only interested in increasing
the subscription rate.

One more aspect about the
fixation of subscription rate does
show that the publisher is only
interested in unjustly taxing the
subscriber. While Rs. 710 is the
subscription for despatch of
fortnightly reports to the
subscribers the same amount is
charged to the subscribers who,
are personally receiving the ILR
from the Council's office. In the
usual course the Reporting

Council will be gaining more

amount from the subscribers who
personally receives the Law
Reports since the postal charges
are need not be borne by the
Reporting Council. This aspect
has been totally overlooked by the
Reporting Council while fixing the
subscription rate.

Quality of reporting over the
years has drastically come down
and a regular reader would notice

the same. It may be the question
of providing head notes, reducing
hauxers, avoidance of publication
of judgments which is not laying
down law for the first time or
some of the aspects the
Reporting Council has ignored.

Needless to state that the
Reporting Council Should function
transperently including financial
matters. It casts an obligation on
the Reporting Council to publicise
its audited balance sheets
justifying its case for upward
revision of subseription rate. A
subscriber hardly knows the
financial position of a reporting
council so as to ascertain whether
the periodical upward revision of
the subscription is justified or
otherwise. It is hoped that the Law
Reporting Council would ponder
over some of these aspects to
ensure that the publication will not
become a mere source of
revenue which ‘has no social
obligation or transperancy in its
functioning. While a justifiable
revision or subscription cannot be
apposed the Law- Reporting

council has to convince the °

subscribers that the revision of
subscription is just.

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Crime Diary : Cost of Contradictions

From the repertoire of P V Kittoor, Advocate

From last Issue

The statement of Krishna
Murthy, was on the point that Ravi
and Harsha visited Damnad, met
him, stayed with him in his
quarters and were employed in
two different shops. They had
brought a kit with them and he
never bothered to know what the
kit beg contained. He was also
stated that Ravi is his co-brother’s
son. But this withess was not
examined and the reason given
was that by the time the evidence
was recorded he had retired from
service and was not available at
his Mysore address.

One police officer of Damnad
Police station was stated that
Karnataka Police sought their
assistance to locate Ravi and
Harsha and this officer with his
two subordinates accompanied
the Karnataka police to Krishna
Murthy’s residence. Ravi, who
was present in the quarters
escaped from the hind side of the
quarter, he was chased and
caught at a distance of a
kilometer or more and some parts
of the VCP and a pair of shoes
were seized from the Kit bag
pointed out by Ravi. This witness
was also not examined.

Two letters said to be in the
possession of Ravi purported to
have been written by the mother
of Ravi posted from Mudigere and
received by Ravi at Damnad were
also placed on record. The
address on these inland letters
was in the name of Ravi c¢/o
Krishna Murthy. It was tried by the
prosecution to elicit the contents

.. of the letter which were to the

effect that, the mother of Ravi had
suggested some remedies by way
of worship of some deity, toward
off the luck, as suggested by an
astrologer of Chickmagalur. But
the mother of Ravi though cited

as a witness was not produced

before the court.

Another piece of evidence,
stressed by prosecution was the
recovery of a knife wrapped in a
paper and found between two
boulders near the temple at
Charmadi ghat, upon the
information given by Ravi. Medical
officer, who conducted the
autopsy and chemical examiner,
who examined the bloodstains on
shirt and knife were also
examined by the prosecution.

As against this set of
evidence, the contention of the

accused Ravi was to the following

effect :

It was true that Ravi was
employed under Murthy in his
shop. It was also true that Ravi
was often visiting the employer's
house and deceased was treating
Ravi with affection and she was
serving him coffee or food when-
ever he visited the house even in
the absence of Murthy. Murthy
had not settled his dues on the
ground that Ravi had allegedly
collected a big amount from the
customers and had not credited it
to the shop. It was also urged by
Ravi that, Murthy suspected the
relationship between the de-
ceased and Ravi. In one occasion
the deceased had told him to
avoid frequent visits to avoid such
baseless suspension.

The prosecution failed to
produce any material regarding
the misappropriation of money by
Ravi and also regarding the VCP
said to have been given by the
brother of Ravi through Ravi to
Murthy for repairs. The informant
Murthy admitted that the VCP
handed over by Ravi was still in
their house and the parts of the
VCP demonstrated before the
court were those of another
customer. He had not produced
the VCP given by Ravi. The other
customer i.e. owner of the seized
VCP was not examined.

