Expose Corrupt Judges :
Justice Bharucha

At an international meeting of judges marked by remarkable can-
dour in admitting that the corruption and malpractice had not left

' Indian judiciary untainted Supreme Court Judge Mr. S. P Bharucha
called for exposure of corrupt judges and consequent action against

them as it would show the inner strength of the judiciary and enhance
its image. He was speaking at the inauguration of a meeting of the
‘Judicial Group” on strengthening judicial intigrity organised by the
Karnataka High Court in co-operation with the Department of Inter-
national Development, UK, Office of the UN High Commissioner for
Human Rights and Transparency International, London on February

25, at Bangalore.

Justice Bharucha who is op-
posed to the suggestion of invest-
ing powers with the proposed
National Judicial Commission to
enquire into the conduct of
judges as it would include repre-
sentatives of the political execu-
tive; lamented that his suggestion
of exposure of corrupt judges was
only a Hobson’s choice. The
dilimma before the judiciary is
whether serious allegations
against judges of the higher judi-
ciary be enquired into by a com-
mission that comprises politicians
or should no enquiries be con-
ducted at all.

Elaborating his point Justice
Bharucha said, the belief that in-
vestigation and exposure of cor-
rupt judges would bring the ju-
diciary into disrepute was a mis-
taken notion. He also stressed the
need to educate general public
and judicial community about
the cause served by the judge.
He remarked that justice was the
province of the Divine and a
judge therefore deserves the
esteern of people and of himself.

Suggesting measures for
elimination of this malaise
Justice Bharucha said “absolute
imperative for eliminating cor-
ruption in the judiciary was io
make emoluments such that
judges were not tempted.” He
quoted Winston Churchill, “for
justice to be cheap, judges must
be expensive.”

Justice Bharucha felt that the
experience of impeachment
proceedings against a judge in
India had not been favourable.
Required parliamentary majori-
ties were difficult to obtain and
transfering a judge had not

- worked either “ as has been

found that the undesirable links

" have shifted with the judge.” He

also felt that it was difficult to
enforce the Model Code of

Conduct and the in-house pro-
cedure devised a few years ago,
which among other things
called upon judges to furnish to
the Chief Justice a statement of
their assets did not work as it
did not have backing of law: A
quilty judge could thus question
the authority of C. J or his peers.
Interestingly he disclosed that
judges appointed to the Su-
preme Court after 1997 had not
been provided with copies of the
code and the in-house procedure
and had not been asked to fur-
nish statements of their assets.

Speaking on the occasion
dJustice P V. Reddi, the Chief Jus-
tice of High Court of Karnataka,
said that the black sheep among
judges may be few, but they are
enough to sully the whole sys-

" tem. It was important that the

judicial community itself tackled
the problem before it got fully out
of hand, he said.

Justice Christopher Weera
Mantry, former vice-president of
the International Court of Jus-
tice in his report said that the
meet had four objectives - a) to
raise the standards of judicial
ethics by drafting codes b) iden-
tify survey instruments to gauge
the views of the public ¢) study
the current ‘best practices’ and
judges who are role models and
d) create programmes for im-
plementation of select coun-
tries. “Judicial Group” was
formed in Vienna hardy 10
moths ago with the membership
of Tanzania, Uganda, Nigeria
and South Africa (representing Af-
rican continent) India, Srilanka,
Bangladesh and Nepal (represent-
ing Asian continent). Chief Justices
of many of these countries were
present on the occasion.

Around the Courts

O Sec. 156(3) of Code of
Criminal Procedure, 1973
- Magistrate has no power
to order C B I probe;

A bench of the apex court,
comprising Mr. Justice K.T.
Thomas and Mr. Justice R. P
Sethi, has ruled that a magis-
trate has no power under Sec-
tion 156(3) Cr. P C to direct the
CBI to conduct investigation
into a cognizable offence. The
court observed that Sec. 156
deals with only powers of the
police officers to investigate
cognizable cases. This judg-
ment was delivered during third
week of January 2001. By this
judgment the apex court af-
firmed the ruling of the high
courts of Karnataka and
Gujarath while reversing the
verdicts of high courts of Delhi
and Rajasthan. However, the
bench by relying upon the ear-
lier decisions of the court ob-
served that the apex court un-
der Article 32 and High Courts

‘under Article 226 could issue

such direction to the CBI,
though sparingly.

