21-12-03 a
Bench of the apex court
comprising Justice Doraiswamy-
Raju and Justice Arijit Pasayat
upheld a judgment of the
Jharkhand High Court awarding
capital punishment to a man who
sacrificed a nine year old child
before Goddess Kali for his own
prosperity... “Superstition cannot
and does not provide justification
of any killing much less a planned

and deliberate one. No amount of -

superstitious colour can wash
away the sin and offence of
unprovoked killing, more, ‘so, in the
case of an innocent and
defenceless”, the Bench observed.
Rejecting the argument advanced
on behalf of the Appellant Sushit
Murmu, that though superstition
was expected and encouraged in
modern society, yet an illiterate
and tribal, born and brought up in
an atmosphere surcharged with
superstition should not be
awarded the death sentence.
Dismissing the appeal, the Bench
said the socially abhorrent nature
of the crime committed also ought
not be ignored in this case. “If this
act is not revolting or dastardly it
is beyond comprehension as to
what other act can be so descri-
bed is the question”, the Bench
said.

The Gentleman Judge

In the retirement of Justice
MF Saldanha, the Karnataka High
Court has lost an illustrious judge.
After his transfer from the
Bombay High Court, Justice
Saldanha gained the confidence
of the Karnataka Bar by creating
a niche for himself. Suave, erudite
and iconoclastic as he was, did
produce several classic judg-
ments for which he will be
remembered. While he was
always open to persuasive argu-
ments the sophistry of his
vocabulary was marvellous. Be it
civil, criminal, writs, contempt,
company, tax jurisdictions he was
equally fluent apart from being
innovative in his approach. He
would infuse confidence in the
brother judge as well as the
lawyers who appeared before him.
At times, he would change his
own orders while reviewing the
orders which he had previously
dictated whenever the matter was
posted “for being spoken to”
category.

Contribution of Justice
Saldanha to Bangalore in the form
of the several judgments/orders
he passed to protect the environ-
ment earned him the nick name
‘green-judge’. If his indications are
considered Justice Saldanha is
eager to serve the cause of
environment even after his
retirement. Be it the case of
cubbon park, introudction of city-
taxies or public interest litigations
he has served the peoples’ cause
very well. It is another thing that a

five judge Bench of the High
Court -nullified serveral of his
judgments in PILs on the ground
that a single judge had no
authority to entertain those PlLs
and that was not assigned to him
by the Chief Justice.

While Justice Saldanha was
a devout catholic, he was utmost
secular in his approach. He used
to invariably participate in the
annual Ganesh festival organised
in the High Court on a voluntary
basis. Besides he was the chief
guest at the x-mas celebrations
organised for the first time ever in
the High Court.

Justice Saldanha had widely
travelled and attended several
international seminars and confe-
rences amidst his busy schedule.
Naturally, he was the pick of the
media locally or otherwise.

It is not that Justice Saldanha
didn't have negative aspects. In
his eagerness to associate
himself with the Bar often he used
to identify himself with the office
bearers of the Bar Associations.
He also had earned the wrath of
several politicians and adminis-
trators because of severai of his
judgments/orders. He was also

known for being non-punctual in *

attending the court work.

Over all it is a great loss to
the Bar considering his lofty
personality as a whole. His
abscence in the Karnataka
Judiciary would be felt for a long
time.

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Internet Dumping

John Corker and Gautham Srinivas

From last issue

internet dumping has been a
problem in Australia for over three
years. The number of complaints
to the TIO make clear that the
problem is growing rapidly despite
the provisions of the TISSC code

Specifically addressing
‘internet dialler services' being in
place since July 2001. There are
many new users and young users
being dumped.

Most of the complaints relate
to Australian based 190 service
providers, rather than international
0011 service providers.

Compliance with the TICCS
code is a condition of the contract
between Telstra and each 190
service provider. TISSC has been

successful in having at least one .

provider refund phone charges to
a customer when their service
contained inadequate notifications.
Telstra has disconnected a
number of service found to be in
breach of the TISSC code.

Complaints are difficult to
investigate because of the time
lag between incurring the phone
charges and receipt of the phone
bill, the difficulty of locating
temporary internet files that indi-
cate websites visited sometimes
months before and identifying
redialler software on a computer.

Telstra seems to have
adopted a ‘hands off’ approach,
providing the minimal protections
of disconnection after 30 minutes
only on a $4 or more per minute
call. It is not in their commercial
interest to do otherwise, but the
evidence indicates that this is not
adequately addressing the
problem.

The possible solutions fall
into two categories; first, providing
adequate information prior to and

during the call; and second,:

putiing a cap be levied for a
premium call (as per the UK
model) and a monetary capover a
given period (the Australian
proposal).

Adequate information and
notification

The TISSC code provisions
have been in place for two years,
have been tested and amended
and deal quite well with the
second part of the Australian
Government’s direction, that of
adequate information being
provided to the customer about
the risk a associated with
premium services, particularly in
relation to the use of internet
diallers.

