Judicial Officers'
Conference

Under the auspices of the
Karnataka Judicial Officers' Asso-
ciation, two-day State level judicial
officers' conference was held in
Mangalore from February 8. Mr.
justice N. K. Jain, Chief Justice,
Karnataka High Court inaugurated
the Conference. In the inaugural
address he said the delay in dis-
posal of cases for whatever rea-
sons was not acceptable. Usually,
the courts were blamed for the
delay. This would also demoralise
the judicial officers. To prevent
such things, the judicial officers
should try to find out the reasons
for the delay and solve them with
the co-operation of the parties

Around the Courts

O Power of the CJ of a High
Court tc set up a committee to
deal with administrative work-
prior approval of the Full Court
not required.

During the second week of
February the Supreme Court held
that the Chief Justice of a High
court has the requisite jurisdiction
to set up a committee to deal with
administrative work and it was not
necessary that prior approval of
the full court be obtained. A three
- judge Bench, comprising the
Chief Justice V. N. Khare, Justice
S. B. Sinha and Justice A. R.
Lakshmanan, observed that there
could not be any doubt
whatsoever that in the matter of
control of the High Court in terms
of Article 235 of the constitution,
the Chief Justice (of the High
Court) had the Jurisdiction to
exercise the power.

Setting aside a judgment of
the Rajasthan High Court which
held that the Chief Justice was
not authorised to appoint such a
committee, the Bench noted that
there had been a resolution
authorising the Chief Justice to
constitute a committee.

Once that resolution had
been passed, there could not be
any doubt that the exercise of the
power was absolutely valid. "It is
therefore, not correct to contend
that the Chief Justice could
appoint the two-judges committee
only with the approval of the Full
Court". The Chief Justice of a
High Court though first among the
judges, by the nature of office he
held, he was the head of the
State Judiciary. Authorisation by
the Full Court in favour of the
Chief Justice to constitute a
committee and or to take actions
for the subordinate judiciary must
be viewed from the context.

The Rajasthan High Court
clearly erred in arriving at the
finding that the constitution of the
committee was illegal, the Bench
held, and setaside the impugned

Need for rethinking

From March month an extra
hour is added to working hours of
the courts through out the country.
Ostensibly, this would result in
courts disposing more number of
cases. However, there is no available
data to support this contention. But it
is clear that the decision to increase
courts' working hours was taken in a
hurry without considering the pros
and cons of such a devision. Neither
the lawyers nor the litigents are
consulted before taking such
decision. To say the least the
decision smacks of judicial
despotism.

Increased working hours need
not necessarily result in increased
work turn out. On the contrary due to
tiresomeness and exhaustion
members of judiciary may turn out
less work. Weather conditions would
certainly add up to this phenomenon.
Psychologically the trial judges have
adjusted themselves, over decades,
to discharge their duties as per the
previous work schedule. Expecting
them to adopt to the new schedule
and give a higher out put is of a tall

~order.

On their part the lawyers are
exposed to a situation where in they
hardly find time to interact with the
clientele. Practically they are unable
to have any meaningful dialogue
with the clientele during morning
hours. Distances of their residences
from the chambers, inadaquacy of
transport system and the traffic
snarks in State capitals and other
metropolitan cities has compounded
the problem to a great extent. On
many occasions the lawyers are
compelled to directly come to courts
instead of visiting their chambers.
Even during the evening hours the
time at the disposal of lawyers to
interact with the clientele has been
considerably reduced due to their
preoccupation in their court work.

The litigants, are perhaps, the
most inconvinced lot. In the
metropolitan cities the commenting
time between their residences and
the lawyers' chambers is getting
increased due to traffic congestion,
non-availability of proper public
transport system and unforeseen
traffic restrictions clamped down
from time to time by the traffic
controllers. Even in mofussil are as
problem of a different nature such
as non-availability of efficient public
transportation system, direct
transport from the village to the
Taluk, District and or capital cities
makes it extremely difficult for
litigants to approach their lawyers,
bring in witnesses and comply with
various court directions. None of
these factors, seems to have been

considered before unliterally
increasing the court working hours.
Though unintentionally the lawyers
and litigants are subjected to undue
physical and mental hardship by
the revised working hours.

