In a significant judgment delivered on April 10, 2006 a five
judge bench of the Supreme Court sealed the fate of nearly 50,000
daily wage employees in Karnataka after holding that they have
no right to seek regularisation of their employment in government
departments. Not withstanding that several thousand employees
are working in different government departments in Karnataka the
Apex Court set aside the judgment of Karnataka High Court of the
year 1999 by allowing the State Governmrnt appeal.

Justice Rumapal and Justice
Srikrishna both judges of Supreme
. Court of India, retired during May
20086.

The five judge bench headed
by Chief Justice Y.K. Sabharwal
was unanimous in its verdict. The
judgment held that regularisation
of daily wage employees s
dehors Article 16 of
constitution ‘which mandates
equality of opportunity in matters
of public employment.

The posts being held by the daily
wagers ranged from assistants,
typists, gardeners, forest
watchers and nurses.

Before the Supreme Court
the State Government contended
that it was swamped with such
cases and if one person is
regularised the rule has to be
made applicable to all.

"We should do what
we preach®, he said while
speaking at the foundation stone
laying ceremony of the High

about 13,000 judges which has
caused delay in delivering
justice", he ruled. The biggest
litigent in the country being the
government number of cases
coming to the court has

It is appropriate that the Chief
Justice of India should head the
body and at least three senior most
judges of the Supreme Court should
be members. The Law Minister has
to be a member of the Commission.
The difficulties begin with the
membership of the retired Chief
Justice of India. It is not always that
the predecessor and the successor
see eye to eye with each other on

~such matters. It is also likely to

cause embarrassment to both on
account of reversal of rank and
precedence. The objection to the
membership of the three senior
most Chief justices of High Courts
is more serious. The NJSC is
supposed to make
recommendations for appointment
of judges of the Supreme Court
also. Ordinarily all Chief justices of
High Court will be in the zone of
consideration. Neither propriety nor
law permits a person to be a
candidate and also a member of the

- Selection Committee.A.K. Kraipak

vs.Union of India 9 illustrates the
point. What about the Attorney
General? Gone are the days when
the tallest men in the profession
were the natural choice of Law

_ Officers' posts both at the Centre

and States. One has to look at
some of the law officers in a few
States to realise the extent of
politicization of these high offices.

"No doubt the post of attorney

General has been held by eminent
advocates so far. Will this position
continue in future? Indications are
to the contrary. Where to find an
outstanding law academic for the
NJSC? Although the Constitution
permits appointment of a
distinguished jurist as judge of the
Supreme Court, not a single
appointment has been made so far.
To find an outstanding law

academic capable of selecting -

judges for the Supreme Court and
High Courts is not easy. Perhaps
inclusion of more sitting judges of
the Supreme Courts and a leader
of the Bar nominated by the Bar
Council of India would be better,
instead of Chief justices of High
Courts the Attorney General and a
law academic.

3. India

Migration into the country is characterised by the inflows of large
numbers of people from neighboring states. Several wavas of

- tumultuous refugee inflows from neighbouring states have been

coupled with the movement of persons for economic and other "non-
refugee" reasons across porous common borders. Three of the major
refugee movements were in 1947 at the time of partition (7 million

-justice. While rejecting the contention of the petitioner the High Court

from the division of India into India, Pakistan and Bangladesh), in

1959 (around 100 thousand Tibetans) and in 1971 (10 million from
Bangladesh) (see Samaddar 2003). Refugee movements have also
occurred from Sri Lanka, Bhutan, the Chittagong Hill Tracts and from
places like Afghanistan and Myanmar. Besides these "refugee"” flows,
large inflows of people for other reasons across common borders has
occurred for several years and continues to occur to this day. India
shares a 4000 kilometre border with Bangladesh and also shares
common land borders with Nepal, Bhutan and China and also Pakistan
in the west. It is believed that several hundred people cross over the
border to India everyday from Bangladesh, in search of better living
conditions (see Samaddar 2003, Roy 2001). Most of the migrants
appear to be economic migrants, although several of them could fall
within the definition of "refugee" under the Convention. Typica) factors
triggering migration are a matrix of poverty, social unrest, ethnic
violence, and also what might be called persecution. The. trafficking
from neighbouring states into India cannot be forgotten. Indian
newspapers, especially in the North-East, report that Bangladeshi
women and children are paid, tricked, married or kidnapped into
travelling abroad. Many are forced to enter into prostitution or if lucky,
end up as domestic maids in city households. Besides the influx from
Bangladesh, there are inflows of people from Tibet in China, and from
Nepal. In the south, economic migrants from Sri Lanka have also
travelled across the waters in search of better living conditions.
Pakistani migration from the north-west for economic purposes is also
in existence.

The basic statutes that constitute the foundation of what can be
called Migration Law in India predate independence : the Fore{gners
“Act 1946; the Passport (Entry into India) Act 1920 and the
Registration of Foreigners Act 1939. The Passports Act 1967 and the
Citizenship Act 1955 were also passed quite some time ago but still
play their part in Migration law today. The lilegal Migrants
(Determination by Tribunals) Act 1983, the Emigration Act 1983 and
the Immigration (Carriers Liability) Act 2000 can be said to be more
recent legislation. Most of the secondary legislation framed under the
Acts is also quite old but sill remains legally relevant. Paula Banerjee
argues that the basic Indian laws which were drafted in colonial times
by the British grew out of the politics of the colonial power's need to
differentiate and exercise control over populations (Banerjee in
Samaddar 2003 : 69). Generally, foreigners, as in Britain, need "leave
to enter". The basic provisions are somewhat similar. Leave is
accompanied by a permit specifying the period of residence. Visas are
also required for Visa nationals. But, .unlike in Britain, there are no
elaborate categories under which people may enter. A foreigner who
intends to stay for more than 180 days in the country needs to adhere
to the formalities under the Registration of Foreigners Rules 1992.

