Confiscation of Delhi Magazine Ordered

A division bench of the Delhi
High Court comprising Mr.
Justice Anil Dev Singh and Mr.
Justice O. P Dwivedi directed
during April 2001, the Deputy
Commissioner of Delhi Police
(Crime) to seize and confiscate
copies of the April 16th issue of
the fortnightly magazine wah
India published from the capital
from shops, news-stands or any
other place where the issue was
being sold. After observing that
primatacie case is made out
against Ms. Madhu Trehan.
Editor in chief of the magazine
and four others in a contempt
of court proceeding the court
ordered for issuance of notices
for carrying contemptous report
against the judges of Delhi High
Court. Bar Council of India
through its Secretary Mr.
Suryaprakash Khatri moved the
criminal contempt petition
against the contemners for
publishing a write up against
the judges of the court with their
photographs reflecting on their
integrity. quality of judgment,

depth of basic knowledge,
observance of punctuality,
manners in court and
receptiveness to arguments
advanced in the court. It is
alleged that by publishing the
writeup the contemners had
lowered the dignity of court
and interfered with judicial
process.

The court also asked the
contemners to withdraw from
circulatioin the copies of the
issue. It further directed no one
shall publish an.article similar
to if or any article, news, letter
or any material which tended
to lower the authority, dignity
and prestige of the members of
the judiciary. Surprisingly the
court also put a bar on
reporting of the proceedings of
this case in media in any
manner. Acting on the orders of
the court the crime branch of
the Delhi police suddenly
swung into action and
confiscated 1.20 lakh copies of
April 16th issue of the magazine
from the premises of the press.

Shortage of Judges causing delay

The Chief Justice of India
Mr. Justice A. S. Anand said
that shortage of judicial officers
and non creation of requisite
number of posts in subordinate
judiciary has been causing
delay in the disposal of the
cases. He regreted no scintific
study has been undertaken
about the needs of judiciary
since Independence.
Inagurating the 10th State
Level Conference of judicial
officers in Karnataka and the
Silver Jubilee Function of the
Karnataka State Judicial
Officer’'s Association in
Bangalore on 31st March 2001.
Mr. Justice Anand said that the
delay in disposal of cases had
eroded the confidence of the
people in the efficacy of judicial
stystem. Despite of number of
recommedation by successive
law commissions and other
committees to increase the post
of judicial officers nothing has
been done by successive
Government, he said.

Mr. Justice Anand said that
there were 12,300 subordinate
judicial officer in the country
and proposals for sanction of

" atleast , additional vacancies

are pending. The situation was
not different in Karnataka,

where vacancies were sought

to be created. Urging the Chief
Minister Mr. S. M. Krishna, who
participated in the function, to
look into the matter urgently.
Commending Karnataka’'s
achievement in Information
Technology and Karnataka
High Courts efforts in
computerising all courts Mr.
Justice Anand urged the Chief
Minister to impress upon his
counter parts in other states to
follow suit. Mr. Justice P
Venkatarama Reddy, the chief
justice of High Court of
Karnataka was the guest of
honour at the function, which
was presided over by Mr. . S.
Antin, president of the
Association.

Around the Courts

Q Orissa Land Reforms Act
- married woman not part
of parents family;

In a ruling delivered during
third week of April, a bench of
the apex court comprising Mr.
Justice M. B. Shah and Mr.
Justice K. G. Balakrishnan,
upheld the judgment of Orissa
High Court which had taken
the view that a married woman,
even if divorced and staying
with her parents, cannot be
counted as a member of her
parents family for the purpose
of land ceiling. Mr. Justice Shah
speaking for the bench said a
married woman was an
individual and as per the
defination of the word “family”
given in the Act her-family
would consist of herself, her
husband and their children. If
she is holding land, she would
be regarded as a separate unit
who will have to file a separate
declaration in respect of her
holding and-that of her family
under the Act. The defination
would indicate that a woman
was considered to be a separate
entity having her own
individuality and after marriage
there was no question of
clubbing her holdings with the
family of her parents, the bench
siad.

Q Section 13 of the Hindu
Marriage Act-"irretrievably
broken marriage” cannot be a
ground for granting divorce;

In a judgment delivered
during the third week of April,
a bench of the Supreme Court
comprising Mr. Justice Brijesh
Kumar and Mr. Justice D. P
Mohapatra, upheld the
judgment of Rajastan High
Court which had held that
“relief could not be granted to
the husband by passing a
decree of divorce dissolving the
marriage on the ground that it
had been broken down
irretrievably”. The bench
observed that these terms could
not be used as a straitjacket
formula for granting divorce but
will have to be considered in the
background of other facts

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THE VANISHING ACT

Court fee stamps of smaller
denominations have suddenly
disappeared throughout the
state thereby causing undue
hardship to lawyers and
litigants. Being helpless they are
conferred to affix stamps of
higher denominations for no
fault of theirs. Anti social
elements are also exploiting the
situation to sell the smaller
denomination stamps at a
premium. It has resulted in
financial loss to them. It
appears that the chances of
availability of smaller
denomination stamps in the
near future is bleak.

