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Justice Rajendra Babu
to be the QI

The Government has
decided to appoint Mr. Justice S
Rajendra Babu to be the new
Chief Justice of India. Justice
Babu will take the oath of his
office on May 2, 2004 on which
day Mr. Justice V.N. Khare retires.
Justice Babu will have a short

stint in the office as he retires on.

June 1, 2004. As a judge of the
apex court Justice Babu has been
-a party to several landmark
judgements. After Justice E.S.
Venkataramaiah and Justice M.N.
Venkatachalaiah, Justice S.
Rajendra Babu will be the third
judge from Karnataka to occupy
the highest judicial post in the
country.

Is Mr. Justice -
Rajendra Prasad out

In a significant move the
President of India did not confirm
the appointment of Mr. Justice
M.S. Rajendra Prasad, an
additional Judge of the Karnataka
High Court, as his term of
appointment of two years ended
on April 17, 2004. However, the
President of India was pleased to
confirm the appointment of Mr.

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Bonanza for physically disabled
courtesy : Apex Court

In an unprecedented move the Supreme Court created a Central
Fund for the welfare of the disabled people in which Rs.- 723 Crores
would be deposited annually from the money “lllegally” accumulated by
Banks by rounding off interest rates payable by borrowers. In a
landmark judgment delivered on April 20, 2004 Chief Justice VN Khare
and Justice SB Sinha directed each of the Banks affiliated to Indian

Banks Association to contribute Rs. 50 lakhs to this fund to be managed

by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India (CAG). The Fund to be
managed by a committee of trustees, headed by the CAG as its
Chairman. Other trustees would be the Union Finance Secretary and
Union Law Secretary in their ex-officio capacity.

The Court asked CAG to
recover all the excess amount
realised by the Government by
way of interest tax and interest by

trustees to invest the corpus
amount in such manner which is
conducive for implementing
various provisions of the Persons

the Banks and financial institu-
tions by way of rounding of the
interest recovered from the
borrowers to create the corpus of

-the trust intended to help the

disabled. In a further direction the
court asked the Union Govern-
ment, RBIl, Commercial Bank, and
financial institutions to give all
cooperation and assist the
trustees.

The court also permitted the

with Disabilities (Equal Opportu-
nities, Protection of Rights and full
participation) Act, 1995. The
Union Government is also
empowered to amend the said
Act to provide for the creation of
such a fund and in such an event
the statutory authority will be
entitled to take over the
management of the corpus of the
fund.

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Constitutional Validity of
Securitization Act upheld

In a decision rendered on 8-4-2004 a three judge Bench of the

Supreme Court comprising Mr. Justice V.N. Khare, CJ, Mr. Justice
Brijesh Kumar and Mr. Justice Arun Kumar upheld the constitutional
validity of Securitization and Reconstruction of Financial Assets and
Enforcement of Security Interest Act, 2002 (Act 54 of 2002) in a batch
of Appetls and Transfer Petitions filed by Mardia Chemicals Ltd and
others on the ground that it is in public interest. This Act enables the
Banks and Financial Institutions to takeover the secured properties from
the borrowers/guarantors and dispose of them without the intervention
of the courts for the recovery of dues in respect of secured debts.
However, the Court struck down sub-section 2 of Section 17 of the Act
which prohibits the entertainment of Appeal by the DRT unless the
Appellant has deposited 75% of the amount claim in the notice referred
to in section 2 of section 13 of the Act as invalid, oppressive, onerous,
arbitrary and opposed to all canons of reasonableness. The court also
observed that notwithstanding the bar imposed under Section 34 of the
Act, the borrowers can maintain a suit in a civil court within the narrow
scope and on the limited ground in the matters relating to English
mortgage.

