O Article21 of the Constitution
- Right to privacy not absolute

In a land mark ruling
delivered on 1st April 2003 the
Supreme Court held that the right
to privacy is not an absolute right

“and the matrimonial court had the

power to order medical
examination of one of the
spouses in cases where divorce
is being sought on health
grounds. While cautioning the
courts not to order a roving
inquiry about a person in a
matrimonial dispute, a bench
comprising Mr. Chief Justice V.N.
Khare, Mr. Justice S. B. Sinha and
Justice A. R. Lakshmanan said" a
matrimonial court has power to
order a person to undergo
medical test".

This judgment came on a
petition challenging a Rajasthan
High Court order upholding a
directive of a matrimonial court
asking the wife to undergo medical
test on a petition for divorce filed by
her husband alleging her to be of
“unsound mind". :

Rejecting the contention that
ordering of medical test would be
violative of right to privacy, the
court said "when there is no right to
privacy specifically conferred by
Article 21 and with the extensive
interpretation of the phrase
“personal liberty" this right has
been read into Article 21, it cannot
be treated as absolute right".

"Exercise of such discretion
would be subject to supervisory
jurisdiction of the High Court in
terms of Sec. 115 of the Code of
Civil Procedure and or Article 227
of the Constitution of India", it
said. The court said that the
matrimonial courts must arrive at
a finding that the applicant had
established a strong -prima-facie
case before ordering medical
examination of the party.

111 advised move

With the advent of April
month State Government
abolished the age old system of
using judicial and non-judicial
stamp papers and stamps with
the avowed objective of
. elimination of fake stamp papers
and stamps. The new system
envisages direct payment by
Cash/demand drafts as for as
judicial stamps and stamp papers

are concerned while franking of

instruments in the case of non-
judicial stamp papers. Hurriedly
implemented system has opened
the pandora's box apart from
exposing the lawyers and the
_ litigants to avoidable hardship. If
this argument is accepted we
have to revert to the barter
system of economy ' since
substantial Indian currency is
counterfeit. Instead of adopting
measures to eliminate fake stamp
papers and stamps the State
Government short circulted the
time tested system of using
stamp papers and stamps by
altogether abolishing the same.
This is an ill-advised move which
needs rectification.

It is astonishing to notice that
the State Government overnight
brought about the change without
knowing the reaction of the

people and the hardship it is likely -

to cause to them. The
amendment bill concermning money
matter was adopted by the
legislature in such a hurry and the
ruling party used its brute majority
of voting in adopting the
‘Amendment Bill. Besides what
guarantee is there that the new
system will not result in
encourageing scams and
consequent loss of revenue to
government. Is this an admission
on the part of the State
Government that it failed to
prevent fake stamp papers and
stamps ? In that event, is the
present State Government should
continue in office ? First of all,
why did the State Government fail
to prevent production and
circulation of fake stamp papers
and stamps worth crores of
Rupees or was it in a deep
slumber ? Will the State
Government guarantee that the
new system of collection of
revenue is a fool-proof
mechanism resulting in no less of
- revenue to the Government ?
These are some of the important
issues to be answered by the
Government of the day.

While there is no doubt that
non-judicial stamp papers were in
circulation resulting in substantial
loss of revenue to the State
Government there is no such
serious complaint with regard to
judicial stamp papers and stamps.
Then what prompted the State
Government to altogether
discontinue the system of
payment of court fees through
judicial stamp papers and stamps.
It is a mystery.

With the change of system it
is not uncommon that long
queues are seen in front of the
offices of the Sub-Registrars for
getting embocement of various
documents resulting in loss of
human resources that too at a
greater financial risk. With regard
to the payment of court fees and
process fees etc there has been
total chaos and the lawyers and
litigants are exposed to severe
hardship. It its well known that the
State Government had failed to
come out with appropriate
alternative, efficacious mechanism
which could take care of the
problems created out of aboltion
of the stamp papers and stamps.
The confusion continues and the
State Government has turned
deaf ears to the wild cry from the
affected.

On rough estimation, it is
stated that around 35,000
persons who were functioning as
licensed stamp vendors and their
accessories numbering on an
average 3 times that number have
thrown out of their avocation
livelihood. It is apparent that the
State Government has thrown its
social obligations to winds and
instead of creating additional
employment potential is adding to
unemployment problem.

