As on December 31 last
year, a Mind- boggling 2.92 crore
cases were pending before the
Supreme Court, 21 High Courts
and the subordinate Courts under
them, according to the first issue
of 'Court News', a quarterly
newsletter published by the apex
court. That the existing courts
are overburdened is compounded

cases still left to be dealt with.
The other High Courts are not far
behind. The Patna High Court
tops the list for vacancies with
22 out of the total 43 positions
remaining unoccupied. The court

has a pendency of 91,580 cases.

Sikkim High Court is the
only High Court to have all three
judges sitting on the bench. It

About three crore cases are pending
adjudication in various courts across the country
even as nearly 3,000 posts of judges lie vacant. In
Karnataka alone, as many as 262 posts of |udges
are vacant of the total 640 and 16,00,950 cases are

still pending in the High Court.

by the fact that there remains
2,886 vacant positions of judges
as on April 14 this year. In Delhi,
the High Court has six positions
and subordinate courts have 123
positions waiting to be filled
where 78,379 and 7,86,464 cases
respectively were pending.

But it is the District and
subordinate courts in Uttar
Pradesh that have by far the
largest number of vacancies with
756 out of an approved strength

| of 2,172 seats lying unfilled.

It is no surprise then that
UP's subordinate courts aiso have
the highest pendency of civil and
cnmmal cases, with 44, 58 861

has the lowest number of cases.
i.e., 42 pending at the end of the
last year. The situation was
slightly better in the Bombay High
Court where only seven posts of
judges were vacant against the
sanctioned strength. 64.3 lakh
cases are pending here. The
Madras High Court too was in a
better position with only nine of
the total 49 posts of judges lying
vacant. The number of cases
pending here was 3,63,551. Even
the situation in the trial courts
was better in Tamil Nadu as only
29 of the total 757 posts of
subordinate judges were unfilled
with only 8.56,048 cases pending.

Sec. 21 of Karnataka Rent
Control Act, 1961- whether a
deserted wife of tenant continuing
in occupation of leased premises-
has right to contest eviction

‘proceeding filed against her

husband;

The deserted wife can
contest the eviction proceedings
filed by the land lord. However it
comes to an end if the husband
gets a decree of divorce. But if
there is provision for residence in
decree of divorce, divorced wife
would be entitled to defend
eviction procedings. A deserted
wife who has been or is entitled
to be in occupation of the
matrimonial home is entitied to
contest the eviction proceding -
filed against her husband in his
capacity as tenant subject to
satisfying the court that the
tenant has given up the contest
or is not interested in coniesting
the procedings and such inaction
on the part of the husband shall
prejudice the deserted wife who
is residing in the premises.
Secondly, this scope and ambit
of the contest or defence by the
wife would not be on a footing
higher or lower than that of the
tenant himself. In otherwords, the
wife would be entitled to raise ali
such pleas -and claim trlal thereon
and no more.

Arijith Pasayat and Justice S.H. Kapadia observed that in a public interest litigation the
~bonafides of the ligants are suspect, the courts may still examine the issue on hand after
considering the seriousness of the public cause by appointing an amicus curiae. It was
further observed under no circumstances can the assistance .of the doubtful petitioner be
sought. The observations were made by the court while disposing off appels which had
raised the legality of grant of government land to a private firm. Rejecting the contension of
the respondent firm the court observed that the cause which is sought to be raised is
important but not credibility of the I|t|gant

Committee was set up by Prime
Minister Manmohan Singh with
avowed objective of speeding the
socio-economic and educational
status of muslims in the country.

The idea of a National Judicial Commission has gained support
from Judges, the Bar, the Bar Council of India, the Law Commission,
academicians and several political parties. In the latest manifesto, the
national Democratic Alliance promises: "We will set up a National
Judicial Commission which will reccommend judicial appointments in
High Courts and Supreme Court!". There are differences about the
composition of the Commission. It is necessary to evolve consensus.
The composition should be such as to command the confidence of all
concerned and the Commission should be able to achieve the avowed
object of making appointments of the highest quality on time and
effecting transfers on objective criteria. Transparency and
accountability should be ensured in the functioning of the Commission.
The judiciary should have more members on the Commission than
others representing the Executive and the Bar. concluded..

LOCATE SCs / STs For -

Union Government has written letters to Chief Ministers and Chief
Justices to .locate persons of scheduled castes, scheduled tribes,
minorities and women suitable for appointment as High Court judges.

