H.C. reacts to
strikes

A full court meeting of
judges of the Karnataka High
court held on July 24, 2006
growing
tendency among lawyers in
some parts of the state to go on
strike and boycott courts.

The meeting resolved that
neither the chief justice nor the

administrative judge should give

audience to any office bearers
or representatives of striking
lawyers unless the strike is with
drawn and the striking lawyers
attend court.

Sending a tough message
to the striking lawyers the chiet
justice Cyriac Joseph in his letter
written to the president of
Dharwad Bar Association
warned if the strike isn't
witndrawn, it could be seen as
an illegal act as declared by the
Supreme Court.

Further he said that he was
pained by the conduct of lawyers
resorting to strike and boycotting
courts. He clarified that until the
lawyers withdraw. their strike he
won't discuss with them
regarding the setting up of circuit
benches.

Electoral law

Sections 3, 59, 94 & 128 of
Representation of the People Act,
1951 constitutionally valid; A five
judge constitution bench headed by
chief justice Y.K. Sabharwal
dismissed the PIL's filed by some

- former MPs including well known

journalist Kuldip Nayyar and Inderjit
seeking to strikedown amendments
to Sections 3, 59, 94 and 128 of
Representation of the People Act,
1951 as constitutionally invalid on
August 22, 2006 thereby upholding
the constitutional validity of those
amendments dispensing with the
domicile requirement and secret
ballot for elections to the upper
house. 317 page judgment was
unanimous. Apart from CJl-other
judges who constituted the
constitution bench included
Justices K.G. Balakrishnan, S.H.
Kapadia, C.K. Thakker &
Balasubramanyam. The court
rejected the contention that doing
away with domicile requirement
would disturb the federal structure
of the constitution and the concept
of open ballot would defeat the
attainment of free and fair elections.

* "There is no requirement in law
that the person elecied must
possess the same qualifications as
the elector possesses and so there
is no merit in the plea that the
representative of the state elected
by the legislative Assembly of the
state must also be an ordinary
resident of the state just because
the electorate that is electing him
is required by law to be so", the
bench observed. Rejecting the
contention that the amendments
made to Sections 59, 94 & 128 of

to the principles of democracy
based on free & fair elections, the
court said "can't be said that the
concept of open ballot will defeat-

"WHETHER RIGHT TO
INFORMATION IS A RIGHT TO
FREEDOM"?

The Information Act was initially legislated as way back in the
year 1766 in Sweeden and followed the suit too lately in Australia
and to the Indian sub-continent. It may be recalled that once
CHARLES DICKEN a novelist quoted humourously that “law is
an ass amidst an idiot too" does not prevail now in the wake of the
law for transparency and good governance whilst enforcing the
Right to Information Act. In the process, now it is evident that law

| need not necessarily be the proverbial ass as right to provide the

information is like a right of wirining freedom as enshrined in part-
IIl under article 19 (1) (a) of the Constitution. Significantly, the
implementation of the act is still at stake and time has been ripened
to make use of the print and other media to give wider publicity to
display the legislative intent of the Right to Information Actin every
Government departments/organizations in facilitating information
seekers to assert their right. The genuine seekers of information
shall never be deprived of their accrued rights onany flimsy pretext;
as Government agreed in principles that fundamentally citizen has
right to information and such a fairness indeed is now the prime
test of time. The reason being that no Democratic Government
can survive in the gross absence of accountability. If a citizen
knows how the state is functioning, it would certainly to ensure
his protective rights guaranteed under supreme law. No State shall
ordinarily condemn to provide any material information to achieve
the object of this piece of classic legislationto prevent this. Every
Government Department should provide Right to establish
information call with full infra structure to monitor the checks and
balances of the act to do complete justice. This new enactment of
law would also- pave the way to check misconduct and
embezelment by the public officers when put to strict-proof.

Imigration Law - UK & India

From the lastissue

Comprising the Foreigners Act
1946, the Registration of Foreigners
Act 1939 and other statutes can be
said to stand for considerations
such as '"state sovereignty”,
"national security", "public order”
and so on, whilst pressures for the
rights of migrant workers are
created by the Constitution and
international conventions and
customary international law which
may indirectly affect the system
when judges take them into account
to grant relief to migrant workers.
Here it needs to be emphasized that
India has had a track record of giving
favourable treatment to refugees
and other migrants even without a
regime of "rights" to back it up.
Therefore, understanding the
welfare of migrant workers only with
a framework of rights may well miss
out on other ways of
conceptualizing the welfare of
migrant workers.

Going on the another aspect,
the Indian law of migration has been
characterized by specific pieces of
legislation, either primary or
secondary, directed specifically
towards citizens of certain

neighbouring states. This is.

significant as it tells upon the nature
of migration and especially
undocumented migration in India.

For example, there is the Foreigners

(Restriction on Movements) order,
1960 and the Foreigners (Restriction
on Chinese Nationals) Order 1992
which relate only to Chinese
nationals. The Registration of
Foreigners (Bangladesh) Rules
1973 relate only to Bangladeshi
nationals. The Foreigners from
Uganda Order 1972 and the
Rajasthan Conditions of Detention
(Foreigners Act) Order 1966 are
also directed towards specific
groups coming from certain areas.

The Foreigners (Internment Order)

1962 makes special provision for
the detention of Pakistani nationals.
The Immigrants (Expulsion from
Assom) Act 1950 has been
specifically directed towards
Bangladeshi immigrants. The lllegal
Migrants (Determination by
Tribunals) Act, 1983 which
supercedes the Immigrants
(Expulsion from Assam) Act 1950
is again specifically directed
towards Bangladeshi immigrants.

An overall picture of Indian
migration law throws up the image
of particular pockets of law directed
specifically to deal with particular
peoples and particular situations.
Such a picture is quite different from
the one presented by the

Namdakishore, Advocate

immigration law of the United
Kingdom where one finds standards
and rules applied across the
spectrum in a very general and
overall manner. The reason for this
difference in migration law is
obviously because the nature of
migration itself is different in the two
countries. Whilst migration law in

. India is affected by the movements

of large communities from
neighboring states and inflows of
economic migrants across porous
borders, in the U.K., migration law
is characteristically affected by the
movement of individuals usually
from far-away countries (see
Giddens 1997). In particular, the two
systems are geared towards two
very different types of illegal

‘migrant: In the United Kingdom, the

undocumented migrant may come
from lands far away and encounter
aworld quite different to the one he/
she has been in: the standards of
living are incomparable, the colour
of the people can be different, as

-are the languages and cultures. The

undocumented migrant in India
however, is usually from a
neighbouring state he too comes
because .of severe economic
problems. But, the world he
encounters is not that different or
alien to him. Standards of living are
not that different. Very often he finds
himself in the same ethnie or
religious community. The matrix of
sociological, economic, cultural,
political and anthropological factors
that constitute the "pull" and "push®
of migration dynamics are quite
different in the two countries,
accordingly, one sees this
difference reflected in the law as
well.
