Pak SC Validates
Army Rule

Pakistan's supreme court ruled on
May 12, 2000 that under the
doctrine of state necessity, the military
takeover by General Musharraf in
October, 1999 after ousting
democratica"y elected government of
Mr. Nawaz Shariff was justified and
consequently the petition challenging
the validity of the military takeover was
dismissed. However, the court
justified such necessity for military rule
for only three years and directed that
elections be held within three months

period after the completion of three

years. |n a decision strikingly similar to
the one handed over when the
government of then military strongman
Gen. zia-ul hag was challenged, the
supreme court justified the military rule
under the same doctrine of state
necessity. In the present case the apex
court also observed that Gen.
Musharraf had no effective remedy
under the constitution except to
takeover the reins of the state and
there was sufficient evidence leading
to take such drastic step of
overthrowing the civilian government.

Move to set up sc
benches opposed

The full court meeting of the
supreme court held on 24.5.2000
opposed the move of the union
government to set up four regional
benches of the court and opined that
it is not in the best interest of judiciary.

Around the Courts

O Secs 304, 306 and 498-A
IPC - No presumption against
relatives of husband about their
involvement in dowry death cases;

In a judgment delivered on May
1, 2000 a three judge bench of the
apex court comprising Justice G.H.
Pattanaik, Justice R.P. Sethi and
Justice Shivraj Patil held that for the
fault of the husband, the in-laws or
other relatives of the husband cannot

_in all cases be held to be involved in

dowry death cases. The court decried
the tendency of the trial courts of
roping in all relatives of the husband
routinely to be involved in dowry
death cases and observed that if such
tendency is not discouraged there is
likelihood of even affecting the case
of the prosecution against the real
culprits. “In cases where such
accusations are made, the overt acts
attributed to persons other than the
husband are required to be proved
beyond reasonable doubt. By mere
conjectures and implications such
relatives cannot be held guilty of the
offence relating to dowry deaths,” the
court observed, while partly allowing
the criminal appeal filed against the
verdict of Punjab and Haryana High
Court in a dowry death case.
Acquiting the in-laws, brother-in-law
and sister-in-law of deceased Subita
Kumari on the ground of absence of
reliable legal and cogent evidence on
record to connect them to the offence
The apex court however convicted

husband Rakesh Kumar.

; Need for positive thinking

The full court meeting of the judges
of the supreme court held during the
month has opposed the government
proposal for setting up benches of the
apex court outside Delhi. It is noteworthy
that the union government is presently
considering a proposal to set up benches
of the apex court in four regions of the
country. The ostensible reasons given by
the judges meeting is that it would affect
the structural and finandial integrity of the
institution. A country wide debate may
be necessary to ascertain the views of
public before the government can think
of considering the judges opinion which
is in the nature of over reaction to the
issue and statusquoist.

India with it’s vast landscape, one

billion population, diverse manifastations
has sofar depended on the efficacy of the
apex court situated in the national capital
region which is located thousands of
kilometers from the far flung state capitals.
Considering the fact that India is a sub
continent in it's geographical dimension,
the costs involved in reaching the apex
court and securing the services of the
monolithic (or monopolistic) lawyers
fraternity is exorbitant. Majority of the
cases does not reach the apex court
mostly due to these inhibitive factors
coupled with poverty of an average
Indian.

Having considered these aspects
the framers of the Indian constitution
thought it necessary to incorporate article
130 which reads “The supreme court
shall sit in Delhi or in such other place or
places, as the chief justice of India may,
with the approval of the president, from
time to time, appoint.” The recent judges
opinion, to say the least, oligarchic and
opposed to the sprit of the constitution.
Therefore, it is not necessary for the
government to seriously consider the
judges opinion.

The latest proposa| of the union
government to set up benches of the apex
court in four regions of the country
connotes a positive thinking on the part
of the government. The proposal is
intended to ameliorate the problems of
the litigents, both financial and time, in

reaching the portals of the highest judicial

institution of the country. After all the
judiciary is there to cater to the social
needs of the peop|e and not vica-versa.
In this context the two reasons given by
the learned judges in opposing the

government's proposal is unfounded and
unsustainable. India has a qusi-federal
political and legal set up. The current
trend of the political thinking is to provide
more autonomy to the states. That being
the case there is no reason to construe
that the proposal to set up benches of
the apex court in four regions of the
country would affect the structural
integrity of the institution. In the changed
circumstances there is no reason to be
contented with a single supreme court in
the national capital region but the people
have a right to have benches of the apex
court in their respective regions. In many
of the Western democracies like, LS and
Australia for instance, there is more than
one supreme court catering to the need§
of different regions. There has been no
complaints of structural inadequesies in
those systems.- How come India can
legitamately have a grievance about
structural integrity in the light of the
experience of those countries. Complaint
about the loss of financial integrity of the
institution is at best a far fetched defence
to oppose the government's proposal.
As long as the judiciary is accountable
regarding it's finances it is not sensible to
buy this argument. Judges must change
with the times instead of having
preconceived notions about the
institutional integrity. They must think
positively so as to make a judicial
institution accessible to every litigent at
an affordable cost.

