O Article 129 of the
Constitution of India - Use of
a fabricated order for the
purpose of benefiting
amounts ro
contempt of court ;

A bench of the Apex Court
comprising Mr. Justice G. B.
Pattanaik and Mr. Justice B. N.
Agrawal, ruled that use of a
fabricated court order for the
purpose of conferring some
benefits on'a group of students
by way of compelling the State
Government to hold an
examination by itself amounts

- to pollute the course of justice
-and must be held to be a grave

act of contempt. Delivering the
judgment on a contempt
petition on May 4, 2001 the
bench said that "The sole object -
of the court wielding its power
to punish for 'Contempt’ is
always for the course of
justice’
(remaining pure) and "nothing
is more incumbent upon the
course of justice, than to
preserve the proceedings from
being misrepresented nor is
there anything more pernicious-
when the order of the court is
forged and produced to gain
undue advantaye”. The bench
held that both the secretary of
a private Sports College of
Yavatmal (Maharashtra) and an
employee of the Nagpur bench
of Bombay High Court to be
guilty of criminal contempt and
sentenced each of them to six
months imprisonment. '

FREQUENT CHANGES NEEDED

Often comments are heard
in the Bar room that survival of
lawyers on the criminal side
depends on the pleasure of the
court constable. More or less
this grouse has proved to be
true in respect of young
lawyers. Quite often it is the
police constable who entrust a
case to the lawyer be it seeking
bail, release of seized property
or other petty cases. The court
constable achieves this position
over a period of time because
of his continuous assignments
of the court work by the
concerned police station. This
situation could be prevented by
the police department if the
constables assigned with the
court work are quite often
changed.

These court constables
have also developed vested
interest with regard to service
of process, execution of
warrants, securing of presence
of prosecution witnesses,
furnishing reports from the
police station etc., thereby
helping or delaying the court
proceedings depending on the
approachability of the litigants.
Frequent changes in the posting
of constables to courts could
prevent such mischiefs. It is
hoped that the Higher
Authorities 'in the Police
Department would take
immediate action in this regard
and thereby help the cause of
justice.

AVOIDABLE ORDEAL

Second Additional Family
Court in Bangalore located in
the first floor of City Civil Court
complex is not ideally situated
in as much as persons intend
reaching court hall have to pass

_through the crowd outside the

-sessions court (CCH No. 2 and
CCH No. 3) of whom substantial
numbers are the under trials
and the gun/rifle trotting police
wallhas holding the former in
hand cuffs/chains. Apart from
them the crowd also comprises
few lawyers and the ralatives/
associates of the undertrails.
The whole scene prevailing is
not congenial to the women folk,

quite often accompanied by
children, who have cases
before this family court.
Needless to state that it has
resulted in some kind of
revulsion amongst the fair
section of litigants who are to
attend this family court. By
compulsion these women and
children reach the court hall
after passing through the
crowded corridor in front of the
sessions court. Will the
authorities take pains to
relocate this family court hall
elsewhere so that the litigants,
particularly women & children
need not face this ordeal?

Undue Burden

Courts and quasi judicial
authorities are required to supply
certified copies to the litigants.
Certain fee is levied for this
purpose based on the possible
expenses which may be incurred’
for the preparation of certified
copies. Perhaps no one would have
expected that this process could
be used as a source of earning
additional revenue. The High Court
of Karnataka is collecting fee of
Rupees three per page for
supplying the certified copies to
the litigants apart from the fact that

minimum of Rupees fifteen is
collected een when the certified
copy s less than five pages.
Needless to state that this is
causing avoidable financial burden
on the litigani$ and the same is
requied to be reddressed without
delay. At the same time, the High
Court aiso is expected to notify the
litigants the rationale of collecting
such exhorbitant fee for this
purpose. Hope that the litigants
would find an early response from
the High Court. s}
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from the last issue

The famous Justice Cardozo of
the United States, views that
judges do interpret the law and in
the process, also make it,
although as he calls it
“interstitially-to fill up gaps. He
indicates the limits within which
judges must work :

“l do not mean, of course, that
judges are commissioned to set
aside existing rules at pleasure in
favour of any other set of rules
which they may hold to be
expedient or wise. | mean that
when they are called upon to say
how far existing rules are to be
extended or restricted, they must
let the welfare of society fix the
path, its directions and its
distance”

