Special Courts

The State Government will
set up three more special courts to
try cases of atrocities on SC/STs
at Tumkur, Mandya and Bellary. Six
special courts at Kolar, Belgaum,
Gulbarga, Mysore, Raichur and
Bijapur had been set up and the
Karnataka Chief Justice had given
his consent to set up three more
courts.

Gulbarga topped the list of
Dalit atrocity cases with 432
cases. Tumkur recorded 461
cases, while Bellary and Mandya
recorded 265 and 207 cases
respectively. The lowest number of
Dalit atrocity cases were reported
in Dakshina Kannada District.

CPC Amendments

The Union Governmenj has
notified that the code of Civil
Procedure (Amendment) Act, 1999
(Central Act No. 46 of 1999 as
amended by Central Act No. 22 of
2002) and the code of Civil

A barbiturate called
thiopental sodium, better known
as sodium pentothal, generally
used as an anesthetic during
surgery.

In
milder doses, patients become
very communicative and share
their thoughts without hesitation.
Despite its nickname, it won’t
make a person tell the truth
against his will. The recipient
loses inhibition and therefore
might be “more likely” to tell the
truth.

Banned under international
law, in 1999, the UN called the
use of the truth sefum as ‘orture’
since it meant “physical abuse to

Read
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Family Court for
Every District

The family courts in the
country disposed of 1,54,513
cases in the last three years and
keeping in view the quick disposal
of cases, the centre is expected
to set up more family courts
which will reduce the burden of
pending cases in subordinate
courts to some extent.

At' present there are 96
family courts functioning in the
country adjudicating amicably,
without the: formal help of lawyers,
family disputes relating to
. marriage, maintanance of children

parliamentary committee on
empowerment of women had
suggested increasing the number
of family courts, to at least one for
each district. Following this, the
Centre has addressed the states
to take steps to set up family
court in each district for which
50% funds will be provided by the
Centre, Rs. 10 Ilakhs for
construction of each court room
and judge’s residence and Rs. 5
lakhs for annual running
expenses.

Change with the time

The amended Civil
Procedure Code will comes into
force on July 1, 2002. Drastic

amendments have been brought

to the code of Civil Progedure,
1908 by the Amendmerit Acts
‘with the avowed object of bringing
expediency in the disposal of civil
cases. There can be no objection
with regard to the obejctive
sought to be achieved by the
legislature.

However, during the early
part of year 2000 there was
country-wide agitation, mostly by
the lawyers fraternity, against
bringing into force the code of
Civil Procedure (Amendment) Act,
1999. The Union Government had
to backtrack its intended move to
notify the proposed date of
bringing into force the
amendments in the light of the
measure of protest. The lawyers
fraternity had mainly contended
that the proposed amendments
would curtail the effective rights of
litigants in properly articulating
their cases before the courts. Not
withstanding that the Amendment
Act of 1999 had received the
assent of the President of India
the Union Government had to
review several provisions of this
Amendment Act in the light of
opposition from the lawyers
fraternity. This indeed proved to
be a victory for the lawyers
community in as much as the
government of the day is forced to
postpone the notification of the
appointed date but also to enact
the code of Civil Procedure
(Amendment) Act, 2002.

A comparative study of the
Amendments brought about in the
years 1999 and 2002 shows that
the original amendments sought
to be introduced by the earlier
Amendment Act is considerably
whittled down by the code of Civil
Procedure (Amendment) Act,
2002. In this sense the rigour of
several provisions of the
Amendment Act, of 1999 is
considerably wetted thereby
bringing about a balanced
approach.

“The code of Civil Procedure,
1908 as amended by the
Amendment Act of 1999 and the
. Amendment Act of 2002 is an
improvement over the original
enactment. As stated, the
changes are necessitated to
reduce the bottlenecks involved in
disposal of the civil cases and

thereby effectively reducing the
lifespan of litigation. In this view
the Amendments are welcomed.
However, if the Amendments per
se result in taking away the rights
of parties to the litigation to
effectively putforth their cases
then such irritants requires to be
removed. It is only after the
Amendments are put into practice
we would be in a better position
to judge the demerits. In this
sense let us allow the new code
to work for a reasonable length of
time, find out its shortcomings
while in action and thereafter
represent to the concerned about
the drawbacks.

