Workshop on mental Health Act

The Karnataka State Legal
Services Authority in collaboration
with Karnataka State Mental
Health Authority. Indian
Psychiatric Society, Karnataka,
Department of Welfare of
Disabled and Senior Citizens and
Karnataka Association of
Psychiatric Disability, conducted
aworkshop on “Mental Health Act”
on October 13, 2007. The
workshop was inaugurated by
Hon'ble Justice V.Gopala Gowda,
Judge, High Court of Kamataka
and Chairman of the Karnataka
Legal Services Authority. Hon'ble
Justice Ajit J.Gunjal presided over
the inaugural session. The
welcome address was delivered
by Mr. H.S.Kempanna, Chairman,
DSLA Bangalore Urban District

‘and Principal City Civil and

Sessions Judge, Bangalore.
Justice. Gopal Gowda
developed the general lack of
awareness in society on issues
pertaining to mental health.
Expressing his strong displeasure
over the dismal state of mental
hospitals and the treatment
meted out therein to the mentally
ill, his lordship stated that the
Karnataka State Legal Services
Authority would file a Public
Interest Litigation if such hospitals
do not amend their ways. Justice

" Gunjal stated that the judges
' must personally try to understand

the situation comprehensively
when inquests are conducted to
gauge the nature of mental
capability of an individual. Quoting
the former US President John
F.Kenedy, Justice Gunjal said
“Each man can make a difference
and each man can try”, to
underline the social responsibility
to take care .of mentally
challenged persons.

In the first working session Dr.
S.M. Channabasanna Emeritus
Professor of Psychiatry,
NIMHANS, traced the legislative
history of the Mental Health Act
right from the 1800s up to the

Lunacy Act, 1912 wherein
separate Mental Health Hospitals
were established for the first time
in india. He also highlighted
some important landmarks
between 1920 and 1987 when
the present Act was enacted. Dr.
H. Chandrashekar, Member
Secretary, Karnataka State
Mental Health Association
elaborated upon the admission
and detention procedures under
the Mental Health Act. He also
pointed out the lop sided
impleméntation of the Act wherein
despite 55 mental care hospitals
existing in Karnataka, courts have
a tendency to refer patients only
to NIMHANS in Bangalore and the
Mental Care Hospital at Dharwad. *
In the second session Dr. R.
Lakshman, President,
Karnataka Association of
Psychiatric Disability expressed
concern over the mushrooming
of over 10,000 unregistered
mental care homes through out

the country. Mr. D.R.
Venkatasudarshan, XXI1
“Additional City Civil and

Sessions Judge, Bangalore
presented an elaborate paper
on judicial inquisition of mentally
challenged persons with specific

- emphasis on Chapters VI and

VIl of the Mental Health Act. He
also elaborated on the various
options available under the
existing system of law for the
management of property
belonging to mentally
challenged persons.

In the third session Mr. M.V.
Vedamurthy, Director,
Department of Welfare of
Disabled and Senior Citizens,
elaborated the various benefits
available under government
schemes to physically and
mentally challenged persons.
This was followed by an
interactive session chaired by
Mr. H.S. Kempanna. In all, the
workshop was in enlightening
and thought ‘provoking
experience: :

Criminal Law

The Immoral Traffic
(Prevention) Act- Police can’t
assume duty of moral policing;

The Madurai bench of
Madras High Court directed the -
police to desist from moral
policing. Leave consenting
adults alone, even if they are not
married. Staying together in a
lodge is not a crime, the court
ruled. A married couple were
arrested during a raid on a
lodge in Tanjaore by personnel
of the all - women police station
which later resulted in the filing
of charge sheet against the
couple under the Immoral
Traffic (prevention) Act. The
victims were a 51 year old Head
Master and his wife aged 35.

They had gone to Tanjaore
to attend a wedding and were
staying in the lodge. The Head
Master is a widower and his
second wife an Anganawadi
worker attached to the school.
The two got married on May
18th 2006. However their
marriage was registered later in
the year. Following the
registration of the case against
the victims the couple were
suspended from service by
local officials. The couple filed
writ Petitions. Justice K.
Chandru allowed their Writ
Petitions and quashed the
suspension orders passed by
the local officials. Rejecting the
plea of the respondents that the
delay in registration of their
marriage was only an after
thought the court held that
marrying under the Hindu
customs does not require
registration of the marriage and
therefore the delay in
registration was no relevance.
Proceeding further the learned
judge held that “even assuming
they were not married, if the two
adults are found in any posture
in a any private lodge, it does
not give authority to police to
arrest such persons without
justification. The police cannot
assume the duty of moral
policing”.
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To be effective, Judicial administration must not be leaden-
footed. ) -

Social Auditing

The Judges are answerable
to the institution of Judiciary,
the legal fraternity and the
litigants. If this fact is construed
positively the society at large
gets a right to undertake ‘social
auditing’ of judiciary in
discharge of its commitment.
In the absence of requisite
back-up data the performance
of judiciary cannot be audited.
Hence the requisite data is to
be provided by the institution
itself.

