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Justice N. K.
Jain New CJ

By a notification dated August
21, 2001 Mr. Justice Nagendra
Kumar Jain was appointed as the
new Chief Justice of High Court
of Karnataka. In a simple
ceremony held at Rajbhavan on
31-8-2001 the Governor of
Karnataka Ms. V. S. Ramadevi
administered the oath of office to
him: Prior to his new appointment
Mr. Justice N.K. Jain was the Chief
Justice of Madras High Court.

PROFILE

Justice Nagendra Kumar Jain,
who took over as the Chief Justice
of the High court of Karnataka, is
an illustrious son of Justice J. P.
Jain who died as a sitting Judge
of Rajasthan High Court during
1975. Born on 22-10-1942 Justice
N. K. Jain was enrolled as an
advocate on 26-01-1968 after
obtaining his law degree. Justice
N. K. Jain was key sportsman
from his school days. Later he
represented Universities of
Rajasthan and Jodhpur. He was
the state Badminton champion
from 1955 to 1968. He
represented State of Rajasthanin
inter-state Badminton champion-
ships besides representing the
National Team. As an advocate
Justice N. K. Jain was active in the
affairs of Rajasthan Bar Council
and the Bar Council of India. He

was a member of the Bar Council

of Rajasthan from 1971 to 1990
which spell included the
chairmanship of the Rajasthan
Bar Council from 1985-86. He was
also a member of the Bar Council
of India as well as Bar Council of
India (Trust) from 1987 to 1990.
During the same period he was a
member of the National Law
School of India University. He also
served as an executive member
of the Bar Council of India. Justice
N. K. Jain served as a nominated
member of the academic Council
of NLSIU Bangalore between
1993 and 96. Elevated as a
permanent judge of Rajasthan
High Court on 27-9-1990 he
served both in Jodhpur and Jaipur

Midway Interference Barred

Taking serious view of the casual manner in which various High
Courts are granting stay orders resulting in halting of the trial of cases
under the Prevention of Corruption Act a bench of the apex court
comprising Mr. Justice K. T. Thomas and Mr. Justice S. N. Variava on
Wednesday (September 26, 2001) virtually took away the power of
High Courts to grant stay orders under section 482 of the Criminals
Prodecure Code. Justice Variava said even if the High Courts take up
appeals during pendency of trial, exercising their jurisdiction under Sec.
482 Criminal Procedure Code, “there can be no stay trials under PC
Act... not even temporarily”.

The judgment was passed in an appeal filed by a public servant
Satyanarayana Sharma against the order of Rajasthan High Court
upholding framing of charges against him by the special court after the
high court having stayed the proceedings of the special court for seven
years. In the petition before the high court Mr. Sharma had sought for
quashing of the corruption charges levelled against him by the
prosecution. Depricating the ten'dency of stalling the trial of cases falling
under Prevention of Corruption Act the bench observed that “corruption
in public offices becoming rampant. When public servants are sought
to be prosecuted under the Prevention of Corruption Act... stay of trials
are obtained and parties successfully managed to delay the trials” The
bench ruled that no court could stay trial of cases under Prevention of
Corruption Act. It also asked the registrars of all high courts to “list all
cases in which stay has been granted before the court concerned so
that apporpriate action can be taken by that court in the light of this
decision.”

In his seperate but cuncurring judgment, Justice Thomas said “when
parliament imposed an undiluted ban against granting stay of any
proceedings involving on offence under Prevention of Corruption Act,
1988 on any ground whatsoever, no court shall circumvent the said bar
through any means.” Refering to Sharma’s case, the bench said : “We
find that what has happened in this case is happening in a large number
of matters.” The prohibition in Section 19(3) of the Act “is couched in a
language admitting of no exception whatsoever, which is clear from the
provision itself,” Justice Thomas noted, adding that none of the provisions
of the Code of Criminal Procedure could be invoked for circumventing
any one of the bans enumerated in the law.

2001 according to which the
working hours have been fixed
as11tam.to2p.m.and 3 p.m.
to 5 p.m. Office working hours
has been prescribed as 10-30
a.m. to 5.30 p.m. with a lunch
break from 2 p.m. to 3 p.m.

Communique Poll

An opinion poll regarding
working hours of the sub-
ordinate courts conducted by
“Communique” revealed that
while 95% of the respondents
are in favour of the previous
working hours only 4% of them
are in favour of the revised
working hours while 1% had no
opinion to offer. ' The
“Communique” thanks all the
respondents who participated
in the poll.

