While courts in North Karnataka mostly remained non functional during
the month, forms of protests differed from place to place. Members of Gulbarga
District Bar Association laid siege to the mini Vidhana Soudha and took out
the donkeys procession carrying the effigy of Chief Minister S. M. Krishna on
their backs. The police arrested more than 150 Advocates for disrupting work
in mini Vidhana Soudha. On July 23, anti-social elements set fire to a court
hall in the District & Sessions court complex.

- New Delhi & met the Prime Minister

Atal Behari Vajpayee to express their
happiness. However, this news
caused lot of resentment among the
lawyers from Gulbarga and Bellary
who have been vehemently agitating
for setting up of the High Court bench
in their respective districts.

On June 24, 2000 a two
Judge bench of the a'pex court
comprising Mr. Justice K. T. Thomas
and Mr. Justice M. B. Shaw
dismissed a Public Interest Wit
petition filed by Mr. K. N.
Subbareddy, President of the
Federation of Bar Associations in
Karnataka seeking establishment of a
High Court bench in north Karnataka
after rejecting all contentions.
Interestingly the apex court observed
that the Chief Justice of the High
Court and the panel of judges who
submitted their report in this regard are
pre-eminent to decide the question of
necessity and feasibility of such
demand. The court also observed that
the Chief Justice of the High Court
not be press'urised to take a
favourable view through agitations.
Expressing it's disapproval the court

said that the petitioner federation was
not the accredited representative of
the litigants of Karnataka and that no
litigant can claim a fundamental right
to have the High Court (bench)
located within proximal distance of his
residence. Dis-satisfied with the
unilatral effort of Mr. K. N.
Subbareddy in filing a writ petition in
the Supreme Court and getting it

A division bench of Kerala High
Court comprising Justice A. V.
Savant and Justice K. S.
Radhakrishnan, have ruled that the
Advocate General appointed under
Auticle 165 of the constitution is

_neither a public nor a government

servent and the Lok Ayukta had no
jurisdiction to entertain complaints
a”eging professional misconduct
against him. In it's order dt. July 14th,
2000 the court observed that A. G.
cannot be considered to be in service
of the state in the sense that there is
no relationship of master and servent
or employer and employee between
them. The relationship of the A. G.
and the state is only that of an
advocate and his client. The monthly
retainer fee is on|y a part of his
professional fees, the court said. The
court also ruled that the AG is not a
public servent under the provisions of
Sec. 2 (c) of the Prevention of
Corruption Act, 1988 as he is not
performing any public duty.

The figures
furnished in this write-up are
ascertained from Sri. V. T. Rayaraddy,
member, KAWF-trustee committee.
Apparently for the fist time after the
fund was established the trustee
committee has ventured to share this
information with the members of the
legal fraternity. Hope the transparency
shall be the hallmark in the future
too. ...

During the year 1998 the fund
trustee committee received death claim
aggregating to Rs. 31,94,000/-
from 81 applicants. The position
during 1999 was an aggregate claim
of Rs. 19,31,000/- from 59
applicants. During the year 2000 (as
on 23.04.2000) aggregate claim of
Rs. 22,49,500/- was received from

63 applicants.

Retirement claim of Rs.

1,96,000/- from 11 applicants was

received during 1998. During 1999
the claim was Rs. 60,000/- from 4
applicants. Whereas in the year
2000 (as on 23.04.2000) the
claim was Rs. 68,000/- from 2
applicants.

While 143 applicants claimed

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Readers Write

At present, as we enter the high
court building, we notice the emblem

inscribed on the facade of the building

giving the year of its construction. [t
is of the year 1863 of grace.

Originaly, the massive building,
as the name suggests, as 'Atara
Kacheri', the principal place of the
erstwhile princely state'of Mysore, a
part 'B' state and one of the eleven
out of 561 princely states which had
more than 10 lakhs rupees of revenue
in the year 1939; and the smallest
one being Bilbari, a tiny dot in the thar
desert of Rajasthan with a population
of 94 and an annual income of

Rs. 5/-

It was to accommodate the 18
departments of the state as the number
suggests. |t is an ancient building well
planned in the middle of the 18th
century and the well-built construction
stood ravages of the time and at one
time, in the recent past, there was a
proposal for demolition of the
building; but the timely intervention
by the Heritage Society of India led
by one of the former Deputy Registrars
of our high court Mr. Kora Chandy,
by filing a Public Interest Litigation,
this monumental building is what we
see with necessary repairs to it, of
course, with the addition of the new
annexe.

