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Rama Jois made
Governor

Mr. Justice Rama Jois, retired
Chief Justice of Punjab and
Haryana High Court has been
appointed as the new Governor of
Jharkhand. Ranchi Rajbhavan was
vacant since January 2002 as its
previous accupant Mr. Prabhakar
Kumar had resigned. Pursuant to
this appointment Justice Rama
Jois was sworn in by the Chief
Justice of Jharkhand High Court in
a ceremony held at Rajbhavan on
July 15.

Union Law
Minister

In the Cabinet reshuffle which
took place on July 1, 2002 Mr. Ja.
Na. Krishnamurthy has been
inducted as the new Union Minister
for Law and Justice, former
President of BJP is originally a
lawyer from Chennai. Mr.
Krishnamurthy takes over from Mr.
Arun Jaitely, who resigned the post
opting for party work. Mr.
Ravishankar Prasad has been
made the Minister of State in the
same ministry.

Appointment

Mr. K. Satyanand, District and
Sessions Judge from Hyderabad
has been appointed as the
presiding officer of the Debts
Recovery Tribunal, Bangalore. On
3.7.2002 the new PO took charge.
He replaces Mr. Nisar Ahmed who
retired on 20.5.2002.

Crisis in
Manipur

Judicial Officers in Manipur
went on two days casual leave on
July 26 in protest against the
attacks on the house of Justice N.
Surjamani, Judge, Gauhati High
Court, and a demonstration
against his ruling by the Congress
activists.

The State Government had
withdrawn guards from the
residential premises of Mr. Justice
Surjamani and high Court
premises in the wake of the order

made by him asking the Chief -

Minister Okram Ibobi Singh to
appear before the high court in a
pending case. The Chief Justice
of the high court had to issue a
directive to the Governer
Vedprakash Marwah to restore
security deployment only after

" which state government restored

security.

The issue took a political turn
when the speaker Mr. T. N. Haokip
announced that a showcause
notices would be served on
Justice Surjamani and Justice B B
Deb of the Imphal bench of the
Gauhati High Court for contempt
of House on the basis of a

resolution passed by the State

Assembly. Mr. Haokip said he was
seeking the opinion of legal
experts and is also in touch with
the Lok Sabha Speaker. Further
developments are eagerly
watched by all the concerned.

Cabinet nod for CAT abolition

The Cabinet meeting of the Union Government met on July 18 took
a decision to abolish the Central Administrative Tribunals which are
presently adjudicating on the grievances of the Central Government
employees. The Union Minister and Cabinet Spokesperson Ms. Sushma
Swaraj announced in New Delhi that a Bill seeking for abolition of CAT
created under the Administrative Tribunals Act which would be
introduced shortly. Interestingly she said that as and when request fro
abolition of State Administrative Tribunals are received steps will be
taken to abolish SATs as well. She disclosed that the abolition of CATs
had become necessary in the wake of judicial pronouncements under
which appeals are provided to the high courts from the orders of CATs

and then to the Supreme Court.

No Total Opposition

In an interesting development
the Tamil Nadu Government
issued a statement on July 29
clarified that it had placed on
record reservations regarding
certain names proposed by the
high court for appointment of 11
persons as judges of the court.
Responding to a report in a section
of the press that the State
Government has blocked all the
names proposed by the high court
the statement clarified that the
names of certain persons has
been cleared. Speaking to
Newspersons Chief Minister
Jayalalitha said that the
appointment of Judges should be
viewed in "strict confidence” and it
might not be in the public interest
to reveal State Government's
misgivings. She pointed out that as
per the dictum reported in AIR
1994 SC in the Supreme Court
Advocates on record case, the
view expressed in the Presidential
Reference by the nine member
bench of the Supreme Court as
reported in AIR 1999 SC the State
Government had a "defininite role"
in analysing the proposals of the
high court. Elaborating her
statement, she pointed out, that

the views of the State Government

and proposals of the High Court
will be studied by the Ministry of
Law, Union of India and finally by
the Supreme Court of India. As

» such reservations expressed by
the State Government is legitimate

and not final.

