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HC Bénch

Mr. Basavaraj Bommai,
Deputy leader of the Janata Dal
(s) in the Legislative Council has

urged the State Government to

appraise the committee of judges
constituted by the Chief Justice of
the Karnataka High Court of the
measures the Government has
taken to facilitate the establish-
ment of a bench of high court in
Hubli-Dharwad. In a letter dtd
August 3, to the Law Minister, Mr.
Bommai, drew attention tp the

D. M. Chandrasnhekhar. He was

emphatic that earmarking of Rs.
10 crore budgetory provision by
the State Government should be
mentioned specifically. On the
basis of this letter Mr. D. B.
Chandre Gowda inturn requested
the Chief Minister S. M. Krishna to
formally communicate to the
judges committee regarding the
steps taken by the State
Government.

House Adopts
Bill '

On August 5, 2002, the
Legislative Assembly passed the
Karnataka Advocates' Welfare
Fund (Amendment) Bill which has
already been passed by the
Legislative Council.

Replying to the discussions

on the Karnataka Advocates'
Welfare Fund (Amendment) Bill,
the Law Minister, DB Chandre
Gowda, said the Government had
no proposal to give a matching
grant to the fund of the Karnataka
State Bar Council to help
Advocates who retire from
practice, or die.

SC asked to define EC's powers

Following the Election
Commission order dated August
16, on Gujarat polis the President
has referred the matter to the
Supreme Court under Article 143
of the constitution seeking the
Court's opinion on three aspects
as it involves public importance.
The following is the text of the
three-page reference sent by the

President, A.PJ. Abdul Kalam, to -

the Supreme Court for its opinion.

"Whereas the Legislative
Assembly of the State of Gujarat
was dissolved on July 19 before
the expiration of its normal
duration on March 18, 2003.

And whereas Article 174(1)
of the constitution provides that
six months shall not intervene
between the last sitting of the
Legislative Assembly in one
session and the date appointed
for its first sitting in the next
session :

- And whereas the Election.

Commission has also noted that
the mandate of Article 174 would
require that the Assembly should
meet every six months even after
the disscolution of the House, and
that the Commission has all along
been consistent that normally a
Legislative Assembly should meet
at least every six months as
contemplated by Article 174, even
where it has been dissolved :

And whereas under section
15 of the Representation of the
people act, 1951, for the purpose
of holding general elections on the
expiry of the duration of the
Legislative Assembly or its
dissolution, the Governor shall, by
notification, call upon all Assembly
constituencies in the State to elect
members on such date or dates
as may be recommended by the
Election Commission :

And whereas the last sitting
of the Legislative Assembly of the

State of Gujarat was held on April
3 and as such the newly
constituted Legislative Assembly
should sit on or before October 3;

And whereas the Election
Commission by its order dated
August 16, has not recommended
any date for holding general
election for constituting a new

Legislative Assembly for Gujarat

and observed that the
Commission will consider framing
a suitable schedule for the
general election to the State
Assembly in  November-
December.

And whereas owing to the
aforesaid decision of the Election
Commission, a new Legislative
Assembly cannot come into
existence so as to meet within the
stipulated period of six months as
provided under Article 174(1) of
the Constitution.

And Whereas the Election
Commission has held that the
non-observance of the provisions
of Article 174 (1) in the present
situation mean that the
Government of the State cannot
be carried in accordance with the
provisions of the Constitution
within the meaning of Article 356
(1) of the Constitution and the
President would then step in :

And whereas doubts have
arisen with regard to the
Constitutional validity of the said
order of the Election Commission
as it would result in a non-
compliance with the mandatory
requirement envisaged under
Article 174 (1) of the Constitution.
And whereas in view of what has
been herein before stated, it
appears to me that the questions
of law hereinafter set out have
arisen which are of such a nature
and of such public importance
that it is expedient to obtain the
opinion of the Supreme Court on
the three-point reference."

O Sec. 302 IPC - awarding of

- capital punishment only when

accused cannot be reformed or
rehabilitated;

By a judgment dtd August 9,
2002 a three judge Bench of the
apex court Comprising Justice M.
B. Shah, Justice B. P. Singh and
Justice H. K. Sema modified the
death sentence imposed on two
accused in a multiple murder
case into life imprisonment on the
ground that death sentence could
be awarded only to those who
could not be reformed or
rehabilitated and if the accused
constituted a continuing threat to
society. However, the court made
it clear that all the three accused
(Appellants) shall not be released
before completing the actual term
of 20 years including the period

. already spent in the jail. The

accused (Appellants) Ram Anup
Singh, Babban Singh and Lallan
Singh caused the murder of a four
member family in March 1997 in a

-village in Bihar. The trial court had

awarded capital punishment to all
the three accused, However, the
Patna High Court while confirming
the sentence on two appellants
had awarded life imprisonment to
Ram Anup Singh.

