Flourishing Stamp Paper Racket
State Government Caught Napping

Bangalore City Police tumbled upon a goldmine when on saturday the 19th
August 2000 they seized fake stamps and stamp papers worth around Rs.10
crore and arrested 10 persons involved in an inter state racket causing crores of

rupees loss to the Karnataka State Government. It is apparent that the state
government has been oblivious to this flourishing trade which had spread its
tentacles to various districts including Shimoga and Mangalore apart from the
city of Bangalore. Over a period of time counterfeit stamps have been sold to

various banks, public and private sector financial institutions apart from the gullible
public. An "A'class stamp vendor Sri.Sai Services having its office in Subedar
Chatram Road with branch offices located in Vasanthanagar, R.T.Nagar in
Bangalore city, Shimoga, Mangalore and other parts of the state with a big
establishment was found indulging in this trade. The police were also able to
seize cash of Rs.34.40 lakhs from persons involved in this trade. According to
police source this gang had also links with persons operating from Maharastra
and Andhra Pradesh. The kingpin of this flourishing trade is said to be settled in

Mumbai.

Following a tip off the city police
intercepted two persons, Badruddin

alias Badru (24) and Vittal alias

Vittalmurthy (25) both natives of

Belgaum on SC Road on August
19,200 who were on a motorbike
and seized fake stamps and stamp
papers worth Rs.53.12 lakhs from
them which they were carrying. On the
information provided by them the
police raided the offices of Sri Sai
Services in Bangalore city on the same
day. The police found that a large
number of employees including girls
were employed by the firm which used
to supply fake stamps and stamp
papers to reputed organisations on
receiving telephonic orders from them.
A host of banks and financial
institutions such has IBM, National
Insurance Corporation, Bank of India,
Punjab National Bank, Sudarshan
Finance, Wallstreet Securities, LIC,
Graphite India Limited, Birla 3M, First
Leasing Corporation Limited, Sri Ram
Chit Funds, Deepak Co-op Bank,
Aurvind Mills, Tata Finance, Duetsche
Bank, Corporation Bank, Canara
Bank, Indian Ban|<, Karnataka Bank,
SBI, Central Bank, Union Bank, Bank
of Madurai, Vijaya Bank, IOB, Citi

.Bank, Grindleys Bank, HUDCO,

BEML, Khodays Systems, G E
Lightings, BEL, ICDS, Tata Tea,
Ashok Leyland, Mico, Bank of
Maharashtra are some of the
purchasers of the fake stamps and
stamp papers from Sri Sai Services.
The police are also investigating the
involvement of the employees of State

Government, the Banks and Financial

Institutions who are suspected to be
colluding with Sri Sai Services.

Apart from Badru and Vittal
who were arrested the other accused
who were indentified as having
involved themselves in the racket are
Riyhan alias Mohammed Riyhan (28),
resident of Jayanagar, Rafi alias Rafi
Ahmed (24), resident of D J Halli,

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U Appointment of widow of an
advocate in judicial department on
compassionate grounds-legal right;

A division benh of Allahabad
High Court comprising Justice B K
Roy and Justice Chowdhary has held
that the widow of a deceased
advocate has no legal right to seek

‘appointment in the establishment of

any court on compassionate grounds.

One Smt Suman Sinha widow of G
P Sinha, Advocate, had presented a
writ petition claiming that as in the case
of other government departments she
has a right to seek appointment in the
establishements of any court on
compassionate grounds. The
petitioner's husband had died on July
10, 2000 due to a heart ailment.
This judgment was delivered during
first week of August, 2000.

O Section 42&50 of NDPS
Act-Accused can insist on the
presence of a gazetted officer or
Magistrate :

In a ruling delilvered during the
last week of August, 2000 a bench
of the apex court comprising Mr.
Justice G B Pattanaik and Mr. Justice
U C Banerjee held that a person,
during the raid by the authorities on
suspicion of keeping narcotic or
psychotropic drugs can demand that
he be searched before a magistrate and
non-compliance of such request
would vitiate his conviction. Setting
aside the conviction of one Ahamed
accused of carrying nine grams of
charas. The court ordered for refund
of the fine amount to the accused.

When a search is about to be
made of a person Under Section 41,
490r 43 of the Act, and if the person
so requires, the said person of whom
search is about to be made has to be

 papers which were apparently looked
like original ones.

Chief Minister S.M Krishna and
the Home Minister Mallikarjuna
Kharge complimented the police for the
brake-through. Cash reward of
Rs.25,000/- was also announced to
the team of police officers who busted
the racket. The police have seized ten
two wheelers, cash of Rs.34.40 lakhs
a mobile phone, two pagers, bank
adhesive stamps, share transfer
stamps, foreign bill stamps, revenue
stamps, postai stamps, insurance
policy stamps, fake court fee stamps
and non-judicial stamp papers, seals
of office of Sub-Registrars of
Jayanagar, Girinagar and other places,
rubber stamps of Advocates, stamp
vendors, franking and embossing seals
from the office of Sri Sai Services.

According to the information
gathered by the police during
investigation the king pin of this racket
is one Karim Lala who reportedly
owned a film theatre, a Commerical

Complex and a house in Bangalore
City. It has also come to light that he
had taken several small houses in the
city by paying exhorbitant rents.

The police arrested one
Byroji Rao alias Murali alias Chetan
Rao alias Riyan (21), a resident of
Gangenahalli on August 24 and

seized fake stamp papers from him

worth over Rs 6.4 lakhs. Cash amount
of Rs 66,150/~ was also seized from
his locker at Centurion Bank. On
August 29 the police arrested
Mohammed Shoaib alias Shoaib Amir
(20), a resident of Novah Street in
Shivajinagar, Liagat Hussain (21) of
Sultan Nagar and Nawaz Khan (22)
of Appaiah Street, Doddamavalli in
Bangalore who were earlier arrested
by Hyderabad police in May 1999
and jumped bail. They were operating
in Bangalore through Universal
Marketing Agency in Malleswaram.
The accused had opened accounts in

According to the affidavit of the
petitioner in support of |A he had
availed the services of Sri K.R.

