Supreme-Court orders probe into Cll's
"age" document

In an unprecedented move the Supreme Court directed the CBI to probe

as expeditious]y as possible the genuineness of the General Council of Bar of
England Certificate showing Chief Justice of India A.S. Anand's year of birth as
1934 &5 against all other documents showing it to be 1936. A bench comprising

M. Justice K.T. Thomas and Mr. Justice R.P. Sethi which is hearing a suo-motu
contempt proceeding against a Chennai based lawyer Mr. S.K. Sundaram ordered

that "we deem it necessary to have a full investigation by the CBI to findout as to

how that document came into existence and findout the person or persons

responsible for it".

Although the court made no
reference to former union Law Minister
M. Ram Jethmalani who has recently
published a book on the subject in
which the said document has been
published as an annexure, the bench
before adjourning the case observed
that "on a perusal of the documents
produced by Solicitor General Harish
Salve, we feel, prima facie that the
document purported to have been sent
by the General Council of Bar,
London, on September, 4,. 2000 to

Sohul and Co., is not a genuine

document as it spea[(s about the year
of birth of the CJI". Interestingly, the
court categorically barred the CB from
going into the aspect of ascertaining the
Chief Justice's age, saying the President
who is the highest constitunal authority
to go into the age of a High Court.
Judge under Article 217 (3) of the
constitution has already given his
decision-on this in 1991.

Advocate Collapses in

Court

On November 28, 62 year old
advocate from Chennai Mr. S.K.
Sundaram collapsed in a court hall.of
the Supreme Court where Mr. Justice
K.T. Thomas and Mr. Justice R.P Sethi
were hearing contempt proceedings
against the former by suddenly sliding
from his chair and falling on the floor.
Contempt proceeding has been
initiated against Mr. S.K. Sundaram
who had demanded laying down of his
office by the Chief Justice of India Mr.
Justice A.S. Anand, who according to

the advocate is over aged and illegally
holding the office. Immediately medical
staff from the S C dispensary was
rushed to his aid. After examining the
advocate in the court room the medical
staff said that the pulse of the advocate
was normal. However, the court
adjourned the hearing of the case to
December 6.

_Discharge Upheld

By its Judgment of November 3,
2000 a division bench of the High
Court of Karnataka comprising Mr.
Justice G.C. Bharuka and Ms. Justice
Manjula Chellur dismissed a writ
petition filed by former District and
Sessions Judge Khazi Mohammed
Muzammil chalenging the action of
Uttara Kannada Police in including his
name in rowdy and goonda lists of the
District. The bench observed that there
was no ground to interfer as with the
action of the police in including
petitioner's name in the lists. Infact, the
petitioner had sought for direction to
the police to delete his name from the
lists. S P of the district had included
the petitioner's name in the lists while
the latter was practising as an advocate
at Bhatkal. Following police reports that
he was actively involved in the
communal riots which rocked Bhatkal
during 1993 by abetting offences and
harbouring criminals, the police noted
that he was an office bearer of a
communal organisation at Bhatkal. A
single as judge of the High Court had
referred the matter to a division bench.
The ruling also upheld the discharge of
the petitioner from the judicial service.

Around the Courts

O  The court becomes functus officio
once an order is passed and cannot
review the order. There is no provision
in Crpc authorising the court to review
its judgment;

In a judgment delivered during first
week of November 2000 a bench
comprising Mr. Justice K.T. Thomas and
Mr. Justice R.P. Sethi, of the apex court
ruled that no court can review its own
judgment after it is signed except to
correct a clerical or arithmetical error. The
judgment said that the court becomes
functus officio once the juagment is
signed.

This ruling came on a petition filed
by one Hari Singh Mann challenging the
decision of a single judge of Punjab and
Haryana High Court to review its own
orders in his case against his advocate
Harbhajan Singh Bajwa. The court
observed that "we have noted with
disgust that the impugned orders were
passed completely ignoring the basic

- principles of criminal law. No review of

an order is contemp|ated under the
criminal procedure code". The court said
there is no provision in Cr pc authorising
the High Court to review its judgment
passed either in exercise of its appellate
or revisional or original criminal

 jurisdiction.

While the interim capital of new state
happens to be Dehradun the High
Court bench is set up at Naini. Senior
Judge of the Supreme Court Mr.
Justice S.P. Bharucha inaugurated the
new High Court on 9.11.2000 at
Nainital. Mr. Justice Ashok A. Desai
has been appointed as the Chief
Jutice of this High Court.

