Citing incidents
from his life, the Judge said
honest approach, hard labour and
humility alone would ensure
progress and prosperity of
Advocates as well as judicial
officers.

Around the Courts

O Misappropriation of sale
proceeds of a client's house,
debarring Advocate from
practising - justified;

Expressing serious concern
over increasing incidents of
professional misconduct of lawyers
coming to light the Supreme Court
has asked the State Bar Councils
to take immediate remedical steps
to set right the trend. In a judgment
delivered during the first week of
December a bench of the apex
court comprising Mr. Justice V. N.
Khare and Mr_Justice Ashok Bhan,
upheld an order passed by the Bar
Council of India (BCIl) permanently
debarring Mr. Vikas Deshpande, an
Advocate, from practising for
fraudulently misappropriating the
sale proceeds of a client's house
besides imposing Rs. 25,000/- as
costs. Holding that the appellant
"has committed a grave
professional misconduct' the bench
observed that the relationship
between an Advocate and client is
of trust and therefore sacred.
Preservation of mutual trust
between the Advocate and client
was a must, the Bench observed,
as otherwise the judicial system will
collapse and fail.

O Rule 58 (2)(B) of the ESI
(General) Rules 1950 - default of
the employer to pay contribution
- would not affect the payment of
insurance money to the
employee.

On December 26, in a major
ruling benefiting lakhs of employees
the Supreme Court has held that
non-payment of contribution by the
employer to ESI Fund would not
affect the payment of insurance
money to the employee in case of
his death, accident or medical
exigencies. Giving benefit to the kin
of an employee working with
Bhagirathi Engineering in Chennai,
a bench comprising Mr. Justice
SSM Quadri and Mr. Justice Arizit
said the date of
commencement of the insurance
cover for the employee under ESI
Scheme was the date from when
he was employed by the employer.

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Death no solution

Death penalty for rapists will
only reduce the conviction rate
further, speakers at a meet on
“capital punishment for rapists"
said on Tuesday December 4,
held in Bangalore. "To destroy
evidence completely, the culprit
will end up killing the woman he
raped. Life imprisonment along
with compulsory compensation for
the victim is a viable option" they
echoed. Stating that only 30% of
the cases are reported of which a
miniscule 3% are convicted a
spokesman for an NGO said
“today even conviction full
punishment is not given to the
rapist. If capital punishment is
introduced conviction will never
takesplace. violence -against
woman will increase. There may
be chances of rape cases being
passed off as murder cases". The
speakers argued for the need for
changing the investigative
procedures while dealing with
rape cases and said that women
should not be subjected to “re-
live" trauma during interogation.
The present law embarass the
victim so much that she is almost
raped once again.

Probe against another judge

The Chief Justice of India, G.B. Pattanaik, is set up on "in house"
committee headed by the Chief Justice of the Punjab and Haryana High
Court, Ravi Swaroop Dhavan, to probe allegations of "misconduct"
against a sitting judge of the Rajasthan High Court. This is the third such
committee to probe allegations against High Court judges.
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On the next morning they
took Ravi to an electronic shop at
Parel, Bombay and secured
remaining parts of the VCP, which
he had sold there for a sum of Rs.
1,200/-. The police seized the
same and then obtained a return
transit pass from the Police at
Bombay brought Ravi to
Bangalore and lodged him in their
police station. On the next
morning, the police took Ravi to a
temple at Charmadi ghat and
from a place nearby the temple,
recovered a knife said to have
been thrown by Ravi while he was
on his way to Mangalore on the
next day of the incident. The
police further took Ravi to a shoe
shop in Pane Mangalore near
Uppinangadi. One Mr. Joseph, the
proprietor, is said to have
identified the two pump shoes, as
the shoes given by him to Ravi.
After meeting Mr. Joseph both
Ravi
Mangalore in the night bus, which
was bound to Bombay.

In the course of the
investigation, a number of

witnesses were examined and

onhe shirt, which was on the
person of Ravi, was seized for the
reason that Murthy identified that
shirt as his own shirt. The police
inferred that Ravi might have
changed his shirt to abandon his
blood stained shirt. With this
material the police placed the
charge sheet against Ravi and
Harsha, showing Harsha as
absconding. The summons and
warrants against Harsha did not
yield any fruit. So, the case
proceeded only against Ravi and
the case against Harsha was split
up, and transferred to long
pending list. Ravi alone was tried
by the court of the sessions
Judge.

In the course of the trial
twenty five witnesses were
examined in support of the
prosecution to substantiate the
case against Ravi and the
evidence so adduced consisted of
the following categories: -

Motive : The prosecution
tried to project this aspect on the
ground that Ravi was annoyed
since  his service was
discontinued and also for the
reason that he was paid his dues
towards his salary for a couple of
months. It is also stressed by the
prosecution that the VCP of the
brother of Ravi which was given

for repair to Murthy was not

returned by attending to the
repairs and when demanded
repeatedly by Ravi the request
was turned down and ultimately
Ravi had come with his friend on
the previous day of the incident
asking for VCP, when Murthy was
not in the house, and the
deceased lady also refused to
give that VCP which was kept in
the house itself. This part of the
evidence was spoken to by
Murthy alone. It had no
corroboration.

