Major Victory

The Income Tax appellate Tribu-
nal, Indore Bench, by its order dated
30th October, 2001 has partly allowed
ITA No. 604/Bang/2000 (AY 1997-98)
filed by the Bangalore Advocates' Co-
op. Society Ltd. against the order
dated 18.7.2000 passed by the Joint
Commissioner of Income Tax (Asstt)
S.R., VI, Bangalore. The Tribunal has
upheld that the claim of the society
that it is entitled to tax exemption in
respect of 1% of the commission col-
lected on the sale of non-judicial
stamp papers as the same is indeed
the contribution. of the state govern-
ment towards the Building Fund setup
for the-construction of Bangalore Ad-
vocates Association building and di-
recting the assessment authority to
reasses the tax liability in the light of
this position. This major victory before
the Appellate Tribunal is bound to re-
sult in substantial Income Tax: saving

10 the society.

Fast Track Courts

A total number of 1,734 fast
track courts are set up at the instance
of the Government of India under a
wholly centrally-funded scheme. It is

_aimed at expeditiously clear the

colossal scale of pendency in the
district and subordinate courts under
a time-bound programme.

The fast track courts are
expected to substantially reduce the
number of under-trials in jails. An
estimated 1.8 lakh under-trials are
languishing in various jails in the
country. The State Governments are
spending an aggregate of over Rs.
361 crore per annum on the
imprisoned under-trials at the rate of
Rs. 55 per day. Besides, the
expeditious disposal of cases relating
to under trials will address a serious
human rights problem.

According to an official figure,
the total number of cases pending in
the nearly 13,000 district and
subordinate courts in the country is
2.4 Crore. The 21 High Courts
account for over 34 lakh pending
cases. Over 10% of these are more
than 10 years old.

Under the government's action
plan the fast track courts will take up
as their next priority sessions cases
pending for 2 years or more,
particularly in which the accused
persons have been on bail. What
made the scheme feasible was the
outright grant of Rs. 502.90 crore by
the Eleventh Finance Commission for
the creation of 1,734 additional
courts.

O Testamentary succession -
uneven distribution of property
by the testator, validity;

. A bench of the apex court
comprising Justice R. P. Sethi and
Justice Y. K. Sabharwal, has ruled
that if a will left by a person
distributes immovable or movable
property among the children
unevenly it would not render the
execution of the document illegal.
The judgment dated November
29, 2001 said "the uneven
distribution of assets among
children, by itself, cannot be taken
as a circumstance causing
suspicion surrounding the
execution of the will. One Indirabai
executed a will bequeathing bulk’
of her immovable property to one
son; but did not give anything to
her husband or widowed daughter
while sharing her movable
property equally among the sons.
The will was challenged by one of
the daughters as forged one but
the court held that the execution of
the will had been duly proved and
dismissed the suit.

On appeal, the high court
reversed the finding on the ground
that “the will is most unnatural" as
the more deserving widowed
daughter got nothing from the
testator. The apex court setaside
the judgment of the high court
while restoring the judgment of the
trialcourt. Justice Sabharwal,
speaking for the bench, said there
was nothing unnatural in such
uneven distribution of property and
“the plaintiff cannot be permitted to
urge that since nothing or almost
nothing substantial was provided
for her in the will. it creates
suspicion about the execution of
the will".
