Hi Iriana, we’d love for you to start by
introducing yourself.
Since I was very young, the world of knitting and
garment making has been a part of my life. I am
Venezuelan, and I grew up surrounded by yarns,
threads, needles, and fabrics in my grandparents’
haberdashery, where my grandfather worked on
manual knitting machines, creating pantyhose and
baby clothes.

With ease and confidence, I completed my first
project at the age of nine, my first pair of baby
booties. It came naturally to me; I found profound
love and joy in the process.

From then on, I continued creating a variety of
beautiful pieces on my own, and at eighteen, I
enrolled in a crochet swimwear course, never
imagining it would become my path.

It quickly caught the attention of those around me.
People noticed the refined finish, the thoughtful
details, and a distinctive quality that stood out.
Even my instructor pointed out that my pieces had a
higher level of craftsmanship. Without intending to,
I began innovating, adding linings, using the
binding technique to combine crochet with Lycra for
a better fit, to redefine each design.

Word of mouth worked its magic, and before I knew
it, I was receiving orders. At the time, I had paused
my university studies due to financial difficulties,
and selling my swimwear allowed me to save money
and eventually complete my degree. What started as
a hobby became the key to achieving an important
goal in my life.

In 2015, I decided to formalize my business and
launched the Be Love Bikini brand, selling my
designs on Etsy. The response was overwhelming,
and the following year, we launched our own
website, belovebikini.com. Thanks to the support
and loyalty of our customers, the brand flourished.

Over time, I deepened my technical knowledge
through various fashion and swimwear construction
courses, complementing the foundation I had
gained from my grandfather’s haberdashery. This
allowed me to select the most suitable yarns for
swimwear, ensuring optimal durability, comfort, and
fit. As I evolved, I felt the need for my brand to do
the same, giving rise to Siddhi Swim, a brand that
truly embodies the essence of what I want to share
through each piece: purpose, beauty, and
empowerment.

For me, crochet has always been more than just a
technique. It’s my way of creating something
meaningful, pieces made with care and intention
that reflect a deep commitment to craftsmanship.
And today, that love lives on in each swimsuit we
make, now cherished by customers in over 30
countries.

I’m sure it wasn’t obstacle-free, but would you
say the journey has been fairly smooth so far?
Not at all. It’s been a journey full of challenges, but
each one has taught me something valuable. One of
the biggest struggles was learning how to scale a
handcrafted product while maintaining its quality
and intricate details. Crochet swimwear requires
precision and dedication, and as demand grew, I had
to refine my process to ensure every piece met my
standards. This meant not only building a team of
skilled artisans to help with production but also
learning how to source materials at scale, searching
for the best suppliers to guarantee consistency and
excellence.

Embracing a slow fashion philosophy added another
layer of complexity, but also meaning. Even though
we haven’t yet implemented all the sustainable
practices we envision for the future, the heart of our
brand lies in mindful production, valuing quality
over quantity, and honoring the time and skill
behind each piece. It’s not the easiest path in a fast-
paced industry, but staying true to these values has
given Siddhi Swim its soul and uniqueness.

Another major hurdle was navigating the business
side of things. Being passionate about design didn’t
automatically mean I knew how to market, manage
production, or handle logistics. I had to learn
through experience, trial and error, and by seeking
guidance whenever I could. It taught me that
creativity alone isn’t enough, you also need
strategy, adaptability, and resilience to grow
sustainably.

These obstacles pushed me to evolve, and in the
end, they became opportunities for growth. Every
struggle helped shape Siddhi Swim into what it is
today: a brand built on dedication, craftsmanship,
and the belief that challenges are just stepping
stones toward something greater.
