As you
probably know, we voted in a dues increase starting in 2020; dues will be $10 per
person or $20 per couple. Paid in advance are Jamie & Galina Erickson,
Robinsons, Wilsons and Vallarie Erickson & Brian Smith. Also, those joining since
FMCA National Convention in Minot ND (in August) and through the end of 2019
are paid up for 2020 also. Budget issues have prompted us to increase dues from
the old $7.50/person, which was held at that rate for many, many years.
