The Vail Pride event took place on February 15, 2025, at the Pima County Fairgrounds. Organized by 
the Vail Unified School District, the event featured community exhibits from numerous government 
agencies and organizations. At the Vail District’s request, the Tucson Police Department (TPD) 
participated as one of the exhibitors. Authorization to attend and utilize the event for recruitment and 
positive youth engagement purposes was granted by Operations East Division Commander, Captain 
Belinda Morales, recognizing that the Vail Pride event draws over 10,000 community members each 
year.

Authorization for the deployment of the SWAT and Bomb Squad Units for this demonstration was 
approved by Lieutenant Troy Lansdale. The Special Operations Section (SOS) provided one 
Sergeant, two SWAT Operators, and one Hazardous Devices Technician (HDT) in support of the 
event. The section deployed the SWAT Armored Vehicle (BATT), the SWAT Equipment Truck, and 
the Bomb Squad Equipment Truck. These vehicles and associated resources represent the standard 
assets utilized for public demonstrations. Staffing and equipment levels were determined in 
accordance with the size and nature of the event; in this case, a smaller operational footprint was 
implemented than is typically assigned for similar public demonstrations. 
 
The current SWAT Section Commander, Lieutenant Dain Salisbury, was consulted to obtain this 
information through their records tracking system.
