OUR STORY
Makaila Nichols was bullied unmercifully
throughout her adolescence and even
today as a college student. She found that
through writing she was able to cope with
the struggles she was enduring. Makaila
decided to turn her story into a book that
could be used as an aid for other teens
experiencing similar issues. Makaila then
wrote: "Blatantly Honest: Normal Teen,
Abnormal Life" which became a best-
seller in two categories: "Parenting of
Teens" and "Teen Social Issues." This
propelled Makaila into speaking
engagements across the county for
elementary, middle, high school and other
organizations. As Makaila continued to
share her story, it spread across different
avenues, one of which is coloring books.
Now, elementary aged students can learn
real life situations about bullying and

Students are asked to write a short essay about bullying or other prompts. 

Makaila Nichols will give a school wide assembly discussing her own experiences
with bullying and other teenage dilemmas.

Moon Mission
Students are able to send their personal items into space and onto the moon via
Celestis Inc. partnership. We encourage students to learn just how incredible this
opportunity is by diving into space education.