Regarding the shirt seized
from Ravi, which was claimed by
Murthy as his own was not
proved as the shirt of Murthy. He
simply said that he had pur-
chased the shirt from a roadside
vendor. He could not even give
the detailed identification marks or
Dhobi Marks if any. Thus neither
the shirt nor the VCP could pin
point the issue.

The evidence of the
Panchayatdars regarding the re-
covery of the knife was far from
trustworthy. Firstly, the two
Panchayatdars were not identical
in their statements regarding the
arrival of the police and Ravi to
the spot. One stated that he does
not know how and in what vehicle
the police arrived. The other
panch stated that one Head Con-
stable and a Constable alighted
from a state Transport Bus with
Ravi, near the temple and they
went to the place where there
were two big boulders and the
police took out a paper packet.

The principles of
democracy and of the seperation
of powers required that the courts
exercised restraint in using their
supervisory powers, he said. .

The investigating officer
stated that he along with his staff
and Ravi went in a jeep towards
Charmadi Gaht. This recovery
was exactly after one and a half
months from the date on which
Ravi had allegedly thrown the
knife at the spot. The most
surprising thing was that the
wrapped paper was also
produced before the court and the
Investigating officer asserted that
the knife and the paper were
seized together. It was curious to
note that the newspaper i.e: one
of the pages of the Udayavani
was dated with the date previous
to the date of recovery of the VCP
or the parts. Firstly, the FIR did
not contain the fact that a VCP is
missing. It also did not contain
any expressions suspecting the
hand of Ravi in the commission of
the crime. Only after persistent
.questioning by the police
regarding the probable suspects,
on the second day, Mr. Murthy
recollected that Ravi being not
happily disposed towards him,
might be the suspect. The further
statement that deceased had told
about the visit of Ravi and his
friend with a demand for VCP,
wds not admissible in evidence,
since that was not a statement as
to the cause of death by the
person under that expectation.

The room or the premises at
Damnad, from where VCP and
the shoes were recovered were
not proved to be in the exclusive

possession of the accused Ravi

and further that during the interval
the possibility of planting certain
articles could not be ruled out.
This aspect to the disadvantage
of prosecution was further
contributed by the non-
examination of Krishna Murthy.

Though, it was claimed that
assistance of police at Bombay
and police at Damnad was
availed by the Karnataka Police,
none of the police officials of
Bombay and Damnad though
cited in the charge sheet, were
produced for evidence. No
documents in the form of the
entries in the station diaries of
these Police Stations were placed
on record to show that the
Karnataka Police had in fact taken

.the assistance of Bombay Police.

One Panchayatdar for the
recovery of the VCP parts from
the shop at Bombay admitted the
fact. that he had attested the
Mahazar and further admitted that
by the time he was called to
attest, the said Mahazar was kept
written and the VCP parts were
placed on a stool outside the
shop. Thus the trial court to prove
the guilt of the accused and found
him not guilty.

The Legal points involved in
the case are regarding:

The authenticity of the FIR
and correctness -of the contents
therein and non-mention of
suspicion against accused Ravi.
Want of reliable motive, the
provisions of sections 27 of the
Indian Evidence Act and the
identification of the accused by
possible witnesses from Bombay
and Damnad. The further thing
was that the police failed to prove
that they infact traveled from
Bangalore to Mangalore via
Charmadi, and also their trip to
Bombay and Damnad since no
journey tickets or passes were
produced even though the
investigating officer had claimed
that he had gone to Bombay by
flight. He tried to save himself by
giving a reply ‘in cross-
examination that the Air tickets

. and the Bus tickets were thrown

away in their return to Bangalore.

The state preferred an
appeal before the High Court
against the aquittal under section
378 Cr. PC. After hearing, the
High court dismissed the appeal
filed by the State, confirmed the
judgement of acquittal.

O In the first criminal court test
of a law designed to prevent

-digital piracy, a US Federal jury
on 17.12.02 acquitted a Russian

company accused of selling
software that allowed users to
circumvent security features in an
electronic book.

The case, which was tried in
San Jose, California, centred on

" the 1998 Digital Millennium

Copyright Act, a technology - era
up - date to copyright law that has
engendered deep criticism from
some legal experts who say it
goes too far in protecting
copyrights and, in turn, stifles
innovation. On judgment day,
some of those critics hailed the
jury's decision as a sign that the
Government must choose its
cases more judiciously.

The closely watched case
began in unusual fashion for a
copyright matter. The FBI arrested
the author of a decryption
program, which could modify or

_ eliminate the security protections

on e-books made by Adobe
Systems Inc., in Las Vegas in July