" (1 Arbitrator can award inter-

est for pre-reference period;

By a majority (3-2) judgement
a constitution bench of the apex
court delivered during second
week of January has ruled that
an arbitrator appointed
with or without intervention of
court has got jurisdiction to
award interest on the sums found
due and payable for the “pre-ref-
erence period, in the absence of
any specific stipulation or prohi-
bition to grant any such interest
in cases which arose prior to
coming into force on August
19.1981 of the Interest Act, 1978
when the provisions of the Inter-
est Act, 1839 was holding the
field.” Delivering the majority
judgment Mr. Justice
Doraiswamy Raju speaking for
himself, Mr. Justice S. Rajendra
Babu and Mr. Justice Shivraj V
Patil overruled an earlier decision
of the division bench of the apex
courtinJena’s case (1988) which
tooka contra view.

Who will bell the black sheep ?

The clarion call given by Mr.
. Justice Bharucha, Judge of the
apex court, to expose corrupt
judges in a recently concluded
International meet at
Bangalore, focussed on the cul-
pability of members of higher
judiciary in corrupt practices. It
is naive to think that a senior
serving judge of the supreme
court would make such an ap-
peal, that too before an Inter-
national gathering which in-
cluded Chief Justices of several
Afro-Asian countries, without
his being satisfied about pres-
ence of corrupt judges amongst
higher judiciary. Ironically, he
has felt that impeachment pro-
ceedings, enforcement of
model code of conduct and in-
house procedure are insufficient
to deal with the malaise of cor-
ruption in judiciary. Hence, he
has advocated “exposure”
modus-operandi.

To give a fair trial to this dras-
tic concept it is just and appro-
priate that insiders like Justice
Bharucha would take lead in
identifying those judges against
whom serious allegations of
corrupt practices have been lev-
elled and or facing charges
about personal integrity. If his
lordship finds the task unenvi-
able then he can suggest the
persons organisations who
could undertake such task.
Since the learned judge is op-
posed to the idea of a National
Judicial Commission undertak-
ing enquiries against serving
judges on the ground of sepa-
ration of powers it would be
proper for him to name a work-
able mechanisom which can re-
dress the grievances of a com-
plainant. As otherwise, the con-
cept of exposure, though laud-
able, remains a myth.

An interesting comment
made by his lordship Justice BV.
Reddy, Chief Justice of High
Court of Karnataka, on the oc-
casion deserves attention.
While referring to the “black
sheep among judges” his lord-
ship said that though they may
be a few “but enough to sully
the system”.

It is obvious that the learned
Chief Justice would not have
made such comment casually
had he not been convinced
about the prevalence of “black
sheep” amongst judges. He will

be doing yeomen service to the
cause of judiciary by taking ini-
tiative to expose “black sheep”.

While Justice Bharucha may
be right in his opinion “the be-
lief that investigation and expo-
sure of corrupt judges would
bring the judiciary into disre-
pute is a mistaken notion”but
is it possible to presuppose that
the judges of higher judiciary
would not wield the stick of con-
tempt proceedings against
those attempting to expose
them ? If it happens, as one
could reasonably expect, does
it not lead to traversify the de—
sired situation.

It is obvious that proper
evaluation of integrity of the
members of the bar to be el-
evated to higher judiciary can
go a long way in reducing the
incidence of corruption. Simi-
larly, proper evaluation of ad-
ditional judges requires to be
done before their appointment
as permanent judges in the high
courts. A proper mechanism,
evolved by the judiciary itself,
to keep a watch on the work-
ing of judges would also help
in identifying weaklings among

the judges and to take suitable -

remedial action.

As rightly indicated by Jus-
tice Bharucha impeachment
proceedings against a judge
have not been favourable be-
cause of the political system.
Even the transfer of judges of
the high court has not been
found to be effective in dealing
with individual judges. There-
fore, exploring the possibility of
amending the constitution
inrespect of Articles 124 (1)[b]
and 217(1)[b] has to be under-
taken to see whether any other
mode of removal of a judge in-
dulging in corrupt practices can
be evolved without affecting the
independence of Judiciary.