The TISSC code requires the
internet dialler software to contain
notification to the caller prior to
connection to the service

(maintained throughout the call)
about charges and the require-
ment for the caller to actively
accept the charges. Notably, this
notification’ is only required once
the dialler is downloaded. It is
suggested that regulation should
also require adequate notices to
exist on the website at the place
where the download link is
situated.

The ongoing amount of
complaints about internet dump-
ing seems to indicate that some
service providers are not comply-
ing with the TISSC code. The two
companies mentioned in the
Commonwealth Parliament,
Sound Advertising Pty Ltd and
Media Tel, have had large and
increasing numbers of breaches
(over 100 a quarter) found against
them by TISSC at least since mid-
2002. 17 this alone would seem to
warrant making the TiSSC code a
Pt 6 Code under the Tele-
communicatons Act so that it is
enforceable.

The TISSC code can be
contrasted with the ACA draft
determination, which only requires
provision of relevant information to
the customer after the person
becomes a relevant customer or
on request.

Call barring and termination
of premium call

Senator Alston has already
shaped the likely response from
the ACA on the issue of call
barring and termination of
premium service calls. He has
directed it to introduce a service
provider determination that
requires a service provider to bar
a person from access to a
premium service for the remaining
part of a calendar month if their
bill reaches a specific figure
(suggested by the ACA in the
draftdetermination to be $250).
The approach implicitlyrejects the
UK approach of placing a
monetary limit on a single
premium online service to not
exceed 20 and to terminate by
forced release when the charges -
reach 20. The service provider is
not to allow further access to the
service until the caller has
disconnected from the premium
rate service.

The UK approach may well
restrict the industry’s ability to
maximise revenue from provision
of online premium services.
However, the Australian proposal
of a monetary limit reached in a
calendar month provides a muchs
laterwarning to an unsupecting
customer than does the UK
system. to be continued...
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reversed the acquittal order and
sentenced the Accused, Ram Dev
Singh, to seven years imprison-
ment for raping his maid servant
18 years ago. Referring to the
acquittal order based on the
Doctor's evidence that the victim
was accustomed to sexual
intercourse the Bench said, “that
cannot, by any strech of imagi-
nation, be a ground to acquit the
alleged rapist.” It is the Accused
who was on trial and not the
victim.

The Bench noted that the
victim had a right to refuse to
submit herself to sexual inter-
course to anyone and everyone
because she was not a vulnerable
object or prey for being sexually
assaulted by anyone and every-
one. An unmerited acquittal
encourages wolves in society,
more so, when the victims are
helpless females or minor
children, the Judges said. While
parting with the case the judges
said, “a socially sensitised judge
is a better statutory armour n
cases of crimes against women
than long clauses of penal
provisions containing complex
exceptions and provisions.”

Cyber Laws-;An Introduction

Prof. V. Narayanaswamy, Advocate

The rules and regulation relating to the use of computer, web site
and Internet as well as their related matters may be called as Cyber
Law. The significant use of Internet is for commercial purpose. There are
no territorial barricades for the users of cyber. They need not be citizens
of a particular country alone. The web means the Globe and that is the
whole world is its territorial jurisdiction. Therefore the users of Internet
may be called as Netizens. It is a net and its users are netizens.
Knowledge of Cyber Law is essential for all those who are directly
indirectly connected with its use. The Browsing centres or Internet
Klosks are the shope where one can use the Internet. It is just like a
telephone booth with STD and ISD facilities.

The information available on Interent may be downloaded.
Downloading is just copying the matter into users file. E-mail facility is
popular among cyber users. There are several websites providing e-mail
facility. Any message can be sent by user through e-mail to the other
user in any part of the world instantaneously, and communicate with the
other party on line. Chatting is a facility to talk to each other through
Internet by typing or by voice. In order to sent message by international
post one may have to spend several rupees.

Whereas by having access to the internet one can directly send the
message by internet or chat with another user free of cost, of course
by paying internet cafe an amount of Rs. 20/- per hour or less Othan that
amount.

The Internet started functioning during 1969. Initially it was used for
military secrets and later from 1990 it is called a Net. The computer
works on its own language system and program known as software.

Software is required to be developed for each programme by a software
engineer.

In the filed of cyber many web sites one providing free e-mail
facility. They are yahoo.com, hotmail.com, iname.com, Rediff.com., etc.

A contract entered into between two parties through Internet may
be called an electronic contract and e-commerce.

Digital Signature

Every document, in order to be authoritative and binding on both
parties, must be signed. Singning is putting signature--signature is
writing one’s name in one’'s own style and way. How to sign on an
e-document (electronic document) digitally? It is by special method used
in the Cyber-system. It is called digital signature. It is to identify the
originator of a message or contract or e-record. It is built on the
technology of secured transmission of e-documents over a computer
network. The signature must be safeguarded so that others should not
misuse it. Therefore the signature may be kept in safe custody in the
computer system by using crypto system key. There are two kinds of
keys namely.