Any responsible and respon-
sive judicial system should take into
amount these and other related facts
as to the reasonableness of the con-
tinuing with the revised working
hours. It is also to be seen whether
the revised working hours has re-
sulted in achieveing the desired ob-
jective. As otherwise there is an ur-
gent need to rethink the subject and
consider the desirability of restoring
the status ante. Is it too much to ex-
pect from the judiciary ?

He said the courts in the
State had done a commendable
job by disposing of 7, 18, 703
cases in 2002. But this was not
enough. The judicial officers
should ensure that summonses
were served and warrants ex-
ecuted on time. He observed that
some times cases were ad-
journed for want of service or re-

. turn of summons. As far as pos-

sible, cases should not go without
being examined on the dates
fixed. This requires a proper regu-
lation of court work.

The Law and Parliamentary
Affairs Minister, D. B. Chandre
Gowda, said the First National
Judicial Pay Commission submit-
ted its report to the centre in 1999
recommending uniform pay-scales
and other allowances. He said the
Government was convinced about
the need for revising the pay-
scale of judicial officers. Giving
details of pending cases in vari-
ous courts in the state, he said 6,
02, 491 civil cases, and 4, 07,
929 criminal cases were pending
in sub-ordinate courts.

SC and ST Bill 2002

The Karnataka Legislative
Assembly on 29th March passed
the Scheduled Castes and the
Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities) (Karnataka Amendment)
Bill 2002 which seeks to make
suitable amendment to section 14
of the Scheduled castes and the
scheduled Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities) Act, 1989 authorising the
original jurisdaction of the courts to
the sessions court for the speedy
trial or disposal of the cases
registered in special courts. At
present, 5,923 cases of atrocities
against scheduled casts and
Scheduled Tribes are pending for

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An Umpire not empire

Justice (Rtd) H.G. Balakrishna

The need to examine the
safeguards that would help

_establish and maintain the

Judge's independence on and off
the court cannot be
underestimated against the
backdrop of recent occurrences in
the country. The political, social
and economic climate warrants a
reappraisal in relation to the role
of the Judiciary in a democracy
and its increasing responsibilities.

Knowledgeable people expect
a judge to be a scholarly
interpreter of law and a good
adjudicator of outstanding social
issues. He is generally seen very
often by the members of the public
as a Special Person belonging to a
hallowed institution. He is expected
to be emotionally detached,
impartial, objective and highly
knowledgeable and as one who is
not susceptible to political and
extraneous influences and
considerations. Saddled with
immense responsibilities the
Indian Judge operating not always
in ideal conditions at the local,
State and National level
endeavours consciously or
unconsciously to ensure that the
experience of the citizens in a
democratic system, is not
theoretical but real.

In the analysis of the

independence of a judge or the

judiciary certain questions arise
demanding an answer. In deciding
a case, how can Judges be
protected from Political
Interference or influence and what
powers do judges have to
scrutinise and strike down the
decisions or orders made by other
branches of the Government ?
Can the Judges be independent if
their positions and budgets are
exclusively controlled by the
Executive ? who is to decide
whether a judgement is in
conformity with the Written
Constitution ?

These are not mere
academic questions. Democracy
is not a theory but a theorem. The
Judges in a democracy assume
onerous responsibilities not only
where the fundamental rights of
the citizens are infracted but also
where the question is the
determination of the Society's
position on fundamental issues.

One has to recognise the
fact that there is a vast difference
between the Government
Democratically Elected and a
Democratic Government, in

action. The quality of the Electoral
Process and the Standard of the
Voters often determine the caliber
of the elected political leaders.

The real task of governance
begins once the elections are over
and that is the hard task of govern-
ing under the rule of law. The vital
function of ensuring a fair applica-
tion of specific laws and their
compliance is the collective
responsibility of a team of legal
Professionals, Prosecutors,
Advocators and Judges. In the
process, the role of a Judge in a
democratic system is under
constant debate. The Executive
and Legislature have their own
perceptions especially when
critical issues of public interest are
involved apart from the grievances
of individuals. In India, judicial
independence has developed into
a set of institutions, which assure
that Judges decide according to
law and not according to their
whims and fancy or according to
the will of other branches of
Government namely the Executive
and Legislature.