There are various provisions in the Act to maintain contact with the -

address of the foreigner in India. A certificate of regietration is to be
obtained and absences from registered addresses for long periods of

time are to be reported. Under the laws, leave is required also to -

depart from the country. The Citizenship Act 1955 is similar to the
British system, requiring residence of 9 years out of 12. It is
interesting to note that there is no detailed set of rules regulating the
entry of economic migrants for employment in India, as in the United
Kingdom. .

‘Regarding the issue of asylum and the status of the refugee,
even though-India has not ratified the Refugee Convention, there has
been a large influx of refugees into India who have nonetheless been
allowed to stay in the country. There is no formal process of
evaluating and then admitting these persons. Rather, the Indian

reversed the impugned order and reversed the order of removal to
compulsory retirement. The writ Appeal also did not yield different result.
Before the Supreme Court the State of U.P. contended that initially
lokayukta had sought to appoint a retired officer as an inquiry officer.
However, this was objected to by the respondent on the ground that the
officer was from outside the department. While allowing the civil appeal
filed by state of U.P. The Supreme Court held that "It is true that the
principle of justice is based on two pillars. No person shall be condemned
without a hearing and no person shall be a judge in his own case. It is
however well known that natural justice can be excluded by a statute and
can also he waived. In a case where doctrine of necessity is applicable,
compliance of principles of natural justice shall be excluded”.

“There are many cases where no substitution is possible, since no
one else is empowered to act. Natural justice then has to give way to
necessity, otherwise there is no means of deciding and the machinery of
justice or administration will break down".

Law of torts :

QO Section 1 (A) of the Fatal Accidents Act entitles a married
daughter to seek compensation under permisible heads;

~ In a judgment delivered during April 2006 Justice K. Sreedhar Rao
of Karnataka High Court held that a married daughter is not under
obligation to prove actual dependency to claim compensation as section
1(A). of the Fatal Accidents Act names her as a'dependent. However
the person under section 2 of the Motor Vehicles Act prescnbes a
person who claim compensation only for loss of estate.

A married woman moved MACT by filing a claim petition after

_ mother died in a road accident. The tribunal awarded compensation of Rs.

2,70,000/- with interest at the rate of 6%. The insurer filed an appeal
before the High Court contending she could not have claimed
compensation since she was married and not a dependent of the
deceased. By dismissing the appeal the High Court confermed the award.

Law of Contract :

Q Loss of Indira Vikas Patra - the government is not liable to
compensate;

In a judgment delivered during April 2006 a bench of Supreme
Court comprising justice Arijit Pasayat and Justice R.V. Raveendran
held that Indira Vikas Patras (IVPS) are like currency notes and in case
of loss the government is not liable to compensate its alleged holders.

One Krishna G. Parbetesh Kulkarni filed a writ petition on the ground

that the government is obliged to compensate him for the loss of IVPS
as he had lodged a police complaint in this regard. The writ petition was
allowed on appeal the apex court held that "Just as a lost currency
note cannot be replaced the question of replacing a lost IVP does not

- arise. Rule 7(2) of the IVP Rules, 1986 makes the position clear that

government deals with these matters administratively, without a .

framework of law to back them up, according to domestic and bilateral
pelitical and humanitarian considerations. to be contd...

a certificate lost, stolen, mutilated, defaced -or destroyed beyond
recognision will-not be replaced by any post office.

Law of torts :

Q Liability of the insurer covers compensation to be paid to LR's
of spare driver; ‘

In a judgment delivered during: April 2006 Karnataka High Court
upheld the award passed by MACT awarding compensation to the wife
and Children of a deceased spare driver. Justice K. Sridhar Rao,
however, observed that in case of two claims made, the insurence
company is liable to pay the compensation only if additional premium
is paid in respect of spare driver. However, the award was upheld on
the ground that the Central Motor Vehicles Rules permit employing an
additional driver in cases involving continuous long distance driving
causing exhausition leading to further exposure of the risk of driving.
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Perhaps the country's oldest
case is pending before Calcutta
High Court. This Civil Suit was
filed in 1833 over the estate of
erstwhile North kolkata Zamindar
Raja Rajkishore Deb before the
then. Supreme -Court during
British Raj and after
independence it was transfered to
Calcutta High Court in the year
1862. Zamindar Rajkishore
Chandra Deb died in 1825
leaving a will. After his death one
of his relative's filed the Civil Suit
Challenging some provisions of
the will. Estate of the disceased
testator is administered by the
Court receiver.

The Supreme Court on April
21, observed that no one could
be forced to live saparately
against his or her will in a case
pertaining to a dispute over triple
talaq involving a muslim couple

. of Bhadrak in Orissa. The SC .

also directed Orissa Government
ot provide police protection to the
couple who were forced to live
separately after local clerics
issued a "Fatwa" that they were
divorced even as they wanted to
live together. The husband of
petitioner Nazma biwi
pronounced triple talaq in an
inebriated condition in 2004 but
later realising his mistake
decided to continue living with
his wife and three children. The
wife also consented to this.