When court fee is prescribed
the state is bound to supply
adequate quantities of court fee
stamps. Surprisingly, the state
seems to be not bothered about
the non availability of court fee
stamps . of smaller
denominations and apparently
no steps seems to have been
taken by the state to meet the
situation. With a view to

prevent further financial loss to
lawyers/litigants alternative
modes of collecting the requisite
court fee may be introduced.
For a instance franking
machines can be introduced.
Cash payments may be
received in lieu of court fee
stamps. Aggregate court fee
stamps of higher denomination
could be allowed to be affixed
on the basis of valuation
memo.

The state must also formerly
notify the non availability of
court fee stamps of smaller
denomination. steps taken by
it to secure those stamps and
the likely time frame in which
such supply could be ensured.
As a short term measure
alternate modes of collection of
the court fee could be
prescribed without loss of time.
The state cannot allow the
situation to linger on
indefinitely as if it is not

' concerned about the hardship

tfaced by the lawyers/litigants.

WHIMSICAL TIMINGS

For about three decades the
working hours of the
subordinate courts in the state
has remained constant.
However, the latest change
which has been brought about
is done in a most arbitrary
fashion resulting in undue
hardship to the lawyers and the
litigants. Their appears to be
no reason or rhyme for sudden
change. Obviously itself no
purpose in as much as the
duration of working hours
remained constant.

The notification announcing
the change of working hours is
issued in a hurry that to during
summer vacation. As per the
- notification the change of
working hours are expected to
come in force during the middle
of May 2001. No publicity has
been given for such important
notification by going to mass
media and this is bound to
resulting creation of chaos.
How does the High Court
expects the litigant public to
know about the change of
working hours?

Working of subordinate |

courts from 11 hours was a well
thought of arrangement since it
helps lawyers in Bangalore to
attend to the orders matter in
High Court and resume their
work later in the trial courts. As
for as moffusil courts are
concerned it is for helpful to the
litigants to reach the courts by
travelling from their villages and
in some cases by changing 2-3
buses. Obviously, there was
no complaint of any serious
nature requiring a need for the
change of working hours. The
High Court has not thought to
necessary to notify the litigants/
lawyers before had about its
intention to modify the working
hours and the purpose sought
to be achieved by such
modification and seek
reactions, opinions or
suggestions in the matter. Is that
not unfair and arbitrary in
nature? While no one questions
the authority of the High Court
to modify the working hours all
that was reasonably expected
was that the High Court should
have sought the public reaction
before taking the decision.

Judicial activism — use and abuse
A. N. Jayaram, Advocate General

One of the founding fathers
of American Constitution,
Alexander Hamilton said that
the judiciary will always be
weak as it has only “judgment
but no power”. The Indian

wrong.

To mention only one aspect
of that power : Step by
unmistakable step, the
Supreme Court of India has
attained a position where it has
near total primacy in higher
judicial appointments, freed
from executive interference. It
is a remarkable story of a
constitutional institution
evolving itself to.play a role far
stronger and more pervasive
than had been assigned to it by
the framers of the Constitution
of India.

Is the judiciary’s role in
society only to interpret laws
made by the legislature or does
it have a larger freedom where
it thinks that the justice of the
case requires it? How is the role
of a judge perceived—-these
questions have troubled jurists
of many nations.

Hear what Lord Denning,
the celebrated Judge of UK
says:

“Some people seem to think
that now there is a Law
Commission the judges should
leave it to them to put right any
defect and to make any new
development. The judges must
no longer play a constructive
role. They must be automatons
applying the existing rules. Just

think what this means. The law

must stand still until the Law
Commission have reported and
Parliament passed a statute on
it: and. meanwhile the litigant
must have his case decided by
the dead hand of the past. I
decline to reduce the judges to
such a sterile role. They should
develop the law, case by case,
as they have done in the past:
so that the litigants before them
can have their differences
decided by the law as it should
be and is, and not by the law of
the past.” (1)

Lord Scarman, the First -

—Editor

Chairman of the English Law
Commission retorts : “I believe
in law reform be statute, and
preferable by statutes
introduced after full
consideration of the problem by
the Law Commission, or other
body charged with considering
law reform, or the implications
of law reform. Lord Denning
thinks that one can take a short
cut by judicial decision,
avoiding all the parliamentary
delays, and indeed the delays

" associated with a thorough-

going and patient examination
of the problem by a body like
the Law Commission. |
profoundly disagree with Lord
Denning on this” (2)

To which Lord Denning
replied :

“Well, I am afraid the
present trend is that the Judges
shouldn’t do anything new.
They shouldn't alter the law.
There should be no law making
by the Judges. Everything
should be left to Parliament or
to the Law Commission. | take
a completely different view. |
think the Judges alone can deal
with the instant case, to remedy
the wrong in the case which is
before them. If you wait for
legislation you may wait for
years and years and that can't
affect the instant case—only the
future cases.”