O Recently the Madras High

- Court asked the Tamil Nadu

Government to promulgate an
ordinance to ban the “nauseating
system of Katta Panchayaths” or

~ so called village courts where the

elders take law into their own
hands and hand down judgments
that are often absurd or cruel.
Justice M. Karpagavinayagam
made this observation while
passing final orders on a matter
relating to the punishment meted
out to Mrs. Suganthi, an educated
working woman, for seeking
divorce against her husband
Rajendran. Valayapatti Pancha-
yath near Tiruchi first fined her
Rs. 50,000/- after she rejected its
verdict that she should live with
her husband. It reduced the fine
to Rs. 19,000/- after she
prostrated before the Panchayatt-
dars from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m.
Incidently the Panchayattdars
asked her to handover the
custody of her two children to her
husband within a week. Suganthi
filed a complaint with Musiri
police. The incident came to light
when the husband Rajendran his
parents and Panchayattdars
moved the High Court for
anticipatory bail.
O In a high drama during in
camera proceedings of a gang-
rape case in a Delhi court on
April 13, 2004 Rs. 30,000/- in
cash was recovered from a
person of a 38 year old woman
complainant who had appeared
before the court to tender
evidence. The four accussed
complained to thé Additional
Sessions Judge (Mahila Court),
Delhi that the complainant is
blackmailing them and their family
members to pay Rs. 60,000/~ for
turning hostile. In this connection
a sum of Rs. 30,000/- was paid to
the complainant on the date of
hearing which was denied by the
complainant.

Taken for granted

It is axiomatic that the members of the subordinate Judiciary in
Bangalore are often required to be present in the programmes organised
by the High Court such as swearing in, farewell and functions in which
judges of the apex court or foreign judicial dignitaries participate.
Presumably this may constitute the protocol. However, what is ironical
is that these things are allowed to happen without any prior notice to the
lawyers and litigants. Quite often these sections are taken by surprise
when they notice that the presiding officers are not conducting the
judicial proceedings and they have to rely on the oral information of the
court officials. Many a times there is uncertainty as to the time when the
presiding officers would arrive and resume court proceedings. Is there
no way out for such happenings which directly affects the lawyers and
litigants?

It i€ not uncommon that the High Court and members of the
Executive preach sermons to the lawyers about the need to clear the
backlog of pending cases. Will the practise of requiring the judicial
officers of the subordinate judiciary in Bangalore help the cause of
clearing the backlog or otherwise is the question to be answered by the
High Court. Assuming that the protocol requires such presence, is the
High Court not obliged to notify the lawyers and fitigants about such
disturbances and the possible time of resumption of judicial proceedings
on -any given day? It is apparent that the High Court has taken the
lawyers and litigants for granted while continuing the system.

Disclose the yardsticks

Recently the Karnataka High Court designated a number of lawyer
as Senior Advocates. A section of the Advocates practising before the
High Court for several decades are bemused to know that their names
did not find a place in the list. Naturally it impelled them to make discrete
enquiries as to find out the criteria on the basis of which Senior
Advocates are designated. While there may be several Advocates who
are seniors in their own right quite likely their names might not have
been considered by the committee of the High Court which selects

Advocates to be designated as “Senior Advocates”. As such it is in ;.

professional interest that the High Court publicise the yard sticks
involved in the selection of Senior Advocates. Will the High Court come
forward to announce the yardsticks. This is also essential to remove the
accusation of arbitrariness from the Advocates against the establishment
with regard to the designation of Senior Advocates and the process
leading to such designation. :

Fencing eats the crop

In a bizarre incident during this month 26 out of 28 judges of
Punjab and Haryana High Court applied mass leave to protest against
the Chief Justice of the High Court. In other words they resorted to a
snap strike causing inconvenience to the Lawyers and litigants. Without
going into the causes which compell them to desert the court
proceedings it is ironical that Constitutional functionaries adopted this
means to record their grievances. From now on how can the judges of
the higher judiciary preach sermons to lawy@rs not to go on strikes? Is
the trade union mania has hit the judiciary too?

The court also gave liberty to the trustees to name appropriate
schemes to give effect to the court order and also to approach it for

further directions or orders needed. It also asked the trustees and the -

committee to set up by the Central Government to act in close co-
operation with each other.