By realising its social
concerns will the State
Government rethink the matter
and restore confidence of people
in the efficacy of the system
through which it proposes to
collect revenue apart from
providing smooth facility to the
people to pay governmental
dues ? All reasonable people
would support such rethinking on
the part of State Government.

Governments will always
misuse the machinery of the
law- as for as the state of
public opinion permits.

Another argument is that the
business of the judiciary is not
governance but administration of
justice, and that the engagement
of judges in ideological, legislative
and operational executive
activities not only conflicts with
the docirine of separation of
powers but also impedes the
performance of judiciary's proper
role at a time when the hands are
full with accumulated backlog of
veritable cases.

The critics have overtooked
the point that the judiciary cannot
afford to miss the truism that
when the rights of an individual
are chipped away, the freedom of
all erodes. Though truth is a
dangerous experiment and man is
a bungling investigator, the
solemn oath of the judge is to

cherish the spirit radiant from -

every man, to pursue unflichingly
the quest for truth and to hold
aloft the pennant of honour.

The great tradition of our
Constitution is that it places the
fundamental law above the will of
the government. It is the spirit of
law that keeps justice alive. The
pursuit of justice is not a vain
pursuit of a remote abstraction but
it is a perennial direction for our
daily conduct. In the divination of
the moods of our time, a
compromise between the letter
and spirit constantly guides the
judge to safety. When
bureaucracy does not mend its
ways and the executive fails the
people, when public interest
sufferes and when the people are
at the receiving end, the Court
would become the batileground of
social upheaval. The judge does
not inject politics into judgements
but on the contrary rises above
politics and lifts himself into the
realm of public good and public
interest acting under constitutional
compulsions. Even in entertaining
public interest litigation, the judge
acts within the well-defined
guidelines and parameters
prescribed by the Supreme Court
in its numerous judgments. Not all
P.I.L. cases are admitted and
acted upon indiscriminately by the
High Courts and the Supreme
Court.

Limitations of the State

Our Constitution imposes
limitations on the powers of the
State and the State should not
interfere with the independence of

the judiciary coverty or overtly
directly or indirectly, as otherwise
it would sound the death knell of
democracy and rule of law
envisaged by our Constitution.

The aspiration of freedom
lovers is to keep the law above
the goverment. No government in
the world however perfect can
itself secure justice and freedom
under law for any country. The
real bulwark is the spirit, vigilance
and devotion of the people, a
passion for justice and liberty,
which are freely shared and
deeply felt. A country may have a
great legal system, but it may not
have the monopoly of the sense
of justice. It is the spirit of law and
independence of the judiciary,
which keeps justice alive and
effective. And the Parliament does
not intend to violate the ordinary
rules or morality. This is a
presumption, which is rebuttable
by the Parliament itself.

The Constitution empowers
the judiciary as a body external to
the legislature to examine
legislative acts in the light of
constitutional guarantees. It is true
that the merits of judicial review of
legislative action are hotly
debated. It has been described as
counter-majoritarian and even
undemocratic on the ground that it
permits the highest court to
frustrate the wishes of a majority
of people as expressed by their
elected representatives. The
answer is that a balance has to
be struck between stability and
flexibility. To accord some
measure of recognition to the
interest in stability may be
counter-majoritarian, but it is
certainly not undemocratic if the
interests thus established are
themselves the fundamental
interests in individual's freedom
and equality. This is possible -if
judicial independence is assured.

Democracy is much more
than counting of heads: The truth
is that the freedom and dignity of
the individual can be assured only
by imposing severe and
enforceable limitations on the
freedom of the State. Man can be
free and political processes can in
truth be democratic only when
and only because the State is not
free but accountable. Judicial
review of legislative and executive
action stems from te constitutional
empowerment. It is neither
arbitrary nor whimsical.

grounds like - impotency,
schizophrenia etc - it would be
difficult for a court to arrive at a
conclusion on the correctness of
the allegations without medical
examination, the court said.

O Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 -

Passenger alights from the bus
other than bus stop - Driver can

not be blamed for any
negligence.
On 5th May, 2003 the

Madras High Court held that a
bus driver cannot be blamed for
the death of a passenger
boarding or alighting the bus at
places other than the bus stop. A
division bench comprising Mr.
Justice P Sathasivam and Mr.
Justice S. Sa.dar Zakaria Hussain
passed the order on an appeal
filed by the Metro Transport
Corporation (MTC), Chennai
Division [l, against the 27th April,
2000 award and decree of the
Motor Accident Claims Tribunal.
The bench observed that every"
passanger should board or alight
only at the authorised bus stand.

The Tribunal had awarded
‘Rs. 89,500/- to 50 year old flower
vendor, Radha, who fell from a
bus on March 8, 1995. The MTC
preferred an appeal against the
order stating that the woman was
run over by the left rear wheel
when she alighted from the bus at
a signal point and the driver could
not be blamed for any negligence.

[ Arbitration award - non
observance of contractual
obligations, ground to set aside
the award;

In a major judgment laying
down guidelines for testing validity
of an arbitration award, the
Supreme Court on 21st April
2003 held that delay in delivery of
goods as against the time and
date stipulated in contract could
invite penalties and any award
reaching a contrary conclusion
could be set aside by the courts.
While giving this ruling a bench
comprising Mr. Justice M.B. Shah
and Justice Arun Kumar did set
aside an Award of the Arbitrator
asking Oil and Natural Gas
Corporation to pay back a foreign
firm amounts of $ 3, 04, 970 and
Rs. 15,75,559 deducted by the
Indian company for delay in
supply of casing pipes required
for oil exploration.

The foreign company had
stated that there was a labour
strike in many countries of Europe
leading to a delay in production of
the casing pipes by the lItalian

Firm. ONGC, while making
payments, deducted the amounts
saying it led to delay in
operationalising a project resulting
in national loss. The bench said
that an award could be set aside
“if it is against the fundamental
policy of Indian Law, the interest
of India, justice or morality or if it
is patently illegal".

O sec. 354 (5) of the Code of
Criminal Procedure - mere
young age is not a ground to
desist from imposing death
penalty.

A division bench of the
Karnataka High Court comprising
Justice B. Padmaraj and Mr.
Justice S. R. Bannur Mutt in an
order dated April 17, 2002 upheld
the death sentence awarded to a
25 year old accused in connection
with triple murder. The order
stated : "this was a rarest of rare
case and mere young age is not a
ground to desist from imposing
death penalty. It will be a mockery
of justice if the said penalty is not
awarded"

Shivanna 25, a resident of
Hulikere Village in Mandya District
murdered three men during a
panchayat meeting that was
called to decide the action to be
taken against him for trying to
rape his neighbour.

When the incident of rape
attempt was narrated by the lady
to her husband Srinivasa and
father-in-law, the two decided to
approach the village panchayath
about it. The incident was later
narrated to Srinivasa's uncle,
Kalegowda who promised to take
up the matter in the panchayath.

During the panchayat,
Shivanna stabbed Kalegowda (65)
and two by - standers, Bette
Gowda (45) and Kumar (17) as
they intervened in the fight. An-
other person, Kumara, was also
injured in the bargain. The Addi-
tional Sessions Judge, Mandya
stated that in this case anything
less than a death sentence was in-
adequate. The High Court ob-
served that "it indeed is a rarest of
rare case and the accused who is
just 25 years has mercilessly killed
young and old alike with his blood
thirsty knife. There is no way in

. which such a person can be re-

formed and in our view such
people are a burden to society. It is
true that in a civilised worid, a
death sentence is inhuman but
when a man becomes beast, he
can be deprieved of his life accord-
ing to the procedure of Law".

~Bangalore, April 19 : The
State Government's decision to
ban the use of Judicial and Non
Judicial Stamps was temporary
and discussions were on in this
regard for further course of action,
said the Law Minister D. B.

On 28 April the Law Commis-
sion released a consultation paper
on death sentence. N. M. Ghatate,
member, Law Commission, said
the consultation paper has been
issued as the prevalent mode of
execution by hanging has come for
criticism and many were of the
opinion that it should be replaced
by more humane and painless