Justice Cyriac Joseph, Chief
Justice of Karnataka High Court,
called upon citizens not to
remain passive in the moment of
crisis. speaking in a function
organised by the Transparency
International India on May 20, he
called upon the public to seek
enforcement of their rights. While
confirming that the public has a
right to have good governance he
emphasised that the citizens are
equally responsible for good
governance in a democratic

setup. His lordship remainded that

"You get the government which
you deserve."

Speaking on the occasion

. justice N. Venkatachalaiah,

Lokayukta, called upon efforts to

end corruption. Corruption is now

an international phenomenon, he
said. It is not just administration
or politics but business too which
is mired in corruption, he
elaborated.

The Constitution of India
acts as the basic guarantee of
human rights within the country.
Part 3, which relates to

-"Fundamental Rights" enume

rates the list of basic human
rights that are guaranteed by the
Constitution. Article 13 provides
that laws inconsistment with or-in
derogation of the fundamental
rights shall be void. But several
decisions of the Supreme Court
have held that foreigners are not
entitted to all the rights
guaranteed under the Constitution,
but only some of them. The High
Courts and the Supreme Court is
empowered to issue writs and
orders to enforce the rights
conferred by part 3. In short, we
can view the Constitution as a °
basic source of human rights
which is allowed to permeate and
control the body of other laws in
the country inciuding the laws
relating to migration.

Like the system in the
United Kingdom and in
international law, the Indian law
relating to migration also has to
be viewed as the product of inter
actions between different pieces
of legislation. The migration law

comprising the Foreigners Act,
1946, the Registration of
Foreigners Act 1939 and other
Statutes can be said to stand for
considerations such as "state
sovereignty”, “national security”,
"public order" and so on, Whilst
pressures for the rights of
migrant workers are created by
the Constitution and internatior«l
conventions and customary
international law which may
indirectly affect the system when
judges take them into account to
grant relief to migrant-workers.
Here it needs to be emphasized
that India has had a track record
of giving favourable treatment to
refugees and other migrants even
without a regime of "rights" to
back it up. Therefore,
understanding the welfare of

migrant workers only with a -

framework of rights may well
miss out on other ways of
conceptualizing the welfare of
migrant workers.

Going on to another aspect,
the Indian law of migration has
been characterized by specific
pieces of legislation, either
primary or secondary, significance

as it tells upon the nature of

migration  and especially
undocumented migration in India.
example, there is the
Foreigners (Restriction on
Movements) Order, 1960 and the
Foreigners  (Restriction on
Chinese Nationals) Order, 1992
which relate only to Chinese
nationals. The Registration of
Foreigners (Bangladesh) Rules,
1973 relate only to Bangladeshi
nationals. The Foreigners from
Uganda Order, 1972 and the
Rajasthan Conditions of Detention
(Foreigners Act) Order 1966 are
also directed towards specific
groups coming from certain areas.
The Foreigners (Internment Order)
1962 makes special provision for
the detention of Pakistani
nationals. The Immigranis
(Expulsion from Assam) Act
1950 has been specifically
directed towards. Bangladeshi
immigrants. The lllegal Migrants
(Expulsion from Assam) Act
1950 has been specifically
directed towards Bangladeshi
immigrants. The lllegal Migrants
(Determination by Tribunals) Act,
1983 which supercedes the
Immigrants (Expulsion from
Assam) Act 1950 is again
specifically directed towards
Bangladeshi immigrants. An

overall picture of Indian migration
law throws up .the image- of
“particular pockets of law directed
specifically to deal with particular
situations. Such a picture is
quite different from the one
presented by the immigration law
of the United Kingdom where one

finds standards and rules applied -

across the spectrum in‘a very
general and overll manner. The
reason for this difference in
migration law is obviously
because the nature of migration
itself is different in the two
countries. Whilest migration law in-
India is affected by the
movements of large communities
from neighboring states and
inflows of economic migrants
across porous borders, in the
U.K., migration law is
characterstically affected by the
movement of individuals usually
from far-away countries (see
Giddens 1997). In particular, the
two systems are geared towards
two very different types of illegal
migrant. In the United Kingdom,
the undocumented migrant may
come from lands far away and
encounter a world quite different
to the one he/she has been in :
"the standards of living are
incomparable, the colour of the
.people can be different, as are
the languages: and cultures.