Late M. C. Setalvad

to him was not just a piece of advice
for the practicing lawyer - it was a word
to live by. He was precise - at times
so precise after having expressed himself
in a few short sentences he felt there
was really nothing more to be said in
the case. Those who saw and heard
Motilal know that his greatest
contribution as an advocate was the
zxamp[e he set - putting across the best
points in the briefest possible space of
time.

We would like to give our readers
said

autobiography as we feel it may throw

few excerpts from the
some light on our present day
professional life and it may be a
guideline to aspiring young advocates.

“As a member of the profession
of law; and having been, by reason of

my training, thoroughly imbued with

these principles, | pay my humble
tribute to that vast collection of legal
principles evolved in the course of
centuries and embodied in the English
legal system. And yet, it would be true
to say t|'\at, in {aw, as in every other
department of life, there can be nothing
so good for a country or a society as a
development and a growth along its
own indeginous lines. The Framers of
the Anglo Indian codes - Macaulay
and Stokes and. other names famous in
Indian legal history - undoubtedly did
their best to modify and adopt the
standards of conduct implied in the
rules of common law of Indian
conditions. But they did not, and, in
the very nature of things, could not,
build on existing foundations. The
resu|t, g_entiemen, has been, | venture
to say, the imposition on this country
of a-|ega| system, which, in many
respects, is entirely unsuitable to the
habits and minds of the people and to
the economic conditions of this

country .

"This
uninhabited mind and dared to express

great man had an
unpopular views and critical comments,
which provoked sharp disagreement
from others.

Fazal Ali retired in May 1952. He

-had made his mark as very able judge

Such appointments were also bound to
impair the independence of the highest
judiciary. This practice full of danger to
the independence of the judiciary, has,
unfortunately, been tollowed on some
later occasions by appointing sitting
judges to executive offices”.

With regret he has stated about
the current situation of the lawyering
tribe. “The profession as a whole
undoubtedly expanded and gathered
very able recruits. It has also seen
greater opportunities in various new
fields. But it has lost the ideals of public
service which it once* possessed and is
almost wholly centered on self
advancement. Standards of professional
and conduct have fu”y fallen and tax
evasion is freely practised by prominent
seniors. The general malise would seem
to have affected even the administration
of justice. Appointments to judicial
offices are governed less by merit and
more by political considerations and
patronage. There is a substantial decline
in the competence and probity of the
judiciary. The indifference of the central
and state governments to the
importance of the maintenance of
judicial efficiency continuous and timely
appointments of judges and adequate
salaries and pensions for them fail to
receive attention. The growing de|ay5
in the disposal of matters, the mounting
arrears, the inordinately heavy court fees
and the cost of litigation all tend to
expose the administration of justice and

News Panorama

O Running prisons for private profit
has become a burgeoning industry in
USA sustained by large construction
companies, investment bankers,
venture capital funds, security

equipment manufacturers, even food

companies. The Campbell Soup
Company said publicly that the
nation’s prison system was the fastest
growing food service market. Private
prisons charge a daily rate for each
prisoner i.e., between $ 25 to $ 60.
A pay telephone installed at a prison
fetches $ 15,000 a year compared
to about $ 3000 from a regular
streetside phone. The prison phones
charge five or six times more for long
distance calls because they cater to a
captive audience.

O In 1975 Ms. Nazmum Ara
Sultana, the first lady in Bangladesh,
was appointed as an Assistant Judge
in southern port town of Khulya. Until

1974, women were barred from -

entering judiciary in the country. In the

‘year 2000 she is elevated as the first

woman judge of Dhaka High Court.

O  Capital punishment wasresumed
in Texas (USA) in 1982. Since then
9992 executions have been carried
out. The total executions is by far the
highest in the nation.

State Bar Council

O By an interim order dt.
2.5.2000 a vacation judge of the
High Court stayed the operation of
amended rule 8 (i) of the Karnataka
State Bar Council Rules. The
impugned rule provides for seeking
deposit of Rs. 5,000/- from the
Advocates contesting for state bar
council election. Prior to amendment
deposit of Rs. 1,000/- was required.
One B. C. Krishnappa having filed
WP No. 15718/2000 has
challenged the validity of the
impugned rule. Amongst other
grounds the petitioner has contended
that the amendment introduced by the
state bar council had not been
approved by the Bar Council of India

Judicial Academy

High Court, stated that he expects the
constitution review committee set up by
the Union Government would address
issues concerning judiciary including the
financial autonomy.

He also
called upon the judges to maintain
judicious distence from the members of
the bar so as to retain judicial honesty.