The learned Jurist is also

conscious of the fact that every
Judge has a philosophy of his own
which guides him in finding
solutions to legal problems
presented before them. To quote
him:;

“We are reminded by William
James in a telling page of his
lectures of Pragmatism that every
one of us has in truth an underlying
philosophy of life, even those of
us to whom the names and the
notions of philosophy are unknown
or anathema. There is in each of
us a stream of tendency, whethe r
you choose to call it philosophy or
not, which gives coherence and
direction to thought and action.
Judges cannot escape that current
any more than other mortals. All
their lives, forces which they do
not recognize and cannot name,
have been tugging at them—
inherited instincts, traditional
beliefs, acquired convictions; and
the resultant is an outlook on life,
a conception of social needs, a
sense in James'’s phrase of ‘the
total push and pressure of the
cosmos, which, when reasons are
nicely balanced, must determine
where choice shall fall. In this
mental background every problem
finds its setting. We may try to see
things as objectively as we please.
None the less, we can never see
them with any eyes except our
own” '

Though the founding fathers
placed the judiciary on a high
pedestal, engrafting many
provisions which fully safeguarded
judicial independence, they did not

think that the power of judicial
Review was sacrosanct to such an
extent that it constituted the sole
measure of legality. In fact they
took away exercise of such review
in some matters eg: Articles
103(1), 136(2), 329(a), etc.

This approach was the
reflection of the approach of
Justice Homles of United States
Supreme Court when he said :

“I do not think the United States
would come to an end if we lost

- our power to declare an act of

Congress void” (3) — Justice
Holmes — collected papers.

The scheme of our Constitution
makes distribution of powers
amongst the Executive,
Legislature and the Judiciary. Each
organ is supreme within its
allocated sphere and none can
encroach upon the territory of the
others. In fact if other organs
overstep their limits, it is the
judiciary which is approached for
dealing with such transgression. If
Courts themselves act beyond the
powers assigned to them under the
Constitution, who can maintain the
constitutionally imposed limits?

The peculiarly important power
and role of the judiciary would
require it to exercise its powers as
not to transgress its limits.

The growth of the power and
ascendancy of the judiciary in

India and the awesome power it
has acquired over the decades is
a fascinating story. Endowed with
the power of Judicial Review and
using the tool of Public Interest
Litigation (PIL) the judiciary has
reached today a position of
unquestionable strength and power
over the other organs.

Beginning with only the power
to declare void even constitutional
amendments carried out by a
people’s Parliament, the judiciary
went on to extend the scope of
power it could wield by forging
concepts of which the “basic
features” is the most dominant.
Though there is no unanimous
agreement as to what these are,
Judicial Review is considered one
and with the power so conferred
upon it the Court system, the
Judges have played an edifying
part in transforming the role which
the judiciary plays going far beyond
the limits of being mere
adjudicators of law. The range of
such power wielded by the Superior

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TAXING LOGIC AND 80th AMENDMENT

1) There must be a contract to
sell and to purchase.

2) There mustbe a sellerand a
buyer.

3) There must be a fransfer of
property in the goods.

Sales tax is leviable on the sale
of goods under both the State and
Central Acts only when all three
incidents of sale as seen above
exist. :

Under Art. 286 of the
Constitution of India, it is
mandated that:

No law of a state shall impose
or authorise the imposition of tax
on the sale or purchase of goods
where such sale or purchase takes
place.

(a) outside the state; or

(b) in the course of import of
goods into or export of the goods
out of the territory of India.

By virtue of the 6th amendment
to the Constitution w.e.f.
11-6-1956, only the Central
Government was empowered to
levy tax on the sale or purchase
of goods other than news papers,

where such sale or purchase takes

place in the course of inter-state
trade or commerce. Under S.3 of
the CST Act, a sale or purchase
of goods shall be deemed to take
pface in the course of inter-state
trade or commerce if the sale or
purchase:

(a) occasions the movement
of goods from one state to another;
or

(b) is effected by a transfer of
documents of title to the goods
during their movement.

What is important to notice is
that the inter-state movement of
goods must have been occasioned
by 'sale' or ‘purchase’. And on
such sale or purchase occasioning
inter-state movement of goods
Central Sales Tax is levied u/s 8
of the CST Act.