Reflections on Cauvery Dispute

In case, intra-state rivers are
to be construed as covered by the
expression "inter state river", entry
17 of the State List in Schedule VII
of the Constitution referring to
"Water supplies, irrigation and
canals...." would be robbed off
most of its contents rendering the
State entry virtually illusory. None
of the land locked states like U.P,,
Bihar, Assam and M.P. would be
left with any river for legislation/
executive work under entry 17, in
as much as the intra state rivers
therein join the inter-state, nay
international river Ganga. This
shows that adopting rule of
harmonious construction, it has to
be held that inter-state river does
not cover intra-state rivers.

Consequently the jurisdiction
of the Cauvery Tribunal formed will
have to be confined to the inter
state river Cauvery only. It cannot
adjudicate on the water of its
tributaries like river Hemavathi
Yagachi and so many other intra
state tributaries. However, having
regard to the fact that the Tribunal
has ignored this fundamental point
and assumed jurisdiction over the
intra-state tributaries of river
Cauvery, the tribunal's interim
order is a nullity and it is
unnecessary to go into further
details. Even the final adjudication
of the Tribuna! will have to be
confined to the "water of" and
“water in" Cauvery only.

Hence, the reference

-encompassing the waters of these
intra-state rivers t0o, is per-se bad
in law. As the reference made is
composite one and inseverable,
the formation of the Tribunal itself
is bad’in law.

At any rate the Tribunal acted
erroneously and  without
jurisdiction in passing the interim
award by assuming jurisdiction
over the intra state tributaries of
river Cauvery and prohibiting the
Government of Karnataka from
executing work.

Of course, not withstanding
the fact that Sec.4(4) of the River
Boards Act tries to bring in within
its fold the tributaries of inter state
rivers, having regard to the
wording of Article 262 and Entry
56 of Union List which give
mandate to Parliament to legislate
only on inter-state rivers, the
power cannot be extended by
Parliament or by the Central
Government by issuing a
notification under Section 4(4) of
the Act, so as to cover intra state
rivers. The extension fo cover intra
state rivers would be invalid as
explained earlier.

The bar of jurisdiction of
Supreme Court and other courts
enacted under Section 11 of the
Inter-State Water Disputes Act
cannot be a bar when the
Constitutional validity of the Act is

challenged on the ground that it
traverses beyond Article 262 and
entry 56 of the Union List as well
as entry 17 of the State list.

To sum up, the formatien of
the Cauvery Tribunal and the
reference made to it, in violation of
Sec.8 of the Inter-State Water
Disputes Act is bad in law and void
ab-initio. The assumption of
jurisdiction over the intra-state
rivers by the Central Government
and by the Tribunal is also perse
bad in law as a case of exceeding
jurisdiction. Consequently the bar
in Sec.11 of Inter-State Water
Disputes Act is not attracted and it
is open to a court to declare the
infirmity, annual the reference, and
quash the proceedings.

BC Suspends
Errant Advocates

Karnataka State Bar Council
suspended the practising rights of
some advocates by suspending them
from the roll on charges of
professionai misconduct. Some of the
recent cases included advocates
taking money from the client but not
filing a suit, impersonating the client,
striking secret deals with the opposite
group and refusing to part with
documents in the event of the client
deciding to change lawyers. These
cases have been highlighted in recent
judgments of the Bar Council
Disciplinary Committee.

One of the cases involved a
Kundapur based advocate filing a suit
without instructions from the client,
who then requested that the case be
withdrawn for filing a fresh suit. The
Advocate impersonated the client and
got the suit dismissed as an “out of
court settlement”. when the Bar
Council issued notice to the Advocate,
the Advocate never filed objections.
The State Bar Council suspended the
Advocate from the roll for a year.