It is in this background the
higher - judiciary owes a
-responsibility to publish its
balance sheet for the scrutiny
of the countrymen. This would
enable people to evaluate the
performance of the judiciary in
the field of judicial dispensation.
At the state level the High Court
has to discharge this obligation
instead of compelling
someone to seek information
under the Right to Information
Act. The requisite information
is manifold. Under the caption
‘backlog’, it would be prudent
to publish yearly/ category wise
cases pending before the High
Court and also the number of
older cases disposed off during
the calendar year. As regards
the cases filed during the
current year, the number

Attend Law School

Irked by inefficiency of the
subordinate judicial officers the
Delhi High Court directed Mr.
R.K. Tiwari, the District and
Sessions Judge, Delhi, to re-
turn for a three months re-
fresher course at Delhi Judicial
Academy. Mr. Justice V.B.
Gupta of the Delhi High Court
wrote in his order that “since
Mr. Tiwari does not have even
elementary knowledge of the
criminal law and procedure it
could be appropriate that he
undergoes a refresher course
at judicial academy”. Inciden-
tally Mr. Tiwari had ordered the
police to detain a land lord in a
case where his tenant failed to

pay power company, despite a -

previous High Court ruling that
the land lord could not be held
responsible.

category wise cases filed and
disposed off at the stage of
admission has to be furnished.

Similarly, the High Court can
also publish the number of
cases referred to the mediation
and disposed off during the
year with the assistance of
mediation centre. It would be
prudent for the High Court to
publish the steps taken by it to
dispose off the older cases.
For the purpose of statistics it
is presumed that the number
of cases disposed of at the
stage of admission is
considered while allowing
decade /s old cases to rot in
the court.

Furnishing of statistical data
does not amount to revealing
any information about the
cases which are pending or
any secret about the
functioning of the High Court.
As in the case of mysteries
surrounding the appointment of
the High Court Judges there is
no need to withhold data
concerning the number of
cases handled by the High
Court. Transparency should be

the guiding principle for

Judiciary in the changing
scenario of the country. Hide ‘n’
seek cannot be the gospel for
it to follow.

Law of inheritance and succession

M.M.Rahman, Advocate

Brief History of the law

Pre-Islamic Rule of Succession were based on the Principle
of Comradeship in Arms and on this basis women and children
who were unable to bear Arms were disqualified. After the advent
of Islam, the Pre-Islamic rules and Customs by themselves have
no effect and force. They were altered, abrogated, modified and
few of them were nullified in the light of the tenets of the Holy
Quran and by the preaching’s and practice of the Prophet. Thus
blood relationship replaced Comradeship in Arms. Consequently,
women and children, parents, brothers and sisters and others
who are related through blood got the right of inheritance and
succession. Islamic Rules of inheritance and Succession further
gave the rights in this regard to those who are related through
affinity, i.e. the Affinities, the relations of wife and husband.

The Holy Quran retained, regularized and approved many pre-
Islamic rules and customs. For example, in pre- Islamic rules
agnates were preferred to cognates, and this was the customary
law in practice. This was not disturbed by the Holy Quran nor by
the Sunna of the Prophet. This is one such example. It is to be
note that, Muslim Law, particularly the Sunni-law interprets the
principles of pre- Islamic rules and customs strictly keeping the
substratum of the pre- Islamic laws intact in the light of the Holy
Quran and the Prophets Sunna. In Shia law the interpretation is
in a wider sense is altering or changing the old principles and so
also in bringing the new set of principles.

Duel Basis of Islamic Law : .

The Muslim Law of Inheritance and Succession consists of
1. The rules laid down in the Holy Quran or by the Prophet in his

teachings, and
2. The customs and usages prevailing among the Arabs and

theArabian Tribes.

GENERAL RULES : SUNNI LAW
Concept of Property of a Muslim :

1. There is no distinction between movable and immovable
property. '

2. There is no distinction between Ancestral and self- acquired
property. All properties are treated alike for the purpose of
inheritance and succession under Mohamedan Law. The
debts due to the deceased are also considered as the property
of the deceasead. _

3. There is no joint family system under Mohamedans, and there
is nothing like the joint family property as the concept is in
Hindu Law and usage. When the members of a Mohamedan
Family live in commensality they live as tenants in common,
but do not necessarily from a joint family in the sense in which

- the expression is used with regard to Hindus.

4. Birth Right not recognized under Mohamedan Law. The right
of an heir apparent or a representative heir comes into
existence for the first time on the death of the ancestor or of
the person whose property is the subject matter of inheritance.

5.°A Mohamedan cannot by a testamentary disposition enlarge
or reduce the shares of his heirs. That is to say, he cannot
interfere in the rules and system of Inheritance. Likewise,
power of disposition by testament of a Mohamedan is also
restricted to only 1/3 of his total assets, called the bequeathal
third or the legal third i.e. under a Will. Itis to be noted that, in

- Muslim Law transfers intervivos are liberal and free, compared
to transfers mortis causa. A Muslim has thus absolute power

in dealing with his property during his life time. But-he cannot
have the same power after-his demise. His power is restricted

by the rules of Inheritance totally. Excepting the power of
bequest to the extent of 1/3, a muslim has no power to interfere

in the rules of Inheritance. to be continued...

testator’s interest therein
before his death. Ademption
does not depend on the
intention of the testator. It is
more due to discharge or non-
existence of the subject matter.
Slight or immaterial changes in
the form of the property
bequeathed will not work as an
ademption. The general rule is
that when the subject
specifically bequeathed by the
testator is conveyed is
destroyed, extinguished during
his lifetime, the legacy s
adeemed. If the testator
conveys the property but again
acquires it before his death, the
legacy or device is not
adeemed, but if a device is
revoked by a testator, a new will

. or codicil -will be necessary to

reinstate it.
There is a close analogy
between “ademption” and

“lapse of legacies”. In ademption
the property no longer exists for

the purpose of bequest. In lapse -

of legacies the beneficiary has

“ceased to exist. Ademption

describes an act by which a
specific legacy has become
inoperative by withdrawal or
disappearance of subject matter
from testator’s estate in his
lifetime. In conclusion, where a
specific article is bequeathed
and such article is lost,
destroyed or disposed of by the
testator during his lifetime, so
that it is not in existence or does
not belong to him at his death,
there is an ademption of such
bequest.