Allow the Queue

When the judge of a higher
court directs the subordinate
court to disposs of a suit or
proceeding within a time frame
that judge hardly perceives that
the rhythm of the subordinate
court gets altered in as much as
the course of the suits or
proceedings pending before the
subordinate court gets delayed.
Issuance of such direction in a
case remanded to the
subordinate court is
understandable and it stands to
reason. However, direction issued
by a higher court in a pending
case of recent origin results in
delay in disposal of older cases.

It is not uncommon these days
that the trial judges are put under
lot of stress and strain on account
of the suits or proceedings where
higher courts have issued
directions to disposs of the
pending case within a time frame
and the strain experienced by the
court is reflected in the remarks
that it will take up only cases
where directions are issued not-
withstanding the fact that the
cases which have reached the
court much earlier gets a shabby
treatment and the later cases get
precedence over the earlier cases
solely on the basis of the
directions issued by higher courts.
So much so in larger cities where
certain courts are trying only new
suits ignoring the older suits
merely because in the new suits
directions have been given by the
higher courts to dispose the
matter within a time frame.
Perhaps one or more courts to
exclusively deal with such cases
can be established due to the
increasing number of cases

where such directions are issued.
While nobody questions the
authority of higher courts to issue
such directions to subordinate
courts one would be justified in
questioning the propriety to issue
such directions. The substance
of the matter is that higher courts
must be exercising the
prerogative of issuing such
directions in circumstances rather
than routinely showing such
indulgence in large number of
cases. Perhaps the public policy
of the state to render speedy
justice to the litigants is
traversified by the acts of such
indulgence in a casual and or
cavelier manner.

Normally a trial court
proceeds with certain direction
and momentum with the avowed
objective of doing justice to the
parties at the earliest point of time.
Barring exceptional
circumstances if the trial judge is
directed to give precedence to
later suits will it not amount to
asking him to proceed
directionless? Because of such
large number of cases wherein
directions are issued the litigants
who approached the courts
earlier are rendered helpless and
forced to suffer continued
injustice. The best way to
minimise such injustice and
ensuring speedy justice calls for
restraint on the part of the judges
of higher courts vis-a-vis directing
subordinate courts to give
preference to new cases over and
above older cases. Is the
juduciary willing to remedy the
problem lest litigants would not
loose faith in the efficacy of the
system?

Urgent Action Needed

Month of September 2001
witnessed a spate of functions
organised in the playground facing
Bangalore City Civil Courts Complex
which affected the working of courts.
It is ironical that a former judge
participated as a guest in one such
function. The blare of public address
system with the highest decible and
chanting of slogans virtually disrupted
the functioning of courts. Obviously,
there is no apparent action initiated
by the Registrars to prevent holding
of such functions that too with the use
of loudspeakers. No doubt the
playground beongs to the college
functioning within the vicinity of the
city civil courts complex and therefore
it may become an excuse for the

administrative heads of the courts not
being able to directly prevent holding
of such functions. Neverthless they
are not prevented from raising the
issue with the authorities of the
college bringing to their notice the
harmful effects on the working of the
courts. Further the matter could be
raised with the police on the ground
of noise pollution. If need be, public
interest litigation could also be
initiated in the matter since it is
affecting the proper working of the
courts. However the judicial
authorities are silent in the matter as
if itis not their concern. Itis high time
that suitable remedial action be taken
to prevent recurrence of such
instances.

Judicial Aetivism - Use and Abuse

From the last issue

This wide exercise of power
has been greatly beneficial to our
people. Without long procedural

.and other delays, the courts have

been able to provide swift
solutions to large masses of
people, so much so that this
power of the judiciary has been
instrumental in protecting and
enforcing people’s rights to a large
extent particularly for the masses
of disadvantaged people.

While the people have
approached the courts in implicit
faith that they will receive
appropriate relief, the courts have
responded warmly to this appeal
and perceived itself as the
harbinger of a new value system
in justicing for the masses. Courts
which were looked upon in earlier
decades as institutions for the
elite are now playing a role
singularly edifying, earning the
confidence of the masses. The cry
for judicial inquiry is a
manifestation of our people’s
belief that the judiciary acts justly,
fairly and for the good of the
people and not for any group or
party. '

Nevertheless the governance
of India is not a task assigned to
judiciary by the Constitution. As
Justice H. R. Khanna observed :

“the bosom of the judiciary is
not wide enough for all kinds of
hopes and fears of men nor is it
in a position to provide solution for
any and every problem.”