The high court portion was in the
southern side of the building with
three court halls and the office, library,
record room and the like. After
integration, with the moving of the
principal seat of government to the
newly built Vidhana Soudha, the
entire building came to be occupied
by the high court and later falling short
of accommodation few of the offices
were located in the M.G.I.D
building.

The central hall is being used for
the advocates and the clients and a
face lift to this famous hall was
provided by our former Chief Justice
M. Justice P. C. Jain. We are using

it also for convening meetings and the

like.

This hall has special importance
to advocates, as many a discussion/
debate or otherwise have taken place
and continuing to take place. If this
hall along with the rest of the old
building has been saved by the
Heritage Society, we have a personal/

sentimental value attached to this hall.
We have cultivated a habit of running
from the past decades in this habitat
of ours and this sensitive feeling -
nurtured over the years that comes to
the fore and strengthens our nerves
unitedly to say 'No' for its being taken

‘away from us. Even the integration of

the different bar associations in
Bangalore took place in this hall, with
bouts of emotional out-bursts and
finally settling down to contain with
ground realities.

We also feel that this hall which
may also be called as ‘z0m0, 8002333
08T’ is a source of inspiration for
the advocates who use it. Many a
time we have experienced the holy
spirits of the veteran lawyers who were
once with us to guide us in this hall
by bringing into play the necessary
hints/suggestions from the terestrial
plane.

In the nursery of advocates, a
few distinguished and leading in the
bar, sacrificing the monetary
consideration accept the post of
Judges of the high court. After
retirement only if they choose, they
can practice in the supreme court as
senior counsel. Thus, it is plain, once
an advocate is elevated to the bench,
he would not return to the local bar
association for practice. It is only the
stream of lawyers who keep the
continuity from using the hall with
clients. That relationship of advocates
to this hall shall not be disturbed.
Rarely it happens as in the present case
that a darker rain bearing cloud has
gathered over the terrain of |awyers
and judges and we earnestly hope that
the darkness of the cdloud disappears
with the pouring of its emotional
content to soften the confusion and
leave the two limbs of the judiciary -
the bar and the bench in ever lasting
peace and cordiality.

Can we conceive of a composite
working of a judiciary, without co-
operation and co-ordination in its
functioning between the bar and the
bench. A bench without a bar bears
no Fruit,-a bar without a bench has no
roots.

Let us strengthen this relationship
by sensibly sorting out the prob|ems
that beset us.

in the regional office of the state road
transport corporation was charged
with the allegation of acquiring assets
in excess of his known sources of
income during September 25, 1982
and March 27, 1993. During the
investigation properties ‘and- assets
befonging to Sony's mother-in-law,
father, brother, nephew and wife who
is an Income Tax assesse were also
included in Sony's assets. Several
important documents like assessment
order, |. T. returns etc., seized during
the course of investigation were
withheld by the prosecution while
filing the chargesheet. The
Respondent's application seeking
production of those documents was
rejected by the sessions court which
went on to frame charges. M. P. high
court allowed the revision petition
filed by the respondent. The appellant
had challenged the validity of the M.
P high court order quashing charges
framed against the respondent.

O  Sec.304-A, IPC, theaccused
can not be convicted on presumption
of negligence where the passenger

died while boarding the bus;

In a ruling dated 30th July
2000 a two judge bench of the
supreme court comprising Mr. Justice
K. T. Thomas and Mr. Justice R. P
Sethi, held that a driver of passenger
vehicle could not be held liable if a
passenger accidently falls while
boarding the vehicle and dies. While
acquitting the driver who was
convicted and sentenced to three
months Sl by the magistrate which was
confirmed by the sessions court and
A.P. high court the apex court
observed that "it is a wrong
proposition that in any motor accident
negligence of the driver should be
presumed. Merely because a
passenger fell down from the bus while
boarding the bus, no presumption of
negligence can be drawn against the
river of the bus". On the complaint
that one Agamma died while boarding
the bus on December 17, 1993
APSRTC * driver Mohammed
Aynuddin was charged with offence
punishable under section 304-A
IPC.