News Panorama

In a Judgment delivered
during third week of July the
Pakistan Supreme Court upheld
the Validity of election order
prescribing minimum qualification
of BA or its equivalent degree for
contesting as a member of
Parliament and Provincial
Assemblies. The court termed this
qualification as a step towards the
change in "political culture".
Further the court held that
education - related qualifications is
reasonable and are not arbitrary or
whimsical as it is founded on
reasonable basis and equally
applies to all the graduates. ‘

as a commission of inquiry
should be done in rare cases;

In a judgment delivered on
July 15, a three judge bench of
the apex court comprising Chief
Justice B. N. Kirpal, Justice Y. K.
Sabharwal and Justice K G.
Balakrishnan held that sitting
judges of the high court could not
be appointed to hold a post under
any other authority as it may not
be in the best interest of
independent judiciary. While
disposing of a special leave
petition filed by T. Fenn Walter and
others, a group of Advocates,
against the judgment of Madras
High Court challenging the
appointment of Justice E
Padmanabhan, a sitting judge of
the High Court, as a president of
the State Consumer Disputer
Redressal Commission,
Pondichery the bench however
said the appointment of a sitting
judge as a commission of inquiry
under commissions of Inquirty Act
might not be objectionable but it
had to be made only on rare
occassions, if it becomes
necessary for the paramount
national interest. Appointment of a
sitting judge to a Tribunal is not
desirable where the adjudicating
members are composed of other
members who are not judges or
gualified to be appointed as
judges such as beaurocrats,
revenue officials etc the bench
observed. The court further
observed that where expertise
and experience of a sitting judge
was required to discharge the
functions, then he could be
appointed, for example as a
member of finance or law
commission.

When the Chief Justice of a
high court is consulted for
appointment of a sitting judge as
member, Chairman, Vice-
Chairman, President of any court,
Commission or Tribunal and it is a

travelogue account of Mr. K. C. Mehta, Advocate

It is the wish of the Lord and his consort that me and my beloved
daughters Ms. Nandini and Ms. Chandrika should visit to their abode
which resulted in our names being picked-up by the Ministry of External
Affairs (MEA) choosing our names by random method to be the pilgrims
fo undertake sojourn to Kailash and Manasarovar.

We left Bangalore on May
31, 2082 by Train to Delhi. There
was brienng at the MEA, wherein
Medical tests were done and
foreign exchange was arranged.
Passport and Medical fitness are
must for this journey. The total
expenses of Yatra is about Rs.
57,000/- per pilgrim, which
includes the cost of woolen
clothing, money payable to
Kumaon Mandal Vikas Nigam,
China, Medicines, China Visa fee,
to and fro train, pony and yak
charges etc., Pilgrims were
felicitated by All India Kailash
Manasa Sarovar Samithi and the
Lt. Governor of Delhi. Thereafter,
we left Delhi by Mini bus towards
Mangti near Dherchula covering a
total distance of.652 Kms. in 2
and a half days, enroute
Kathagodam, Bhowali, Almore
(1,646 M. Ht) and Dherchula (300
M. ht.). From Mangti pilgrim has to
treck or go by peny for 87 to 90
kms upto Indo-China Border till
Lipu Lekh Pass (5,334 M.Ht)
enroute Gala Camp (2,440 M.ht) :
Budhi Camp (2,580 M. ht), Guniji
Camp (3220 M. Ht), where 3rd
Medical tests are conducted :
Kalapani Camp (3,600 M. ht) :
Nabid hang Camp (4,246 M. ht) :
From Lipu Lek Pass pilgrims are
taken over by the Chinese
Authorities to Taklakot (4,000 M.
ht), 19 Kms from Lipu Lekh Pass.
Immigration check and Foreign
exchange from dollar to chinese
Yuan are done at Taklakot.

After 2 days, piligrims were
taken by bus to Darchen or
Tarchen, 140 kms from Taklakot,
the first base camp of Mount
Kailash at height of 5,182 meters,
from where 3 days parikrama
started on foot and on yak. The
2nd camp was at Deraphuk which
is 20 kms away from Darchen.
The next day we proceeded to
Zongzerbu a distance of 25 kms,
enroute Dolma Pass (5,500 M. Ht.
i.e., 19,500 Feet). On the 3rd day
we reached Darchen completing
the Parikarama of (57 Kms.)
Mount Kailash. From Darchen we
were taken by bus to Kugu or
Tugu camp on.the bank of
Manasarovar, adjacent to Gurla
Mandhata Ice mountains and then
to Chieu Camp on the other side
of Manasarovar nearer Kailash

Mountain Range. Thus completing
the parikrama of Manasa Sarovar
covering 82 kms by bus. We also
visited Khojernath 20 kms from
Taklakot, where there is an
ancient Sree Rama Temple and
Buddist Monastery. We returned
to Delhi at night on July 1, 2002.