0 Sec. 128 of Negotiable
Instruments Act, 1881 -
Complaint against dishonour of
cheques issued by "Guarantor”
is maintabable;

By a judgment did August 14,
2002 a two judge bench compris-
ing Justice U. C. Banerjee, and
Justice Y. K. Sabharwal, of the
apex court ruled that prosecution
under Sec. 138 of the NI Act is
maintable even against a guarantor
who had issued a cheque as secu-
rity, if the cheque bounced due to
insufficiency of funds reversing the
devision of a Kerala High Court
judgement holding that "When a
cheque was issued as a security,
no complaint will lie under section

138 of the Act since the cheque is-

Advocates
arrested

During the second week of
August, the Central Division
Police arrasted eight persons,
including two Advocates, who had
allegedly forged documents,
impersonated a dead man and
cheated the Principal District &
Sessions Judge Court of
Bangalore Rural District of Rs. 20
Lakhs.

The Karnataka Industrial
Area Development Board
(KIADB), which had acquired four
acres of land for the international
airport near Devanahalli, had
referred a case pertaining to
payment of compensation to the
Principal District Sessions Judge's
Court. Among the eight persons
who had sought compensation for
the land acquired by the KIADB,
Chikkanaduvappa died even
before the case was settled.

C. Rajagopal (43) and K.
Prasanna kumar (26), Advocates,
who were handling the case on
behalf of those who had clajmed
compensation, convinced the
court that Chikkanaduvappa was
alive. They also allegedly forged
the signature of Chikkanadu-
vappa's son, Narasimha Murthy,
on various documents and made
two others to impersonate them.

The scam came to light after
Narasimha Murthy, who did not
get compensation, suspected foul
play and approached the High
Court for justice.

-Uphold green
laws

On August 3 and 4, a

workshop on "Judicial enforcement
of environmental law in Karnataka"
was held at the Judicial Academy,
Bangalore. Mr. Justice N. K. Jain,
Chief Justice, High Court of
Karnataka inaugurated the
workshop.

Mr. Justice V. R. Krishna lyer,
retired Supreme Court judge
addressed the delegates and asked
members of the intermediate
judiciary and the lower courts, to
realise the immense powers that
they enjoyed in effectively
dispensing justice in environmental
cases. He said the environmental
laws in India were such that the
lower courts could confidently
interpret Municipal laws to reflect the
intentions of the slew of international
conventions and protocols that were
framed to protect and conserve the
environment. '

There should be *Mehtas and
Kuldip Singhs” in every court, Mr.
lyer said, referring to the
Magsaysay Award winning
environmental Advocate M. C.
Mehta, and the retired Supreme
Court Judge Kuldip Singh, who, in
the Eighties and Nineties, changed
the way in which environmental
laws were interpreted and
implemented in India. This was the
only way to rid the nation of its
"appellaticitis" which tended to
burden the High Courts and
Supreme Court with too many writ
petitions, giving the impression that
these cases were beyond the
scope of the lower courts. "The Bar
must expand its perception and
vision even at the district level, so
that parties need not travel far, or
find that High Court writs mean
delay in the dispensation of justice.

The two-day workshop was
organised by the Environment
support Group, an NGO; the
Environmental Law Institute,
Washington; and the KJA. The goals
of the workshop are to help the
judiciary, optimise its effectiveness in
enforcing environment management
and planning and facilitate
participants to form networks.

Row in Manipur ends

The tussle between the
legislature and judiciary in Manipur
is resolved on August 1 with
Advocates deciding to end their
nine days cease work stir and join
courts following a meeting with the
Chief Minister Okram Ibobi Singh
who regretted the attacks on
judges' houses and court complex.