The
petitioner further contended that
Sri.K.R.Deshpande had inturn
informed him that he would engage an
advocate from Bangalore to fight the
litigation. To his surprise the RSA was
disposed off in the absence of the
petitioner since Sri K.R.Deshpande
had not engaged a counsel from
Bangalore as suggested.

Is judiciary practising
untouchabilitly?

A report recent|y submitted by a
Parliamentary Committee, headed by
BJP MP from Jharkand Mr.Karia
Munda and 31 members from both
houses of parliament, has slammed the
country's judicial set up, saying that there
are abysma”y fewer members from the
Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes in
the higher jadiciary and that it is "neither
sympathetic nor unbiased to the cause
of backward classes".

Justice S.P. Bharucha and Mr. Justice
Y.K. Sabharwal observed that the
payment of subsistence allowance, in
accordance with the rules, to an
employee under suspension is not a
bounty. But it is a right.

Jagdamba Prasad Shukla, a Sub-
Inspector of Police, was suspended
on June 1, 1997 and was transferred
to Gorakhpur to face disciplinary
proceedings. He did not participate
in disciplinary proceedings on the
ground that due to illness he could not
go to Gorakhpur and secondly
subsistence allowance was not paid to
him. After finding him guilty of the
charge in the disciplinary proceedings
on ex-parte basis the S | was removed
from service on February 11, 1979.
Shukla lost his statutory appeal before
the departmental authority, UP Public
Service Tribunal and also the writ
petition before the Allahabad High
Court. The High Court had said that
Shukla was rightly refused subsistence
allowance as he failed to furnish a
certificate stating that he was not
employed elsewhere and his writ
petition didnot mention the financial
crunch faced by him. While quashing
the removal order of Mr.Shukla, after
21 years, the apex court said that non
payment of subsistence allowance
vitiated the removal order. Rejecting
the claim of the UP Government that
Shukla had not given his address
where amount could be sent the bench
said "It is curfous that the respondents
could serve a_|| other communications
including the show-cause notice to
Shukla but in so far as payment of
subsistence allowance is concerned,
the plea taken is that he did not

intimate his address, and therefore, the
amount could not be sent'.

O Sec 375 IPC-Submission of

victim under fear is no consent;

In a judgment delivered during
the last week of August 2000 the
Supreme Court convicted a teenager
of committing rape and ruled that
"submission of body" by the victim
under fear of terror cannot be
construed as a consent to sexual act.
Setting aside the acquittal granted
infavour of the teenager by the sessions
court which was upheld by the
Himachal Pradesh High Court the
apex court said "consent for the
purpose of section 375 requires
voluntary participation not only after
the exercise of intelligence based on
the knowledge of the significance and
moral quality of the act, but after
having fully exercised the choice

. i
) between the resistence and assent”.

The charge against the accused
was that he had raped the minor
daughter of his sister. The accused had
succeeded before the sessions court on
the ground that the victim had
consented for the sexual act. The
division bench of the apex court
comprising Chief Justice A.S.Anand,
Mr.Justice R.C.Lahoti and
Mr.K.G Balakrishnan observed that
whether there was consent or not was
to be ascertained oniy on a careful
study of all circumstances and not
otherwise.

U Ad-hoc appointments
continues to be so how long?

In a significant judgment
delivered during fourth week of
August, 2000 the supreme court
held that if a qualified person
appointed. to a post fulfilling all
formalities and continues in that post
for a fairly longtime his appointment
cannot be termed ad-hoc. "In the
service jurisprudence, a person who
possess the requisite qualification for
bei'ng appointed to a particular post
and then he is appointed with the
approval and consultation of the
appropriate authority and continues in
the post for a fairly long period then
such an appo.intment cannot be held
to be stop-gap or fortutious or purely
ad-hoc" the court said.

Therefore in the fixation of cases,
everything is fixed to the advantage of
the person who is capable of fixing.

Open the site court dot com. By
clicking you will get the information
about the court and the persons who
preside over the courts. Check in
detail. Find out which court is manned
by which judge and who can deliver
the goods,either for money or for some
other consideration like favouritism,
etc. Beware that before fixing the
]awyer, you mut know whether the
particular judge can be pursuaded by
the |awyer who is engaged to do what
you want. For that you can clilck on
'money’ or 'favouritism' or 'fear’ and
then browse and find out which lawyer
is suitable to you and which will be
more advangeous to you.

Open the site judges dot com.
Click on it. You will get all the
information about the judge. Be careful
because most of the judges may be
honest and they may deliver decision
without fear or favour. In that site you
must be very careful to choose because
your selection may go wrong. But
select after careful analysis and after
surfing and browsing.

By now you know how to surf
and browse. Browsing and surfing are
very important in the system. Don't
enter into that site because you are
already in that site where every system
is corrupted.

Finally open the site system
corrupt dot com. You will get the
solution here. This will inform that
every one of us is corrupt. If you click,
then you will get menu 'revolution’.
Click on 'bungle'. You will get the
information how a lawyer bungles and
a sure case is toppled down either
because of ignorance of case law and
facts of case or because of other
consideration.

Go on clicking and the only
thing you can do is clicking and
nothing improves, nothing happens
and you will get a menu ‘destruction’.
Click on it and be satisfied, because
you have compromised with the
system.