U One more High Court Under
the Bihar Re-organisation Act, 2000
has been set up by a Presidential
order. This High Court is named,
Ranchi High Court having its bench
at Ranchi the capital of new state of
Jharkhand. This is the 21st High
Court in the country. Mr. Justice
Vinod Kumar Gupta has takenover as
the Acting Chief Justice of the new
High Court.

age but retire on voluntary basis. Chief
Justice William Rehnquist was
nominated as a Judge of the Supreme
Court in 1972 by President Richard
Nixon and nominated as Chief Justice
by President Ronald Reagan in 1986.
The senior most Jusge Justice John Paul
Stevens, 80, was nominated by
President Gerald Ford in 1975. The
youngest Judge Justice Clarence
Thomas, 52, is the only Black and he
was nominated by President George
Bush in 1991. There are two women
Judges, Justice Sandra Day O' connor,
nominated by President Reagan and
Justice Ruth Bader Ginsburg nominated
by President Clinton in 1993 . Justice
O'Connor is the first ever female Judge
appointed to the court. Justice
Antonin Scalia and Justice Anthony
Kennedy are nominees of President
Reagan while Justice David Souter is a
nominee of President Bush. Justice
Stephen Breyer is a nominee of
President Clinton. Chief Justice
Rehnquist, Justice Scalia and Justice
Thomas are said to form conservative
core of the court while other Juclges are
said to be moderate to liberal in their
approach.

Social Audit of Working of the

Constitution

Dr. G.R.S. Rao

From the last i_ssue

What appears to the naked eye
of the public is at wide variance from
what was envisioned and provided for
in the constitution. An overview
reveals that nation-building is not only
neglected, but also distorted. The
how and why of these distortions have
to be the focus of the National
Commission set up for the purpose.

A wide range of legislative
committees have been constituted by
the constitution itself and envisaged
many innovations. The legislatures and
their committees have been performing
with varying degrees of efficacy, but
not to their full creative potential. The
causal factors are far too many to
enumerate. The malignancy that has
afflicted the political structures and
electoral system is the primary factor
that has negated the efficacy of
legislatures. The citizens are a witness
to a perennial debate over reform,
sans matching action. The duration of
sessions is progressively reduced as a
part or political expediency, but the
committees meet in order to reduce
the 'loss' of allowances to the
members. Legislative behaviour is
negotiated, a la match-fixing. The
legislative debates generate heat rather
than light; often-obstructionist and
confrontationist, with violence within
the precincts on the rise. The high
point of this scenario is, even the
crimes under the penal law of the land
are sought to be covered under
constitutional immunities.

The only serious debate is on
privileges, unrelated to protection and
promotion of their functional efficacy,
and the only set of issues adopted
without a debate and with rare
unanimity is salaries, allowances,
pensions and perks. Putting on the
shield of privileges, peoples'
representatives shun their status as
citizens. Anti-defection law and party
whip are abused, threatening
democratic freedom and their
responsibility to express without fear.
This was demonstrated even in regard
to the responsibility of the legislature
as the only constitutional mechanism
available to provide correctives to the
judicial institutions and functionaries.

Legislative policy and strategy is
rarely consistent with the manifesto of

the parties, the mandate given by the
people and accountability to
translating democratic / elector verdict.
What is worse, dramatic measures are
adopted, including amendments to
the constitution without a democratic
mandate.

The one immediate measure that
may be adopted is to discontinue
television coverage of legislative
proceedings in order to contain
popular disenchantment and growing
contempt towards the legislatures
among the citizens of India. There is’
an avalanche of legislation conferring
rights on the citizens, but no matching
accountability on administration, much
less timely evaluation of the impact of
legislation. During the 50th year of the
Republic, what we find is that instead
of legislatures discussing the problems
of the people, the citizens are left with
discussing the problems of legislatures,
with growing concern and disdain.

That the political functionaries
are themselves disenchanted with their
performance is reflected in the debate
over Parliamentary versus Presidential
form of democracy, even worse, is it
wrapped in any hidden agenda? The
debate on Presidentid versus
Parliamentary form was started in
1950, remained live though
sporadic. All the time, and all the
parties apprehended that any ruling
party would only use constitutional
changes to bring in an 'authoritarian’
government. The pattem of debate
reveals consistency over the projected
motivation of the ruling party. The
ineffectiveness of parliamentary
democracy in India, per se, is no
vindication of the Presidential form.

" That such a debate over the system

could be an alibi for non-performance
was apprehenced by no less than Dr.
Ambedkar in his concluding address
to the Constituent Assembly : "if
things go wrong the reason will not be
that we had a bad constitution the
man was vile". Indian political ground
conditions are such that the
Presidential form is likely to prove
more dictatorial, more corrupt, far less
efficient, less accountable, and less
stable, than the Parliamentary system.

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The Hostage Crisis and the

Surrender Syndrome

Precedents in this zone have
grown.In the case of Rajendra Kumar
Vs. State, A.I.R. 1980S5.C. 1510
the supreme court was face to face
with the orders that followed the
public prosecutor's application for
withdrawal of the 'dynamite' case
against George Fernandes. There was
a change of government consequent
to general elections in the country. This
was put forward as the reason for the
new government to withdraw from
prosecution. The court evaluated a
number of principles as having been
decocted from the earlier precedents:

1. "Under the scheme of the code
prosecution of an offender for a
serious offence is primarily the
responsibility of the executive.

2. The withdrawal from the
prosecution is an executive
function of the public prosecutor.

3. The discretion to withdraw from
the prosecution is that of the
public prosecutor and none else,
and so, he cannot surrender that
discretion to someone else.