Circumstantial Evidence: -

The fact that Ravi with his
friend had come to the residence
of Murthy, talked to the deceased
on the previous day and this was
conveyed by the deceased to the
informant husband Murthy. This
also was not corroborated by any
other witness.

It was alleged that Ravi and
Harsha left for Pane Mangalore a
day after the date of the incident.
They went by bus via Charmadi
Ghat and stayed with their friend
Joseph a shoe keeper at Pane
Mangalore and Ravi got a pair of
shoes from Joseph. Joseph in his
statement stated that Ravi and
Harsha had a kitbag and they
showed a VCP, with an intention
to sell away the same. As this
Joseph, according to him had no
sufficient funds and he could not
arrange for any purchaser, Ravi
and Harsha left Pane Mangalore
saying that they are going to
Bombay. In the course of the trial
Joseph identified the pair of pump
shoes and also the parts of the
VCP.

Circumstantial Evidence from
witnesses who are residents of
Bombay :

It was adduced in the form of
evidence that Ravi consequent on
his arrest at Damnad, on being
brought to Bombay, identified the
shop keeper, who admitted that
Ravi and his friend had brought
some parts of the VCP for sale
and that he settled the deal for a
certain sum of maoney paid in
part and requested Ravi and his
friend to collect the balance in a
couple of days. In the course of
examination he emphaticaliy
maintained that the person that
had come with Ravi had settled
the deal and handed over the
was
stranger to him, whom he had

never seen before.
to be continued
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employee, Balakrishnan, had died
in service and his certificate for
registration under the ES| Scheme
was issued after his death. The ESI
corporation had refused to pay
insurance money on the ground
that the certificate was given only
after the death of the employee.

Rejecting ESIC's stand,
Justice Pasayat, writing for the
bench, said “the payment or non-
payment of contribution and action
or non-action prior to or
subsequent to the date of accident
is really inconsequential” as for as
payment of insurance cover to the
employee was concerned.

After setting the dispute
regarding payments from ESI fund,

the bench observed that it was the

obligation of the employer to pay
the contribution from the date the
ESI Act applied to the factory or
the establishment. It was not open
to the employer to with hold paying
contributions to the ESI Fund on
the ground that the employees
were not traceable or that there
was dispute about their where
abouts.

O Impositioﬁ of 100 percent
increase in third party insurance
tariff validity

On December 28, the Kerala
High Court directed the insurance
companies to scrupulously observe
the parameters set by the Insurance
Regulatory and Development
Authority and the Tariff Advisory
Committee (General Insurance) for
loading 100% on third party
insurances tariff.

Mr. Justice M. Ramachand- ran
issued the directive while disposing
of a batch of 90 odd writ pétitions
challenging the imposition of 100
percent increase on third party in-
surance premium, The court also di-
rected the insurance companies, to
refund the excess amount already
collected. Counsel for the insurance
companies pleaded that no directive

_be issued to refund the amount col-

lected over and the above 100 per
cent loading as the clarification on
the issue had now been given. The
court said the latest clarification had
explained only what was there ear-
lier, and nothing new. The compa-
nies had to "disgorge what has been
gulped in excess right now" or if their
clients were agreeable, gave credit
to the excess payment already re-
mitted by way of loading at the time
of fresh renewals and at the option
of the vehicle owners. The param-
eters were set by the commission in
its latest circular issued on October
29, 2002, to all the insurance com-
panies.

The circular made it clear that
since the loading on the tariff

premium for adverse claims
experience for the first renewal was
stipulated not to exceed 100 per
cent, there could not be any
loading beyond 100 per cent for the
renewals falling during the one year
period commencing July 1, 2002. In
cases where no claims had been
lodged in the previous year or
where the owners enjoyed no claim
bonus, no loading should be made.
There shall be no uniform loading
of 100% in all cases. The loading
upto 100% should be made in
individual cases, depending on the
claims profile. In otherwords,
loading could be applied for
adverse claims experience of the
vehicle insured.

O Challenging preventive
detention failure to file counter
affidavits by the prosecution -
vitiates continued imprison-
ment. :

On December 30, the
Supreme Court has held that if the
union or the State Governments
failed in their obligation to file
counter-affidavits when preventive
detentions were challenged, courts
would have no alternative but to
quash such detention orders by
default. ;

A Bench, comprising Mr.
Justice S. Rajendra Babu and Mr.

_Justice P. Venkatarama Reddi, gave

this ruling while quashing an order
passed by the Chennai Police
Commissicner in April detaining S.
Jai Kannan of Mogappair under the
Tamil Nadu Goondas Act. The
Bench setaside the judgment of the
Madras High Court upholding the
detention and directed the release
of the detanu forthwith. -

The Bench cited an earlier
judgment of the apex court wherein
it was observed that of late the
centre had not shown a sense of
responsibility while dealing with
preventive detention cases, namely,
of filing a counter in time before the
court dealing with habeas corpus
petitions.