Advocate Apologises

accepted on January 16 an
undertaking and apology filed
by the Chennai based Advocate
Mr. S.K. Sundaram, who was
convicted and sentenced to
undergo six months imprison-
ment for sending a telegram to
the Chief Justice of India,
Dr. A. S. Anand, asking him to

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Social Audit of working of the
Constitution

It is the loss of credibility that
creates conditions for the loss
of constitutional gravity. It is
only when the credibility of the
political / legislative institutions
suffered a set back the judici-
ary started asserting an exclu-
sive role in the appointments,
transfers and elevation of
judges.

Democratic Ethic and
Constitutional Culture

Today the constitution is like
a skeleton in the lab, reduced
to letter sans spirit; a game with-
out rules; and where it is the
players who are whistling at the
umpires. The noble profession
of law, once the pride of our
nation, is struggling to restore
its lost image.

The constitution has
been amended to accord con-
stitutional status to Panchayat
Raj institutions, but the centre
and the states have assumed
the role of two monkeys, reduc-
ing the Panchayat Raj kitten to
the status of a loaf of bread.

The distortions in the inter-
face management is straining
the umpires. The constitutional
umpires cannot always browse
through the letter (Articles) for
solutions to the constitutional
deadlocks, they should be
guided by the spirit of the con-
stitution, the constitutional cul-
ture, democratic ethic and po-
litical morality. In order to re-
gain and sustain an image and
efficacy of umpiring, they
should themselves set stand-
ards. Speakers participating in
political party conventions, and
swapping ministerial berths, or
Chief Justices, while in office,
working towards securing other
offices, national or interna-
tional, all such instances are
contra-indicators of the spirit of
constitutionalism.

Reform, Amendments and
Review

The whole national
agneda for reform has been
debated ad-nauseam, and a li-
brary size reform agenda has
been carved out by the innu-
merable Commissions, stand-
ing, as well as ad-hoc, encom-
passing political, electoral,
legislative, administrative and
judicial facets. How come India,
a society of Karma Yoga, is re-
duced to a country where the

wisdom of reform was not
allowed to translate into action ?
On the other hand, why this
trivialization of issues : review,
reform or amendments and par-
liamentary majorities? Does it
not clinically reveal a mind-set
of numbers carrying the day,
instead of a creative debate,
analysis and symbiotic action?
It is futile to go on this track, for
not only political parties, but all
the institutions have developed
a tendency to look at the issues
from the stand-point of their
own institutional value-sets and
interest. I am reminded on the
mock games children play of
‘robbers and cops’or bride’s vs.
groom’s party, half-way ex-
changing their roles and pat-
terns of behaviour.

History of Amendments

Even a cursory overview
of our constitutional amend-
ments - both affected, and
aborted reveal that most of
them were:

a) often undertaken without
obtaining a mandate from the
people through electoral mani-
festo;

b) effected more through con-
frontationist rather than through
consensual process;

c) expansive of the process of

- centralisation;

d) aimed at democratic decen-

tralisation, but negated by bu-
reaucratic centralisation and
political recentralisation;

e) impinging upon Fundamen-
tal Rights or preemptive of due
process and judicial review; and

f) driven by populism, with the
full knowledge and expectation
that the judiciary will strike it
down. The one amendment
that had expanded the demo-
cratic participative base of the
polity and empowerment of the
youth was the lowering of vot-
ing age from 21 to 18. We have
brought about constitutional
changes far more frequently
and with greater ease than in
case of ordinary legislation. The
number of constitutional provi-
sions that are characterised by
inaction far out number the in-
stances of attempted abuse and
misuse of the amending proc-
ess of the constitution.

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The Hostage Crisis and the
Surrender Syndrome

Though so many of them are
on bail, there has not been any
repetition of the offences re-
ported. They have not involved
themselves with any terrorist
activity. No such terrorist activ-
ity is noticed in the area. The
prosecutor has said that in or-
der to restore the peace and
normalcy in the border area
and among the people living in
the border area, and to main-
tain peace among the public in
general and the inhabitants of
the particular village, he has
decided to withdraw from the
prosecution the charges for
offences punishable under
Sections 3,4, and 5 of the TADA
Act. The prosecutor has
contended that the TADA Act
itself having been repealed, a
number of offences falling
under its provisions cover the
offences under the other Acts
cited. The final prayer made by
the prosecutor is to seek leave
of the court to withdraw only

the charge of offences under
Sections 3,4,&5 of TADA Act.