The Limits

There is criticism that judicial
independence of late is being car-
ried too far particularly in the area
of public interest litigation in the
garb of judicial activism. An appre-
hension is expressed that judicial
activism depends on the whims of
individual Judges in the High Court
and even the Supreme Court and
that their perceptions are to be
feared most because they are
anathema to representative de-
mocracy. The criticism is more
from the politicians and legislators
not excluding the political execu-
tive. Such activism, according to
them would encompass ideological
activism in which result oriented
judges would create new law in
accordance with their personal
predilections and they would en-
gage in policy making and social
engineering in order to achieve
personally perceived societal ben-
efits. It would include operational
activism in which judges would
takeover and personally administer
over a period of time, the day-to-
day detailed operation of any insti-
tution, which falls short of the
Judge's personal expectations.

Another criticism is that so-
cial activism reinforced by Judicial
activism would give the Judges
too much of raw power and that
judges are not Gods. It is argued
that power is such a heady wine
that even good men can become
drunk on it. continued...
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It is stated by most of the
prophets. "l am the way and | am
the truth".

Image of the
legal System

On February 10, Mr. Justice
G. C. Bharuka, Mr. Justice R. V.
Raveendran and Mr. Justice P.
Vishwanatha Shetty Judges of
HighCourt of Karnataka,
addressed the members of
Mangalore Bar. This special
address stressed the need for
better co-ordination between the
Bench and the Bar to increase
the efficacy of the Legal System.
Mr. Justice G. C. Bharuka said
that the present state of the
country's legal system was
deplorable. Citing the observations
of a visiting scholar from a US
university, he said the image of
the Indian courts depicted by the
scholar was not so appealing. The
same scholar had referred to the
Indian subordinate judiciary as a
“failing institution". Therefore, the
Bar and the Bench had to work
towards improving the image of
the legal system, Lok Adalaths
and several other concepts had
been introduced to make the legal
system more efficient.

The chairman of the State
Legal Services Authority, Mr.
Justice R. V. Raveendran, was
critical of the boycott calls given
by the Bar Council of India
against the holding of Lok
Adalats. He called upon the
members of Mangalore Bar to
see the other view. If parliament
was forced to the legal system, it
was because of the falling
efficiency of the legal system.

Mr. Justice P. Vishwanath
Shetty called for discussion on the
various provisions of law to make
it more effective. He said that it
was necessary that the members
of the Bar understood that
efficiency and competency should
go hand in hand. Law is a jealous
miswress, and to be successful in
the profession there had to be
single minded devotion to the
profession, he added.

Instruments Act, 1881 "Stop
Payment" instructions by the
drawer - constitute an offence;

In a judgment delivered
during the first week of March
2003 a bench of the apex court
comprising Mr. Justice M. B. Shah
and Mr. Justice Arun Kumar ruled
that Stoping of Payment of Post-
dated Cheques issued by a
person to discharge his debt or
liability accounts to penal offence.

"A post-dated chegue will
lose its credibility and
acceptability if its payment can be
stopped routinely”, the bench
observed. Referring to the
provisions of 138 of N | Act
making bouncing of cheques a
penal offence, the bench said the
amendment was brought forward
with the object of inculcating faith
in the efficacy of Banking
operations and giving credibility to
negotiable instruments in
business transactions. The faith,
which the legislature had desired
that such instruments should
inspire confidence in commercial
transactions, would completely
last if parties, as a matter of
routine, allowed. to interdict
payment by issuing instructions to
the Banks to stop payment of
cheques, the court said.

“If Stoppage of Payment of a
Post-dated cheque is permitted to
take the case out of the purview
of Section 138 of the Act if will
amount to allowing the party to
take advantage of it's own wrong".
the court said.

[0 Sec. 4 of the Karnataka
Education Act, 1983 -
prohibition of private fuitions
by lecturers - held valid;

In a Judgment delivered on
March 11, 2003 the Karnataka
High Court upheld the validity of
amendment brought to the
Karnataka Education Act, 1983 in
1995 prohibiting private tuitions by
Government College lecturers. Mr.
Justice P. V. Shetty While
dismissing the writ petition filed by
H. R. Patrappa a Physics lecturer
in M. V. Government College of
Science, Bhadravathi; said that by
such prohibition fundamental right
guaranteed Under Art 19(1) (a) is
not affected since a lecturer in
service is bound by the narms of
institution if the institution is
recognised or aided by the
Government.