Lord Denning reiterated :

“The proper role of a judge
— My root belief is that the
proper role of a judge is to do
justice between the parties
before him. If there is any rule
of law which impairs the doing
of justice, then it is the province
of the judge to do all he
legitimately can to avoid that
rule — or even to change it — so
as to do justice in the instant
case before him. He need not
wait for the legislature to
intervene : because that can
never be of any help in the
instant case. | would
emphasise, however, the word
‘legitimately’: the judge is
himself subject to the law and
must abide by it.”

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Taxing Logic and 80th Amendment
S. R. GOUTHAM, Advocate

When it comes to taxing
statutes nothing can be more
illogical and absurd than the
sales tax laws. Hungry for
money the Government in
power creates fiction stranger
than Munchausen stories.
Whenever it was felt that the
Constitution was stumbling
block for writing this fable, the
Constitution was amended :

Prior to the 46th

- amendment to the

Constitution, the term “sale’” was
defined as follows under the
Karnataka Sales Tax Act, 1957

Sale with all its grammatical
variations and congnate
expressions means every
transfer of the property in goods

(other than byJ way of

mortgage, hypothecation,
charge or pledge) by one
person to another, in the course
of trade or business, for cash or
for deferred payment or other
valuable consideration.

After the 46th amendment
to the Constitution. the above
definition was expanded to
include :

(i) a transfer, otherwise
than in pusuance of a contract
of sale of property in any goods
for cash. deferred payment or
other valuable consideration.

(ii) - atransfer of property in
goods (whether as goods or in
some other form) involved in
the execution of a works
contract. ;

(iii) a delivery of goods on
hire purchase or any system of
payment by instalments

(iv) atransfer of the right to
use any goods for any purpose
(whether or not for a specified
period) for cash. deferred
payment or other valuable
consideration.

Until the 46th amendment,
tax could be levied only on
transfer of property in goods by
way of sale. If there was no sale
there was no sales tax. This
basic concept and basic
philosophy was given a go by
after the 46th amendment. Any
transfer, otherwise than by way
of sale was bought into the tax
net. The second absurdity was

to bring the ‘works contract’
within the ambit of sale. As
every one knows, in a works
contract goods are not bought
as goods. He has no use for
them ‘goods’. If [ place an order
on an air-conditioning firm to
provide air-conditioning in my
building, I am not interested in
buying the ducts, grills.
compressors and motors. [ am
concerned only in the
maintenance of a particular
degree of temperature in my
building. The Firm applies its
engineering skill, its labour, its
design to give me the desired
result. In the process it may use
material or goods. That was
exactly the reason why before
the 46th amendment works
contract could not be taxed.
After the amendment, a fiction
was created that there is transfer
of property in the material or
goods used in the execution of
works contract! Two people
could no longer enter intoc a
contract of their own volition.
Law stepped into create a
fictional contract! Before the
46th amendment, a right to use
any goods was not treated as
‘sale’ and therefore was not
taxed. After the amendment, a
transfer of the right to use was
also brought into the taxnet.

It is apposite here to
examine the definition of ‘sale’
under the Central Sales Tax Act.

Sale
‘Sale’ with its grammatical
variations and cognate

-expressions means any transfer

of property in goods by one
person to another for cash or
deferred payment or for any
other valuable consideration,
and includes a transfer of goods
on the hire-purchase or other
system of payment by
instalments but does not
include a mortgage or
hypothecation or, a charge or
pledge of goods.

It is seen that while under the
KST Act sale also includes sale
by hire purchase and leasing,
what is very essential and goes
to the root of the concept of levy
of tax on sale (under both the
acts) is :

1) There must be a
contract to sell and to purchase

2) There must be a seller
and a buyer

3) There must be a
transfer of property in the
goods.

Sales Tax is leviable on the
sale of goods under both the -
State and Central Acts only
when all three incidents of sale
as seen above exist.

Under Art. 286 of the
Constitution of India, it is
mandated that :

No law of a state shall
impose or authorise the
imposition of tax on the sale or
purchase of goods where such
sale or purchase takes place

(a) outside the state; or

(b) in the course of import
of goods into or export or the
goods out of, the territory of
India

By virtue of the 6th
amendment to the Constitution
w.e.f. 11-6-1956, only the
Central Government was
empowered to levy tax on the
sale or purchase of goods other
than news papers, where such
sale or purchase takes place in
the course of inter-state trade or
commerce. Under S.3 of the
CST Act, a sale or purchase of
goods shall be deemed to take
place in the course of inter-state
trade or commerce if the sale
or purchase :