This judgement came in the background of an appeal filed by
Indian Banks Association, Bombay against a December 1998 order of
the Karnataka High Court that had askeqr Banks to deposit such money
in the RBI to be debited in the amounis of the Centre. The appellant
having unsuccessfully challenged the validity of Interest Tax Act, 1974
and the RBI circular imposing tax on interest earned by the Banks
befored the High Court of Karnataka had approached the Supreme
Court. The Supreme Court also dismissed the appeal filed by Indian
Banks Association.

In order to protect the

and fauna in the country, India
has passed several legislative
enactments. The Constitution of
India under Article 51A(g) makes
it a fundamental duty of every
citizen to protect the natural
environment. Also under the
chapter “Directive Principles of

State Policy” the constitution lays

down a direction on the state as a
policy, fundamental in the gover-
nance of the country, to endea-
vour to preserve against pollution

.invasion to the environment

(Article 48A).

About 500 enactments have
been passed in this regard in
India which lays down the
provisions for the protection of
environment. In this article, the
focus is limited to the study of the

. penal aspect of some of the laws

which have been enacted with the
sole purpose of protecting the
environment.

The maxim “actus non facit
reum nisi mens sit rea” is a
fundamental of criminal liability
which means that ‘an act alone
does not amount to guilt, it must
be accompained by guilty mind.
To constitute crime there must be
an act preceded by guilty mind or
mens rea. Hence, act and intent
must concur to constitute the
crime. Environ-Offenders can be
defined as “Persons whose acts
or omissions are in violation of
Environmental law, leading to
destruction and ‘deterioration of
Environment.”

Indian Penal Code provides
some of the environment

.executive

protection provisions. Under the
Chapter of “Public Health and
Safety” under sections 269 to 278
considers the acts which likely to
spread infection or acts which
adulteration of food, drugs or
public springs or acts which
makes atmosphere noxious to
health will be punished with an
imprisonment ranging from 3
months to 2 years and also with
fine which ranges from Rs. 500 to
1,000. Further Sections 279 to
289 provides public safety in
respect of offences regarding rash
or negligent driving of vehicle or
negligent acts with any poisonous
substances, machinery, animals
and combustible matter. The
Punishment of imprisonment may
extend to 6 months and with a
fine payable from Rs. 200 to
1,000. Section 290 further
provides for the punishment of
fine of Rs. 200 for the public
nuisance in cases not otherwise
provided for in this code and
Section 291 also provides for the
further punishment for the act of
nuisance which is continued even
after #ssuing an injunction to
discontinue the same.

Criminal Procedure Code
Chapter X B provides for a
comprehensive document on
preventive actions under which
Magistrates _are
empowered to take actions for the
abatement of nuisance. Section
133 empowers the District Magis-

. trate or Executive Magistrate who

is so empowered by the State
Government to remove any
unlawful obstruction or nuisance
from anyway, river or channel
used by the public lawfully; to
prohibit or regulate the conduct of
any trade or occupation or keep-
ing of any goods or merchandise
which is injurious to the health or
physical comfort of the public; the
disposal of any substance which
may occasion conflagration or
explosion; to remove or repair any
building, tent, structure, or any
tree which may fall or cause injury
to the persons, etc; to destroy,
confine or dispose any dangerous
animal. Thus the concerned
Executive Magistrate here can
make a conditional order requiring
the above measures to be taken.

Cyber Laws-An Introduction

Prof. V. Narayanaswamy, Advocate
Cyber Offenders

A complainant may lodge his complaint with the local police station,
which in turn refer it to the cyber police station for investigation. After
completion of investigation the cyber police will transfer papers to the
local ‘police station for prosecution of the accused.

The difficulty of the deficiency is in the lack of cyber educated
personnel. The Investigating agency, the judicial officers and all who are
connected with prosecution and defence, class IV servants to the top
most officer and should be trained in cyber operation using system.
They should be acquainted with the cyber environment. There is lack
of education on the part of users about the provisions of IT Act. Majority
of the users are not aware of the existing prosecution agency for
computer offences. There are only few cases registered under the IT
Act. The Cyber police and the Investigating Officers are engaged in
getting information and co-operation from their counter parts in other
countries for apprehension & prosecution of the cyber offenders.