M. Justice Y. Bhaskar Rao, Chief
Justice of High Court of Karnataka, in
his speach emphasised the importance
of in house training programmes to
update the knowledge of judicial
officers in the light of revolutionary
changes brought about in the
application of law. He announced that
the United Nations could possibly
invite Karnataka to host the an
International Civil Judges Conference.
His lordship also distributed the
certificates to 29 civil judges who were
resently promoted from the junior
division. Mr. Justice P Vishwanatha
Shetty, President of the Judicial
Academy, in his speach said that a

similar refresher course would be

conducted for all the District Judges in
the first week of June, 2000. The
present course was inaugurated on
April 19, 2000 by Mr. Justice
M.N. Venkatachalaiah, former Chief

Justice of India.

deterrent punishment on rash and
negligent drivers without showing any
leniency. Expressing their deep
concern over the alarming rate of road
accidents in the country the court
observed that “while considering the
quantum of sentence, to be imposed
for offence of causing death by rash
and negligent driving‘ of automabiles,
one of the prime consideration (before
the trial courts) should be deterrence.

The court, while upholding 15
months sentence passed against a bus
driver of Haryana Roadways for
crushing a cyclist to death, said these
drivers deserve no leniency under the
Probation of Offenders Act. “Bearing
in mind the galloping trend in road
accidents in India and devastating
consequences visiting the victims and
their families, criminal courts cannot
treat the nature of offence under Sec.
304 A of the | P C as attracting the
benevolent provisions of Sec. 4 of the

P O Act” the court said.

O  Juvenile offender - Jurisdiction
to try-age of the offender, when he
was arrested is the determining
factor: :

Whether a juvenile offender
should be delt by a juvenile welfare
board or a juvenile court? whether the
age of the juvenile offender on the
date of commission of the alleged
offence or date of arrest should
determine the authority by which he
should be tried were the questions
before the apex court. In a judgment
delivered during second week of May,
2000 a bench comprising Justice
K.T. Thomas and Justice R.C. Lahoti
ruled that a juvenile offender to be
tried by the regular court if he was
arrested after crossing the age of 16
years. The court held that Juvenile
Justice Act would apply .if the
“compentent authority finds the
person brought before it for the first
time to be under 16 years of age (18
years in case of a girl).” The court
noted that “neither the definition of
juvenile nor any other provision
contained in the Act specifically
provides the date by reference to
which the age of a boy or gifl has to
be determined so as to find out
whether he or she is a juvenile or not.”

The Judgment of India’s Supreme Court on
" the Constitutional Validity of the TADA Acts

Fali S. Nariman

The twin objectives of every
civilized criminal justice system are,
first, ensuring the conviction of the
guilty, and, second, avoiding
conviction of the innocent. The
integrity of the criminal justice system
in any country is a higher objective
than the conviction of a guilty person.

The Anti Terrorists Acts (1984,

1985 and 1987), and the

indiscriminate manner in which they
were administered, led our citizens to
question the integrity of India’s criminal
justice system. A few of them carried

the question into the courts by way -

of constitutional challenge; un-
successfully, as it has now turned out.

On 11 March 1994, seven
Justices of the Supreme Court of India

assembled to deliver their respective
judgments in the TADA cases.

Hearing the majority judgment,
| could not but help dismally recalling
ADM Jabbalpur, (AIR 1976 SC
1207). In impact and effect, ADM
Jabbalpur was to Indian jurisprudence
what a hundred years before, the
Dred Scott decision (the notorious
slavery case) was to become in
American legal-lore. Scholars in the
United States consider Dred Scott
(Scott vs. Sandford-60 US 393 -
1957) to be the worst ever rendered
by the US supreme court. It stands as
a model of censurable judicial craft and
failed judicial statesmanship proclaims
the (newly published) Oxford
Companion to the supreme court of
the United States. Dred scott was
decided by a mejority vote of 7:2:
Chief Justice Taney speaking for the
court, with Justices Curtis and
Maclean dissenting. |t is said that
when twenty-five years later, Justice
John Harlan wrote his blistering
dissent in the civil rights case (1883),
he wrote it with the very pen and
inkwell that Chief Justice Roger Taney
had used when composing the opinion
of the court in the slavery case. Whilst
the majority (in the civil rights case)
struck down key provisions of the Civil
Rights Act of 1875, Justice Harlan
maintained that segregation in public
accommodation was a "badge of
slavery” which congress could

constitutionally outlaw under the
enforcement section of the Thirteenth
Amendment. His own approach to
statutory construction was expressed
in his minority opinion:

It is not the words of the law but
the internal sense of it that makes the
law: the letter of the law is nobody;
the sense and reason of the law is the
soul.

Later, in Plessy Vs. Fergusson
(1896) Justice Harlan again
dissented - he set his face against the
majority that advocated separate but
equa| treatment for Alrican-
Americans. Harlan died in 1911.
Years later, when the Warren Court
overruled Plessy - in Brown vs. Board
of Education (1954) - it was Justice
Harlan's dissents that were seen as the
more honourable face-saving past for
the US Supreme Court | Harlan was
vindicated - but only posthumously!

All of this (and more) quickly
passed through my mind when | heard
the judgments read in the court on the
11th March - upholding the
constitutional validity of the TADA
Acts. Since then, | have seen the
written word. | find that there is much
to applaud in the minority opinions of
two Justices: K. Ramaswamy and
R.M. Sahai. But alas, to what end?
They too may be posthumously
vindicated - but (going by current