In otherwords no tax can be
levied on every inter-state
movement of goods unless such
movement has been occasioned
by 'sale’ or 'purchase’. Very often
goods are moved by a
manufacturer/ dealer from one
state to his own branch in another
state for the purpose of stock and
sale, in such other state. Not even
by a cruel stretch of imagination it
can be said that the dealer has
sold the goods to himself (!)
occasioning such interstate
movement of goods. Such
interstate movement is not
exigible to levy of Central Sales
Tax as the sales tax laws stand
to-day, the reason being the
'movement' has not been
occasioned by 'sale’ or 'purchase’
as contemplated u/s 3 of the CST
Act. All the same a dealer who

transfers goods from one state to
another is required to obtain a
declaration in Form 'F' from the
transferee branch evidencing the
stock transfer. Such forms are
required to be filed by the transferor
branch along with its annual
returns and the value of goods/
stock transferred is deducted from
its total turnover. The transferee
branch in the other state collects
local sales tax on its sale within
that state.

Such interstate movement of
goods is an essential and
necessary concomitant of
interstate commerce.

It may not be out of place here
to refer to levy of sales tax on
electrical energy, once again under
the fictional assumption, that
energy is goods and that property
in such goods can be transferred.
But there is a difficulty here. If the
energy is produced and delivered
within the state, local sales tax is
applicable. But in these days when
the state is connected to the
national grid, what is the tax and
what is the rate of tax leviable on
the supply of energy from across
the border of the state?

The concept of federalism is
unity in diversity. Though for
reasons of administation every
state is a separate entity, all
federating states are an integral
part of the Union and nothing shall
be done which has the effect of
eroding in the slightest degree this
oneness and togetherness of the
nation. There already exists
various interstate disputes such
as sharing of river water, border
disputes, linguistic disputes which
require to be resolved amicably
and expeditiously to foster,
strengthen and sustain the sense
of brotherhood amongst all people
living in the federating units.

It is in this context, the
Constitution 80th Amendment Bill
providing for levy of Central Sales
Tax on interstate movement of
goods occasioned other than by

way of sales or purchase, will have

to be critically viewed.

The Constitution (80th
Amendment Act) 2000 was passed
on 9th June 2000. It provide as
follows:

In Art. 269 of the Constitution,
for Clauses 1 & 2 the following
clauses shall be substituted,
namely:

(1) Taxes on the sale or
purchase of goods and taxes on
the consignment of goods shall be
levied and collected by the
Government of India, but shall be
assigned and shall be deemed to
have been assigned to the States
on or after 1-4-1996 in the manner
provided in Clause (2)

What are the factors which led
to a situation where the judiciary
is engaged in a manner of
speaking in the gevernance of the
country? :

Over the decades after
independence, the political parties

standards for

and the bureaucracy have reached
such levels of corruption and
inaction that they have, to a large
extent, abdicated their respective
responsibilities. When the
Legislature does not legislate ina
responsive :manner and the
executive fails in effective
implementation of the law and the
performance of its duties, the
judiciary could not sit passive and
had to step into the vacuum. As
the guardians of the people’s
liberties, they felt the compulsion
to play a creative role in socialite
matters and make their own
contribution to the fulfilment of the
preambular promise under the
Constitution. When the legislature
who had been the repository of
powers under the Constitution as

the protector of the people’s rights .

and liberties, failed, the judiciary
was forced to keep its check on
errant politicians and
Governments.

When the very foundation of the
Constitution was laid on the basis

“that the states would measure up

to the constitutional
responsibilities and the executive
branch would function in a manner
accountable to the legislature and
these pillars of support gave way,
the judiciary felt it its plain duty to
deal with the situation and prod into
action the organs that had failed.

Thus, Judicial Activism is not
a role which the Courts assumed
with elan or with a view to tilt at
the administration but to maintain
the constitutional values in a
society in discharge of what is
perceived to be a duty plainly laid
upon it by the Constitution. (to use
the words of Patanjali Shashtri
CJI) :

In extending this power of
Judicial Activism, the Court was
assisted by two developments for
the strengthening of which the
Courts themselves were
responsible :

a) dilution to the point of
extinction of the locus standi
principle and opening the doors
wide for any litigant to approach
the Court system, even without a
properly drafted petition and
complying with any procedural
requirements {even the sending of
a post card could start action).

b) Examining "~ any
oppressive action solely for the
point of reasonableness.