Another case 'is that of a
Bangalore based Businessman who
hired an Advocate to issue a notice to
the offender in a cheque bounce case.
But the cheque lapsed as the
Advocate failed to issue the notice
within 15 days from the date of refusal
of the cheque. The Bar Council
suspended him from practising for a
year.

Another Bangalore based
Advocate was hired to file a suit
against a firm for recovery of a sum.
The client paid the court fee to the
advocate, who failed to file a case. The
Advocate got a two year suspension.
In another case, a landlord hired an
Advocate to get his rental arrears
deposited in the court. When the
Advocate refused, he was suspended
for one year.

All this follows sec. 35(3) of
Advocates Act which provides for a
right to reprimand or suspend the
Advocate from practice for a period
deemed fit or remove his name from
the state roll of Advocates.
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Memorial to
Mitakshara jurist

Vignaneshwara, medieval
India’s foremost jurist, an authority
on Hindu Nyayashastra, is relevant
even today for his most seminal
and celebrated work, Mitakshara,
a treatise on the Yagnavalkya
Smruthi. It is considered as the

. most authoritative tract on the
Yagnavalkya Smruthi for its simple
and humanitarian interpretation of
complex laws. The Yagnavalkya
Smruthi itself is reckoned to be the
second most important in the
series of Smruthis after the Manu
Smruthi, all of which lay down the
code of life for man in the Hindu
world view.

The village called Marthur in
Chittapur taluk situated about 17
kms. south-east of Gulbarga is all
set to become an unforgettable
landmark as'a national memorial in
honour of Vignaneshwara will be
built there. Marthur was choosen
as it was Vignaneshwara’s
workplace, according to an edict
found in a temple there, though he
was born and raised at Masimadu
in Bhalki taluk of Bidar district.

The Marthur temple edict
says that whenever Emperor
Vikramaditya VI of the Chalukya
dynasty bowed his-head to salute
Vignaneshwara. the aasthan
pandit in his court, the ruler’s
diamond studded crown would
touch the feet of the genius.

The
ghostly incident happened on
June 9 when Tanoji Rao was
returning home from Davanagere
on his bike along with wife
Sujatha. Two strangers who
followed them on a motorbike
stopped Rao and attacked him.
Though the wife raised alarm a
passing autorickshaw did not stop.
By the time a KSRTC bus
approached, Rao was lying in a
pool of blood. He died on the way
to hospital.

State Bar Council

The Karnataka State Bar
prefers to set up
committees in each district {o look
into sexual harrassment cases.
The Supreme Court judgment of
1997 rules that every workplace is
expected to set up a complaints
committee to inquire into cases of
sexual harrassment against
women. With practically no
tangible outcome of this ruling,
the Bar Council of India (BCI) has
directed every state bar council to
constitute committees to inquire
into such cases.

The direction has been
initiated by the National
Commission for Women (NCW),
which now attempts to further the
implementation of the Supreme
Court guidelines and also to
assess the extent to which the
guidelines have been implemented.
While it is said that only a handful
or organisations have set up
committees to inquire into
complaints of sexual harrassment,
committees which will now be set
up by the bar councils are
expected to ensure that SC ruling
is not viclated henceforth.

“This would ensure that
individual complaints could be
dealt with ‘effectively. The
committee would be headed by a
woman and at least half of its
members will be advocates”,
Chairman of State Bar Council; V.
T. Rayareddi said.

The district committee will
report to a state committee, which
will make policy decisions on the
functioning of these committees.
The state committee of bar
councils of every state will in turn
submit a feedback report to NCW
on the code of conduct on each
case. The NCW is in the process
of drafting a bill on prevention of
sexual harrassment on women at
the workplace after going through
various stages of consultation.
NCW has so far initiated a series
of meetings with 186
organisations including public
sector undertakings, public sector
banks and educational institutions.