This enormous faith of the
people in the judiciary imposes an
onerous responsibility and makes
it imperative that the judiciary use
its scarce judicial resources only
where its efficacious intervention
is most needed.

In a discusstion of this nature,
we should not be oblivious to the
inherent dangers of this
instrument of justicing lest it do
grave damage to the judicial fabric
itself.

The rousing of public
expectations having regard to the
repeated successes of their
approach to the courts may pose
an intolerable burden, which the
court system may be unable to
bear.

The other vital aspect is that
there are limitations to the
continued success of the system
of judicial activism given the fact
that the Judges who administer
the system are human beings. It

is well to heed the warning of Prof.
Griffith :

“....Judges are the product of
a class and have the
characteristics of that class.
Typically coming from middle-
class professional families,
independent schools, Oxford or
Cambridge, they spend 20 to 25
years in successful practice at the
bar, mostly in London, earning
very considerable incomes by the
time they reach their forties. This
is not the stuff of which reformers
are made, still less radicals.”

Justice Krishna lyer has taken
the view that PIL is to be regarded
“as a necessary forensic
movement and not a freak
judicial wonder” and that the
strength of the movement
depends not on court rulings-but
on people’s backing legislations
into solid statutory authority.

There is yet another reason
why Judicial Activism will stay with
us. The overall situation in the
country offers no hope that the
societal situation will change for
the better in the foreseeable
future. There is a systematic
dilution of democratic values - the
progressing devaluation is not
only of money but of political and
societal values. As F. A. Hayek a
great social and legal scholar
says :

“Though a great deal of
nonsense has been and still is
being talked about democracy
and the benefits its further
extension will secure, | am
profoundly disturbed by the rapid
decline of faith in it. This sharp
decrease of the esteem in which
democracy is held by critical
minds ought to alarm even those
who never shared the
unmeasured and uncritical
enthusiasm it used to inspire until
recently, and which made the term
describe almost anything that
was good in politics.”

It is sad to note that we no
longer have a situation of which
Walter Lippman, a universally
respected American Journalist,
spoke :

“In a free society, the state
does not administer the affairs of
men.

It administers justice among
men who conduct their own
affairs.”

A resort to courts and invoking
Judicial Activism will come to be
used more and more by the

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Around the Courts

O Sec. 197 of Code of
Criminal Procedure, - No prior
sanction is required to
prosecute public servants
under anti corruption or
criminal laws :

In a judgment delivered during
fourth week of July, 2001 a
Division bench of the Supreme
Court comprising Mr. Justice G.
B. Pattanaik, Mr. Justice S. N.
Phukan and Mr. Justice B. N.
Agrawal, ruled that prior sanction
to prosecute a public servant
facing charges of anti corruption
or criminal laws is not a must. The
court held that the question of
seeking prior santion for the triai
could be decided at the end of the
proceedings. Former Sikkim Rural
Development Secretary, P. K.
Pradhan, who with former Sikkim
Chief Minister Nar Bahadur
Bhandari, facing trial under the
Prevention of Corruption Act had
preferred an appeal before the
apex court against the decision of
the trial court to frame charges
against him. A judgment however
said that it was well settled law
viz., question of sanction under
sec. 197 Cr pc could be raised at
any time after the court took
cognizance of the offence.

“But there may be certain
cases where it may not be
possible to decide question
effectively without giving
opportunity to the defence to
establish that what he did was in
discharge of official duty. In such
an eventuality, the question of
sanction should be left open to be
decided in the main judgment,
which may be delivered upon the
conclusion of the trial”

O Bonafide requirement of
the rented premises - Dismissal
of earlier petition, no bar for
filing eviction petition
subsequently;

A bench of the supreme court
has ruled during the last week of
July that there is no restrictions
on the number of chances a
landlord can avail in order to
secure eviction of his tenent on
the grounds of bonafide
requirement.