The Journey .is very
hazardous, arduous, risky and
tiresome. Above the altitude of
10,000 feet there is scarce
oxygen as there is no vegetation
at all. Pilgrims experience
breathlessness, thirst and fatigue
at high altitudes. There is steady
acclimatisation. of altitude in this
route. The Indo-Tibetian border
police provide protection all
throughout the route upto China
Border. Two doctors were with the
pilgrims. The Yatra via Nepal is
found to be fatal to several
pilgrims as they are suddenly
taken upto the heighest altitude
without steady acclimatisation.

One gets lost in the high
mountains of the Great
Himalayas. The splendous and
beauty of the high mountains, ice
peaks, glaciers, fast moving Kali
Ganga River, Cascades, colourful
flowers, Pine trees at lower
heights are beyond description.
The very sight of the celestial
Mount Kailash is at once sublime,
maginificent, transcendental,
timeless, signifying eternity. It is a
Crest Jewel of the Himalayas,
called "RIMPQOCHI" by the
Tibetians, sacred for Hindus,
Budhists and Jains. Mount Kailash
is also called Mount Meru of the
Puranas and it is naval of the
Earth wielding electro magnetic
force around. The enchanting
Manasa Sarovar lake, considered
the holiest of the holy lakes, is
vast like a sea ever changing its
colours from emerald green to
turquoes blue and purple,
common tranquil crystal clear
water, the source of great rivers
like Sindhu, Bhramhaputra,
Sarayu. The water has therapeutic
value.

O Levy of water tax by the
state government only after
notification and consideration
of objections;

During the last week of June
a Division Bench of the Andhra
Pradesh High Court, comprising
Mr. Justice Motilal B. Naik and Mr.
Justice S. Ananda Reddy has
made it clear that the authorities
cannot demand water tax from
farmers of Chilakaluripet mandal,
Guntur district, unless the
notifications under water tax are
issued and the procedure
followed.

These orders were issued
while disposing of a writ petition
filed by tne mandal unit of the
Bharatiya Kisan Sangh
represented by its President,
Koka Ramachandra Rao. The
Petitioner contended that they
were irrigating land using water
from Kuppagangivagu and Vogeru
which were not irrigation sources
maintained by the Government.

The Petitioner said the
Government had to notify the
sources and then indicate the
proposed water tax and call for
objections from the public before
demanding water tax.

UK court rejects
plea

On July 23, a court in the
United Kingdom has refused
permission to a Chennai based
lawyer R. Karuppan, to apply for
judicial review relating to the
decision of the Supreme Court of
India holding that the year of birth
of the former CJI, A. S. Anand,
was 1936.

Justice Ousely of the High
Court of Justice, Queens Bench
Division, Administrative Court, in
his order observed that "the
application challenges a decision
made on November 27, 2000 (by
Supreme Court of India) is also
unarguable. The Judge noted "this
is a matter for the Indian courts or
legislature.- The former has
conlcluded that the document
dated September 4, 2000 from
Mr. Behr giving a birth date in
1934 may not be genuine; it is not
for this court to review that
decision.

"The latter gave to the
President of India power to
resolve the issue of the age of the
CJ and he has resolved it; it is not
for this court to review his
decision”. He further said
assuming, however, improbably
that any of the defendants were
amenable to judicial review in this
matter, the material showed only
that a birth date in 1934 was
shown on a CLE form which
would have been taken from an
Inner Temple record which in fact
showed the birth date in 1936.

The order noted that the leiter
of November 20, 2000 from the
Bar Council's Chief Executive
referred to the production of the
original records at a meeting
between the sub Treasurer and the
Chief Justice. "It is plain either that
the original records are correct and
were wrongly copied or, if not, that
the issue as to the correct year of
birth, which is what this application
is really about, cannot be resolved
through those competing
documents”, the judge said and
refused permission to apply for
judicial review.