Police officer arranged for
guarding the scene of offence and
proceeded to the hospital to see
the condition of the injured
Subbaiah. In the Hospital
Subbaiah who was being

" attended to by the Doctors gave a

statement that on the previous
evening he was alone at his
house and Ramu was at the gate
of the compound. At about 8.00
P.M. supply of electricity was
stopped and lights were off. So he
came out of his house which is on
the first floor stepped down the
staircase to go to the shop
opposit to his compound to get
candles. He bought candles and
returned home. While he was
lighting the candles heard some
sound from the bed room. He
called Ramu to see whether any
cat has entered in the bedroom.

Ramu quickly came up and
flashed his torch all around the
bedroom. A youth suddenly
pounced on Ramu brandissing a
button knife. Ramu screamed and
became siient. Subbaiah heard the
scream. By this time the Electrivity
supply was restored. A youth was
emerging from the bedroom.
Subbaiah with all courage and
boldness tried to accost the youth
but the youth stabbed on his arms

and back. Subbaiah raised an .

alaram, Murthy the brother of
Subbaiah residing in the adjoining
compound rushed to the spot with
his wife and daughter. By this time
the miscreant had made good his
escape from the scene. Subbaiah
further stated that he had no en-
emies, the only person by name
David had civil litigation with him
regarding the house site owned by
him.

Mrs. Lakshmi wife of
Subbaiah who had gone to her
parents place a week earlier also
rushed back to the town, on being
informed of the ghostly incident.

- was
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She stated to the police that
she had left the town five days
earlier to the date of incident and
on that day at about the evening
time, while she was preparing for
her journey she noticed that her
maid servant Radha talking with a
young man on the Road and
Radha was pointing towards their
house and also whispering
something. she felt that Radha
might be telling that this is the
house, where she is employed.

One Sattar Saheb, the
shopkeeper on the opposite side
of the house came up with a
statement that he had noticed a
young man with Radha about a
week earlier to the date of
incident and the same youth was
seen again in-the evening of the
day of the incident in front of his
shop. The statement of Sattar
Sahab was recorded by the police
nearly after two weeks from the
date of the occurance.

Shivaiah brother of Subbaiah
came out with a statement that
Radha resides as a tenant in a
room owned by him. He also
stated that Radha was seen
talking with Govinda, a young
man who was employed was a
security guard elsewhere.

He also stated that Radha

telling Govinda that
Subbaiah, her employer was a
very nice man.

Reverting back to the date of
incident, the police during the
course of inspection of the scene
of offence had seized a wrist
watch and a knife both smeared
with blood.

Subbaiah revealed that this
watch neither belonged to him nor
to Ramu, since he had never
seen any watch with watchman
Ramu. The police inferred that the
watch might have been slipped
from the hand of the miscreant
since the metal strap had given
way in the middle.

Based on this data, the
police arrested Govinda after
twenty five days from the date of
incident. from a shop in Market
road, where he was working as a
security guard.

On the following day Radha
was arrested by the police from her
residence at city extension.
Subbaiah, the injured, Lakshmi,
wife of Subbaiah and Sattar Saheb
were summoned to the police
station and Govinda was identified
by these three persons while he
was in the lock-up.

Judicial
Commission

On August 10, the Central
Government declared that it was
committed to set up a National
Judicial Commission, even as the
Chief Justice of India, B. N. Kirpal,
is opposed to the setting up of it.
In an official press release the

. Government said the CJl had

said that there was no need for
such a commission.

In the view of Mr. B. N.
Kirpal, the present system of
collegiums for the appointment of
judges of the Supreme Court and
the High Courts was working well.

But the Government said it
would go ahead with the plans for
the commission which would
make recommendations for the
appointment of judges and Chief
Justice of the Supreme Court and
the High Courts as also draw up
a code of ethics for judges.
Government is requested political
parties to express their views.

Around the courts
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sued cannot be said to be for the
purpose of discharging any debt or
liability" the apex court held that
“the language of statute depicts
the intent of the law makers to the
effect that wherever there is a de-
fault on the part of one infavour of
another and in the event a cheque
is issued in discharge of any debt
or other liability, there cannot be
any restriction or embargo in the
matter of application of the provi-
sions of Sec. 138 of the Act". In the
Instant case, a wife who stood as
guarantor for her husband in a hire
purchase agreement, issued a
cheque to the company which was
returned due to insufficient funds.
Company filed a complaint against
the wife under Sec. 138 of the Act.
The trial court held that complaint
is maintanable. However the high
court allowed her petition on the
ground that the cheque was not is-
sued to discharge any debt or li-
ability. The special Leave Petition
by the company was directed
against the High Court's judge-
ment.