4. The government may suggest to
the public prosecutor that he
may withdraw from the
prosecution but none compel
him to do so.

5. The public prosecutor may
withdraw from the prosecution
not merely on the ground of
paucity of evidence but on other
re|_evant grounds as well in order
to further the broad ends of
public justice, public order and
peace. The broad ends of public
justice will certainly include
appropriate social, economic
and we add, political purposes
sans lammany Hall enterprises.

6. The public prosecutor is an
officer of the Court and
responsible to the Court.

7. The court performs a supervisory
function in granting its consent to
the withdrawal.

8. The court's duty is not to
reappreciate the grounds which
led the public prosecutor to
request withdrawal from the
prosecution but to consider

whether the pub!ic prosecutor
applied his mind as a free agent
uninfluenced by irrelevant and
extraneous consideration. The
court has a special duty in this
regard as it is the ultimate
repository of legislative
confidence in granting or
withholding its consent to
withdrawal from the

prosecution".

Finally, the five judge bench
decision in the case o Sheo Nandan
Paswan Vs. State of Bihar, A.I.R.
1987 S.C. 877 deserves to be
noticed. The majority judgment
upheld the principles enunciated in
Rajendra Kumar's case. Justice E.S.
Venkataramaiah, in his opinion
representing the majority view made
some very relevant observations:

"37. At the outset it should be
stated that merely because a court
discharges or acquits an accused
arraigned before it, the court cannot
be considered to have compromised
the crime....Similarly if the case has
been withdrawn by the public
prosecutor for good reason with the
consent of the court, this court should
be slow to interfere with the order of
withdrawal. The judgment of a public
prosecutor under Section 321 of the
Criminal PC., 1973 cannot be lightly
interfered with unless the court comes
to the conclusion that he has not
applied his mind or that his decision
is not bonafide. ... 5

"46. A person may have been
accused of several other misdeeds, he
may have been an anathema to a
section of the public media or he may
be an unreliable politician. But, these
circumstances should not enter into the
decision of the court while dealing
with a criminal charge against him
which must be based only on relevant
material”.

A division bench of the
Karnataka High Court comprising Mr.
Justice M.F. Saldanha and Mr.
Justice S.R. Bannurmath, in
Anjinappa and others v/s State of
Karnataka (ILR 2000 Kar 3501)
have observed that "The criminal
justice system has been not only
polluted but totally corrupted in this
state through one practice that has
become endemic and has almost
reached ma]ignant dimension. This
court has been eva|uating the number
of criminal cases in which one or more
witnesses have been tampered with
and has found that in over 90% of
the cases one or more witnesses have

turned hostile".

It is further observed that "In
many of the reports put forward to
High Court in the earlier cases, the trial
judges have pointed out that when
they question the hostile witnesses as

to who was responsible for tampering

with the evidence, they have disclosed

that, it was the accused or persons
connected with them and in good
percentage of case they have even
stated that th_ey were taken to the
defence |awyer who had told them
what to say".

. Mr. Justice D.P. Wadhwa of
Supreme Court of India has said "If the
criminal justice system is to be put on
a proper pedestal, the system cannot
be left in the hands of unscrupulous
lawyers and sluggish state machinery.
Each trial should be properly
monitered. Time has come that all the
courts, district courts, subordinate
courts are linked to high court with
computer and a proper check is made
on the adjournments and recording of
evidence'.

This is the way, the Judges have
expressed their anguish about the
criminal justice system. The hon'ble
judges have implicated lawyers and
observed that the lawyers are also
interfereing in the course of criminal
justice system, lt is for the advocates
community to poncler over such
observations and to do something to
avoid such comments against them.

These are very significant
observations made by the hon'ble
judges. All the district bar associations
including the mighty Bangalore Bar

Association and the Bar Council of
Karnataka should take note of it and
see that various measures are taken to
eradicate such apprehensions from the
mind of the judges.

Mr. Justice Ramajois observed
that "chariot of administration of justice
can move only on two wheels namely
bench and the bar (ILR 1987 Kar
9973). The bar has to co-operate
with the bench in the administration
of justice, then only the litigant public
will have faith in judiciary and in

administration of justice.

The conduct of the defence
lawyer, as observed by the learned
Judges in telling the witnesses what
to say is nothing but shortcircuiting the
course of justice that is why Mr.
Justice O. Chinnappa Reddy, the
Supreme Courrt judge observed that
"The rules of procedure are meant to
advance the cause of justice and not

. - .l CPRLLl
to shortcircuit decision on merit".

(AIR 1983 SC 847).

To remove apprehension about
the lawyers negative role in
administration of criminal justice, the
following are the few suggestions of

mine.

() The Bar Coundil of Karnataka
and District Bar Associations must
hold lectures, meetings and seminars
and appraise advocates, the need to
co-operate with the courts during the
course of trial ; (ii) If in any case
advocates are prosecuted for such
misdemeanours and convicted they
should be debarred for life from
practising; and (iii) In any other course
of action penalties suggested by the
Bar Association, Bar Council of
Karnataka and Senior Advocates must
be gdopte&.