Referring to.the High Court's
observation that it had perused the
file of the accused, the Bench
reiterated the position that the
indulgence shown by the courts in
perusing the file seemed to have
given an impression that the
Central Government was under no
obligation to file a counter - affidavit
to explain the delay in considering
the detenu's application.

The Bench quoted on earlier
judgment which said that if the
Central or State Governments
failed to file the counter, then the
detention order had to be quashed
by default.

Tribute to Palkhivala

Prof. B. M. Baliga

The day | joined the Law
College at Bangalore in July, 1971,
| happened to see an
advertisement that late Mr. Nani A.
Palkhivala was going to deliver the
Rajaji Memorial Lecture at the
Gokhale Institute of Public Affairs
in Bangalore, and on that day, on
hearing Mr. Palkhivala's lecture, |
truly felt that Mr. Palkhivala gave
me the greatest inspiration on the
eve of entering the field of law, Mr.
Palkhivala Published his certain
lectures but he did not write his
autobiography as such, and
therefore, this article is on the
basis of certain anecdotes in his
life that | had read from time to time
over the years. Mr. Palkhivala did
not want to join the Law College
and he had applied for the post of a
lecturer in English but the College
management selected a lady
lecturer instead of Palkhivala. But
the most humorous part of this
anecdote was that Mr. Palkhivala
used to invite that lady lecturer for
dinner every year for thanking her
that she was responsible for his
joining the field of law and for
prospering as a lawyer ! Secondly,
| recall with great respect to the
memory of late Justice Chagla, the
former Chief Justice of the Bombay
High Court and a former Union
Minister, that when he was the
Chairman of the Selection
Committee for the selection of law
lecturers in the Government Law
College at Bombay in 1943 or so,
he selected two young chaps
overlooking the claims of other
senior members of the Bar, and
they were none but one Mr. Y. V.
Chandrachud, who became the
Chief Justice of India, and another
Mr. Palkhivala himself, who
became the greatest and the most
brilliant advocate of our times
during the last fifty years, nay the
20th century itself if | may state
with respect to earlier pre-
independence stalwarts like late
Munshi, Sir Alladi and others.

It can be said without any
fear of contradiction that the most
important contribution of Mr.
Palkhivala was in the field of the
Constitutional law, especially his
discovery of the basic structure or
basic feature theory in our
Constitution and arguing most
ably before the Supreme Court in
the landmark judgment of the last
cenfury in the Kesavananda
Bharati vs. State of Kerala (1973)
From the law reports, | would like
to mention here that he laboured
so much that he produced before
the Supreme Court truck loads of

dictionaries and other legal
materials on various provisions of
about the 71 constitutions of
various countries in the World to
bring home the meanings and
interpretations  of certain
provisions of our Constitution
when he challenged the
constitutional validity of the 24th
and 25th Amendments to the
Constitution in 1971. It was his
greatest achievement that the
majority judges of the Supreme
Court accepted the basic feature
doctrine as propounded by Mr.
Palkhivala and that made our
democracy safe in the country
and saved the constitutional and
fundamental rights of the people.
He used to propagate that he
stood for the "We, the people of
India......" and it is truly we who
have been benefited for ever by
his contribution in the filed of the
constitutional law in our country
and but for his such unique
contribution at that crucial time in
the history of India, the then
Government would have taken the
country irreversibly on the path of
a totalitarian form of government
trampling upon the liberty and
fundamental rights of the people
of India. On the completion of
about four months of ‘arguments
before the Supreme Court, late H.
M. Seervai, the famous author of
the Constitutional Law and former
Advocate General of Maharashtra
State, who opposed Mr. Palkhivala
in the Kesavananda Bharati's
case, virtually broke down and
confessed before the Supreme
Court that he was completely tired
out in arguing in that case and
submitted that perhaps it was his
last case before the Supreme
Court ! Such was the unique
industry and labour put in by Mr.
Palkhivala in that famous case in
1973.

It was Mr. Palkhivala who
went all over the country covering
its length and breadth to propagaie
his views against the then
Government of India both against
its legal and economic policies with
his famous refrain that there could
be economic growth without social
justice but there could be no social
justice withcut economic growth !
In the post-Nehru era, among the
great personalities like Rajaji,
Acharya Kripalani, JP and Mino
Masani, Mr. Palkhivala too was
one such person to plead for
probity in public life and corruption
free administration in India.

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Judging the Judges

On December 7 Mr. Justice
MF Saldanha, Judge High Court of
Karnataka, addressed the
members of the Bar Association of
Mangalore. He said that the time
had come to "judge the judges”
and it is the appropriate time to
constitute a "national judicial
commission" with legal luminaries
as members. It is time for
introspection, as the judicial
system was on trial and
considering the serious erosion of
values of the judiciary, which were
contained in unwritten conventions
of morals. Immoral conduct could
not be scandalous when it was
reported, and it could not be
helped if the conduct itself was
scandalous. The "employees" of
the system, could not claim to be
"sacrosanct”, and when there was
breach of public confidence in a
system, it had to be addressed
with the proper inbuilt machinery
for dealing with such exigencies.
That was there the need of the
establishment of an independent
body that governed the standards
and maintained decorum the
judiciary was felt, Mr. Justice
Saldanha said.