The accused have,
cbviously, supported the pros-
ecutor’s plea. It is Mr. Abdul
Kareem, father of M. Shakeel
Ahmad who has opposed the
prosecutor’s request. He has
contended that he has the right
to oppose because it was his
son among other police

officers that had been killed by .

the bandit, Veerappan. He has
informed the court that there is
wide publicity by the print
media and audio-visual broad-
casts that it is the State of
Karnataka that has made
moves and issued notifications
to withdraw all the cases against
Veerappan and his associates.
- It has yielded to the blackmail
tactics of the outlaw and surren-
dered to the illegal demands
made by him to release Dr.
Rajkumar whom he had
abducted. He has urged that
there are no cogent reasons
given for withdrawal and those
furnished are political.

The designated court in its
order has held that from the
limited prayer made to with-
draw from prosecution only
those offences alleged under
the TADA Act, and the grounds
stated, there is material to
believe that the prosecutor has
taken his own independent
decision, and the totality of the
circumstances warrant - an
inference that there is no
surrender of the prosecutor to’
the government. The court has
accordingly granted leave.

C. B. Srinivasan, Advocate

The legal issue that has
surfaced, therefore, is the
existence of grounds that have
satisfied the public prosecutor
independently to seek with-
drawal, notwithstanding the
feeling expressed by the
government that it is the
demand by Veerappan that it
is succumbing to. The judge-
ment in the case revolves on the
Supreme Court’s interpretation
of the situation. The Supreme
Court has also proceeded on
the assumption that the law is
settled in Sheo Nandan
Paswan’s case.

There is no gainsaying the
fact that this case is sui generis
and is likely to be a landmark
judgment. But, the unfortunate
happening during the hearing
of the case is that the court hav-
ing asked for some details, the
Governments of Karnataka and
Tamil Nadu have filed affida-
vits of the Public Prosecutors
and other officials from which
the hon’ble Supreme Court has
pierced the veil and drawn con-
clusions that there was a pack-
age deal between the Govern-
ments and the brigand for the
ultimate release of the accused
persons by a  concession of
bail to them. The court has
asked several questions about
the availability of material to
show the likelihood of civil dis-
turbances; the risk of leaving
Veeappan free to commit
crimes in future; likelihood of
reprisals against many witnesses
who had already  deposed
against the accused; whether
there was any likelihood at all
of Veerappan releasing
Rajkumar and soon. The sum-
mary of the Supreme Court’s
anxiety is thus expressed:-

“ What causes us the grav-
est disquiet is that when, not so
very long back, as the record
shows, his gang had been
considerably reduced,
Veerappan was not pursued
and apprehended and now, as
the statements in the affidavit
filed on behalf of the State of
Tamil Nadu show, Veerappan is
operating in the forest that has
been his hideout for 10 years
along with secessionist Tamil
elements. It seems to us certain
that Veerappan will continue
with his life of crime and very
likely that those crimes will have
anti national objectives”.

A division bench of the apex
court comprising the Chief Jus-
tice Dr. A.S. Anand, Mr. Justice
R.C. Lahoti and Mr. Justice
Shivraj V Patil, affirmed the
decision of a single judge of
M. P. High Court holding that
an election petition filed in
Hindi language was not liable
to be dismissed, though Rule
2(b) of the relavent High Court
Rules provide that every elec-
tion petition should be pre-
sented in English language. The
judgment delivered during first
week of January 2001 said
“rules” framed by the State
High Court in exercise of its
powers under Article 225 of the
constitution “are only rules of
procedure and do not constitute
substantive law and that rules
cannot affect the import of con-
stitutional provisions under Ar-
ticle 348(2) of the constitution”.
Article 348(2) provides that not
with standing anything con-
tained in sub clause (a) of
clause (1), the Governor of
State may, with the previous
consent of the President author-

State in proceedings in the High

Court having its principal seat
in that State.