The significant ruling has said
that the landlord can file eviction
petition against the tenant on a
different cause of action even
though similar petition had been
dismissed earlier. The court
observed “Even if a suit for
eviction on the ground of bonafide
requirement is filed and is

dismissed, it cannot be held that
once a question of necessity is
decided against the landlord he
will not have a bonafide and
genuine necessity even in future.
In an eviction suit on the ground
of bonafide requirement the
genuineness of the said ground
is to be decided on the basis of
requirement on the date of suit.”
The court also observed “In a suit
for eviction of a tenant under the
Rent Act on the ground of
bonafide requirement even
though the premises remains the
same, the subject matter which
gives cause of action may be
different. The ground for eviction
in the subsequent proceedings is
based upon requirement on the
date of the said suit even though
it relates to the same property.”

QO Prevention of Corruption
Act, 1988 - convicted public
servant, not entitled to hold
office till he is cleared of
charges :

In an important ruling delivered
on August 2, 2001 a bench of the
apex court comprising Mr. Justice
K. T. Thomas and Mr. Justice S.
N. Variava, ruled that a public

. servant convicted in a corruption

case should not hold office till he
is cleared of the charges by a
superior court. The bench said
that “It is necessary that the court
should not aid the public servant
who stands convicted for
corruption charges to hold public
office until he is exonerated after
conducting a judicial adjudication
at the appellate or revisional level.”
The court observed that
corruption by public servant has
now reached
dimension in India and its
tentacles have started gripping
even the institutions created for
protection of the republic.
Proliferation of corrupt public
servants could “garner
momentum to cripple the social
order if such men were allowed
to continue to manage and
operate public Institutions. Unless
those tentacles are intercepted
and impeded from gripping the
normal and orderly functioning of
the public offices, through strong
legislative, executive as well as
judicial exercises, the corrupt
public servants could even

paralyse the functioning of such -

institutions and thereby hinder the
democratic polity” the bench
warned.

Justice-starved masses, there is
need for the judiciary to be wary
of its use in new situations as they
develop to ensure that the
Judiciary does not by such
unbridled use, inflict a durable
damage upon itself.

There are many who like to
view Judicial Activism as an
unalloyed blessing and that
nothing should be done to thwart
its use or define limitations for
such use. The criticism that
Judicial Activism may be taken by
courts too far is rebutted by the
patron saints of this movement.
Justice Bhagwati expatiates :

“This criticism is based on a
highly elitist approach and
proceeds from a blind obsession
with rites and rituals sanctified by
an outmoded Anglo-Saxon
jurisprudence.”

Justice Bhagwati strongly
defends the system :

“The judiciary has to play vital
and important role not only in
preventing and remedying abuse
and misuse of power but also in
eliminating exploitation and
injustice. The summit judiciary in
India, keenly alive to its social
responsibility and accountability
to the people of this country has
liberated itself from the shackles
of western thought, made
innovative use of the power of
judicial review, forged new tools,
devised new methods and
fashioned new strategies for the
purpose of bringing justice to
socially and economically
disadvantated groups. It has given
hope to the justice starved
millions of India.”

It is well to remember Justice
Cardozo’s plea:

“The judge, even when he is
free, is still not wholly free. He is
not to innovate at pleasure. He is
not a knight-errant roaming at will
in pursuit of his own ideal of
beauty or of goodness.”

Are there further damages in
free application of Judicial
Activism? Apparently there are :
The strength of legitimacy
attached to decisions rendered on
the basis of traditional legal
criteria may be eroded. Also
excessive reliance on courts may
dampen democratic self-
government and atrophy these
institutions and their moral and
socital responsibility for the future.

At all event Judical Activism
cannot and should not be made a
substitute for the efficacy and
healthy working of elected bodies
who have a constitutional duty to
perform. Learned Judge Hand
had a significant thing to say :

“A society so riven that the
spirit of moderation is gone, no
constitution can save; a society

where that spirit flourishes no
constitution need save; a society
which evades its responsibility by
thrusting upon the courts the
nurture of that spirit, that spirit in
the end will perish”.

It is common knowledge that
from 1950 to 1967, without demur,
the supreme court accepted the
power of Parliament to amend
constitution even to the extent of
allowing judical remedies for
enforcement of fundamental
rights to be taken away. It was only
in Golaknath’s case that the court
demurred to the thought of
fundamental rights being dealt
with by Parliament casually.
Keshavananda'’s case gave flesh
and blood to the concept that
“Basic features” of the
constitution were unamendable.
This was a Supreme Court
perceiving its role as the
champion of people’s rights and
protector even against a duly
elected Parliament, an awesome
role not envisaged in the
constitution.

From this stage on there was
no looking back. Corrupt
politicians and businessmen
whose acts and omissions were
closely scrutinized were in no
position to challenge the power of
the court. The people perceived
these developments as a great
moral victory for the masses and
Judges were heroes in the eye of
the nation. The Supreme Court
and other courts perceived
themselves as the last resort of
the oppressed and of those
denied justice due to them and
kept their doors open for more.
Business was booming!

There are certain aspects of
PIL which require special
mention : when a decision is
made by a Judicially activist court,
it is not made as in adversarial
proceedings. The court consults
several interests, secures views
of experts in the field, appoints
commissions to investigate and to
report and finally renders a
decision in the form of directions
or otherwise. In this type of legal
action there is no winner and there
is no loser. Society is the gainer.
As the directions are addressed
to persons (institutions concerned
including Governments) there is
a readiness and willingness fo
carry out the directions, as it
emanates from the court. Also
Governments and others before
the court offer their best
cooperatioon, produce all
documents/materials to help the
court to reach a proper decision.
The decision secures a nation-
wide acceptance which is a strong
factor for its working
implementation and becomes the
model for other situations.

QO A Losangeles court
has recently awarded 3.6
billion dollars compensation to
a smoker with incurable lung
and brain cancer (claimant) as
damages. M/s. Philip Morris,
the cigarette manufacturer, the
respondent in the claim
petition was held guilty of not
properly warning the smokers
of the risks of smoking. This
award is the largest individual
punitive damages awarded
ever against a cigarette
manufacturer.

Q With a view to show
that the patent system
introduced by the Australian
Government is flawed and that
the law made it possible to
patent anything Mr. John
Keogh, a Melbourne lawyer,
obtained patent for wheel
during July 2001. Mr. Keogh
explained that the patent office
would be required to issue a
patent for anything. All they’re
doing is putting a rubber stamp
on it.

O  During the first week of
July 2001, Delhi High Court
imposed a whopping Rs.
50,000 as cost on a lawyer for
abusing its forum for his own
publicity by  seeking
cancellation of the visit of
Pakistani president Pervez
Musharraf to India by filing a
public Interest Litigation. A
division bench of the court
directed the petitioner Mr.C. S.
Rathour to deposit the money
with the Delhi Legal Services
Authority within six weeks.

O Sec 87 of the Andhra

- Pradesh Charitable and Hindu

Religious Institutions and
Endowments Act, 1987 - the
endowment Deputy Commissioner
has jurisdiction and power to decide
whether the temple is public or
private ;

In the judgment delivered during the
first of week of August 2001 a bench of
the apex court comprising Mr. Justice
S. Rajendra Babu and Mr. Justice
Shivaraj V. Patil, has ruled that an
institution of endowment is public one
and burden of proof lies on the person
claiming it to be private. Thus, every
religious institution is a public property
unless proved otherwise. The
endowment Deputy Commissioner has
jurisdiction and power under section 87
of the Act to decide whether a temple
is a public or private one. However, the
court said that such a decision could
be made only if dispute arose whether
it is a private temple. Dismissing the
appeal by Teki Venkataratnam the court
said that if the appellant’s argument was
to be accepted, it was enough for any
person or body to claim a temple as a
private one so as to take away the
power and jurisdiction of the Deputy
Commissioner. A mere self serving
design of a party to claim a temple as
private one cannot defeat specific
statutory provision the court said. The
appellant had challenged the order of
the endowment Deputy
Commissioner holding that Sri
Panduranga Vittal Swamy Temple in
Chilakapudi (AP) as a public temple.

O Sec. 14 of the Delhi Rent
Control Act - Land Lord has no
vested right to evict tenant :

In a judgment delivered during the
fourth week of August 2001 a bench of
the Apex Court comprising Justice A.
P. Misra and Justice D. P. Mohapatra,
ruled that Delhi Rent Control Act gives
complete protection to a tenant against
his eviction as it does not give the land
lord a vested right to get the tenant
vacated. Explaining the effect of Sec.

14 of the Act, the court said landlord

cannot cite the exception noted urider
it to be his vested right o evict a tenant.

“In our considered opinion by no
sketch of imagination it could be held
that landlord has any vested right by
virtue of Sec. 14 of the Act”, the bench
said. Further the court observed that
Sub-Secs (a) to (1) of Sec. 14 of the Act
provides the grounds under which the
controller could make an order for
recovery of possession of the premises
in favour of the landlord. The right
sought to be infered as vested right was
only under its proviso and added that
proviso could not enlarge the main
section.

“When main section is only a
protective right of a tenant, various sub
clauses of its proviso cannot be
construed as giving vested right to a
landlord” the court said.

Pount Blank

We are yet to come across a
governor who has sworn in a
person convicted under the
Prevention of Corruption Act.
We have a constitution which
has never imagined this. We
have judgments which have
never conceived this.

The constitution bench of the
Apex Court made this
observation while hearing
arguments of Ms. Jayalalitha’s
counsel K. K. Venugopal.

O I do not approve of technical

disposal of cases.The quality
of justice should match the
quantity of cases disposed
of.

Gowda who was residing at
Someswara Nagar, Bangalore-27
(aged 31 years) left his room on his
scooter on 22-9-2001 on the reason
of meeting someone near K. R.
Market. Thereafter, his whereabouts
were not known and consequently a
missing complaint was lodged with
Siddapur P. S. in Bangalore on 26-9-
2001. Later the news of the body of
the deceased having been traced in
Malavalli Taluk reached the family
members.

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Taxing Logie and 80ith Amendment

From the last issue

For the purposes of this
Clause:

(a) The expression ‘taxes on
the sale or purchase of goods’
shall mean taxes on sale or
purchase of goods other than
newspapers, where such sale or
purchase takes place in the
course of interstate trade or
commerce.

(b) The expression ‘taxes on
the consignment of goods’ shall
mean taxes on the consignment
of goods (whether the
consignment is to the person
making it or any other person)
where such consignment takes
place in the course of inter-state
trade or commerce.

(2) The net proceeds in any
financial year of any such tax,
exceptin so faras these proceeds
represent proceeds attributable to
Union Territories, shall not form
part of the consolidated fund of
India, but shall be assigned to the
states within which the tax is
leviable in that year and shall be

_ distributed among those states in

accordance with such principles
of distribution as may be
formulated by Parliament by Law.

(3) Substitution of new Art.
270. For Art. 270 of the
Constitution the following Art. shall
be substituted and shall be
deemed to have been substituted
w.e.f. 1-4-1996.

(not necessary for our
purpose)
Art. 272 shall be omitted.

It will be noticed from 1(b)
above that even where the goods
are consigned to the censignor
himself, tax will become leviable.
In other words if you shift your
goods from one pocket to another
it"will be treated as sales inter
vivos and subjected to levy of tax!

The basic philosophy in the
taxing statute with reference to
sale or purchase is the transfer of
property in the goods from one
person to another person for
valuable consideration. In the
very scheme of things, the mere
movement of goods from one
place to another by a
manufacturer/dealer to his own
branch either intra-state or inter-
state cannot be and should not be
taxed. If the movement is taxed
then it ceases to be sales tax but
partakes the character of customs
duty. Customs duty, by whatever

name you call it, for movement of
goods within the territory of India
albeit from one federating state to
another federating state cuts the
fabric and destroys the bond
amongst the federating states.
When the ugly and hideous
passion of regionalism,
provincialism, linguism, casteism,
bigotry are obscuring patriotism
and feeling of brotherhood, the fire
must must be doused rather than
oil is poured on it leading to a

devastating conflagration.

An industrialist who
manufactures goods selects the
most appropriate place for
manufacture of his goods. The
considerations that weigh with
him in selecting a place for
manufacture are:

(a) Availability of suitable land.
(b) Power.

(c) Water.

(d) Availability of raw material.

(e) Transport and other infra
structural facility.

(f) Availability of skilled and
lunskilled labour.
(g) Other factors

Different states in the
Federation produce different
types of goods. Maharashtra
produces engineering goods,
sugar and cotton, Gujarat
produces oil, Assam produces
tea, Andhara Pradesh is the
granary of the South, heavy
metals are produced in Bihar, efc.
These products are made
available and sold locally in each
and every state It is the
fundamental right or ine citizen of
India to reside in any part of India.
As a corollary to this right, he has
a right to obtain any goods
produced anywhere in the Union,
without any let, hindrance or
restriction. Paving the way for
taxing the movement of goods
from one State to another through
the 80th amendment is therefore
not far-sighted but hopelessly
myopic.

Fortunately, though the 80th
amendment was assented to by
the President on 9-6-2000, the
CST Act has not been amended
so far. | hope better sense will
prevail and the Central
Government takes steps to repeal
the 80th amendment sooner the
possible.
